Pittsburg, Pa., Jan. 22.—Forrester 
Ridgeway has received' a telegram stat­
ing that the ice gorge at Fr.-eoort, forty 
miles north of this city on the Allegheny 
river, started1 with a rush early to-day. 
It is expected to reach this city about 10 
o'clock. Everything indicates one of the 
worst floods in the city’s history.

The police department has patrols out 
warning the residents and business 
houses in the threatened district.

The largest ice gorge in years at 
Springdale, 10 miles north of this city on 
the Allegheny river, began to move at 
7.35 this morning, causing great excite­
ment and apprehension. Flat boats along 
the riverside were caught and crushed. 
So far no damage has been done to the 
Springdale dam, and it was thought by 
experienced observera that the water was 
too high for any to be wrought.

Reports received by the weather bureau 
up to 10 o’clock indicate a general break­
up in the rivers. The ice gorges are let­
ting go at different points, and the water 
is rising with the headwaters of both 
rivers. The weather is mild and rain is 
reported from all sections of Western 
Pennsylvania. All conditions favor a 
great flood, but it will probably be late 
this afternoon before any definite report 
cn t'he stage of water can be made. At 
this point the rivers are rising at the 
rate of nearly a foot an hour,, with the 
Allegheny marks registering twelve feet.

A Greensboro, Pa., dispatch states that 
the ice broke in t'he Ohoat river at 8.30 
a. m., and' is coming out with’ thirty feet 
of water at tiie back of it. The ice is 
running over dam seven on tae Mon- 
on,gall ela river.

Later.—The outlook at 3 o'clock this 
afternoon was more encouraging. The 
rapid rise in the rivers had been checked 
to some éxtent. The forecaster an­
nounced that in his opinion the flood 
would not be a record breaker. A stage 
of 22 feet will be probably reached, but 
it was net likely to greatly exceed that. 
The marks now show 21 feet.

Carried From Moorings.
Cleveland, 0., Jan. 22.—A gorge broke

To this amount, how­
ever, must be added the loss to the 
manufactories and mills through forced 
shut-downs, and to workmen through 
suspension of wages, which will run1 
the total to the million mark. As yet 
no loss has been reported, though a 
great deal of suffering has been caused 
iu the Pittsburg district.

It was confidently believed here 
that the worst of the -big flood- of 1904 
was over. The rivers were stationary 
at 3 p. m., with the marks on. the gauges 
showing thirty feet, at the headwaters 
they are falling.

A cold snap, which is on the way, will 
give the twin rivers a chance to empty 
themselves of the swirling ice and water 
before more labor is forced upon them.

Chicago—'Fortunately No One 

Was Injured.

Chicago, Jan. 23.—Fire in the Masonic 
Temple, a twenty story sky-scraper, one 
square east of the Iroquois theatre, to­
day caused a panic among the 4,000 oc­
cupants of the building and did $20,000 
worth of damages. AH occupants of the 
building escaped without serious injury 
through the bravery of the elevator men, 
who remained at their posts operating 
their cars while dense columns of smoke 
filled the building.

The fire broke out on the fifth floor in 
the rooms of Robert Freidlander & Oo., 
manufacturers of X-ray apparatus. A 
lighted match carelessly thrown, into a 
pile of excelsior is believed' to have 
started file blaze. A number of X-ray 
vacuum tubes exploded the moment the 
heat reached them. Robert Friedlander, 
senior member of the firm, realized1 the 
danger from' these tubes, and' worked 
until overcome by smoke, throwing them 
out of the window.

The fire spread rapidly through fhe 
company’s rooms to a light shaft, 
through which the smoke rose to the 
upper stories.

Thousands of the occupants of the 
building, with the memory of the Iro­
quois theatre holocaust fresh in their 
minds, rushed info the elevators, many 
women fainting in the scramble, but 
none were seriously injured, and the 
large building was emptied within half! 
an hour after the fire waa discovered.

Situation Serious.
Buffalo, Jan. 22.—Nearly twelve hours 

of continuous rain, with from two to five 
feet of snow on the ground, has sent 
every river in Western New York over 
their banks. The situation- in South Buf­
falo, where early thaws always cause a 
flood, has not yet become serious, but if 
the rainfall should continue throughout 
the day, a record-breaking rise of the 
water in Buffalo creek is looked for.

Dispatches from all points in Western- 
New York tell the same story of rising 
waters and fears for unprecedented 
floods. The territory at the headwaters 
of Shenandoah, Allegheny and Chemung 
rivers is covered with snow to a depth 
of from five to six feet, and the sudden 
thaw is sending immense quantifies of 
water in the rivers.

A dispatch from Sharon, Pa., says the 
Shenandoah is now four feet above its 
normal level and rising rapidly. Two 
trestles on the Pennsylvania have been 
carried away. Brie and1 -Lake Shore 
bridges are threatened. Men are blasting 
lee packs to allow the water to run off.

Russian Officials on Manchurian Policy 

of the United States. .Shot Lieutenant While ’Major Was

Port Arthur, Jan. 25.—The highest of­
ficials here' repudiated the published ac­
cusations of Russian hostility to the 
United States, because of its Manchurian 
policy and the appointment of American

China.

It is asserted that no large reinforce­
ment of eastern forces is expected at 
present. The military authorities, how­
ever, add- that otherwise arrangements 
are being made for a larger supply of 
ponies from the province of Chi Li for 
the Cossacks and mounted infantry.

Pittsburg, Pa., Jan. 23.—The crest of 
the flood which is sweeping down the 
Alleghany and Monongahela .rivers will 
be reached in Pittsburg by noon to-day. 
and it is expected) the maximum stage of 
water will be 30 feet. At 9 o’clock this 
morning the marks registered 28 feet and 
rising three-tenths of a foot an- hour. All 
the lower parts of fhe two cities and 
south side are submerged. In Alleghany 
an extra force of police was patrolling 
the flooded district in skiffs to protect the 
residences and administer to tjheir needs.

In thi^ city Du Quesne Way, Water 
sfreet, and many side streets as far east 
as Ninth street are partly covered, while 
on the south side nearly all the mills and 
manufacturing plants fronting all along 
the river have been forced to suspend 
operations on account "of the high water. 
Traffic on. every railroad entering Pitfs- 
burg is more or less affected by the flood. 
Freight trains are almost at a standstill. 
The big gorge in the Monongahela river 
at the point bridge, which menaced the 
many coal fleets tied up along the river 
landings, broke fhis morning, and passed 
out quietly, carrying a pump boat. The 
tow boats Tom Lysle and1 Delta reported 
missing last night turned up all right 
to-day.

CANNOT REDUCE GAS
ANOTHER CHICAGO FIRE.

Injunctions Restraining City of Chicago 
From Lowering Price to Seventy- 

Five Cents.

Chicago, Ill., Jan. 25—Judge Groscoop, 
in United States district court to-day, de­
cided against the city of Chicago in the 
75 cent gas cases. He declared that the 
state did not give to the city the power 
to regulate the price of gas.

The decision was the outcome of suits 
brought by D. O. Mills, a stockholders in 
the People’s Gaslight & Coke Company, 
and F. G. Jones, a stockholder in the 
Northwestern Coal & Coke Company, 
asking for injunctions restraining the city 
from reducing .the price of gas to 75c. 
Both injunctions were granted.

Chicago, Ill., Jan. 25.—A small fire in 

the Garrick theatre, which is on the 
first floor of the Scheller building, a 
eky-acraper, caused considerable excite­
ment among the tenants to-day. No one 
waa in the theatre, and1 the nervousness 
of the people in the building, who were 
easily susceptible to panic, owing to the 
Iroquois disaster and the panic in the 
Masonic Temple, was quickly allayed.

Report That He Will Support Rosebery 
and Devonshire In Opposition to 

Chamberlain.&
Parkersburg, W. Va., Jan. 25.—The lower 

portion of Parkersburg, including the busi­
ness part of the town almost up to Third 
street, is under water, while among the 
resident districts, Riverside, Beochwood 
and South Side are well under water. All 
the public buildings available were occu­
pied last night by persons from the flooded 
districts, and several hundred persons were 
driven from their homes, while many are 
living in second stories of houses that are 
partly under water. Brines» houses and 
factories were flooded la#t night and many 
of them had forces of men at work all 
night to remove property. Railroad traffic 
is suspended.

Birmingham, Eng., Jan. 22.—The Post to­
day says the movement for placing the 
Duke of Devonshire, president of the Lib­
eral Unionists, at the head of the free 
traders of the party, effected a complete 
healing of the breach between Lord Rose­
bery and Sir William Harcourt, that the 
latter will shortly make clear his position 
and will warmly support the Dev tishire- 
Rosebery combination, which Is opposed to 
the protective tariff policy, advocated by 
Mr. Chamberlain. Many influential Con­
servatives are urging Premier Balfour to 
refer Mr. Chamberlain’s fiscal proposals to 
a grand parliamentary commission and re­
port.

It might be stated in this connection that 
should the proposals be referred to the 
commission as suggested It will mean their 
complete burial.
