Rtugbrs of Disaffection In Naval Bat- 
lions at the Capital—Agrarian 

Disorders Spreading.

Investigation Committee Refused to Accept

Many Passengers Were Also Injured- 
Bodies of Number of Victims Were 

Incinerated.

Petersburg, Nov. 25.—That the 

outbreak at Sebastopol is no drunken 
froljjp, as was the case at Kronstadt, 
but§a seriously planned revolutionary 
demonstration, was made clear by the 
tone of an official statement issued by 
thefjadmiralty to-night, declaring that 
therjfeailors and several units of troops 
weijfc acting under the influence of the 
Sodjhlist propaganda. The statement 
folllws :

Lincoln, Mass., Nov. 27.—The early 
morning list of the dead and injured 
indicate that 17 persons lost their lives 
in a collision at Baker’s Bridge sta­
tion on the main line of the Fitchburg 
division of the Boston & Maine rail­
road at 8.10 o’clock last night, twenty- 
five persons were more or less serious­
ly injured and others sustained cuts 
and bruises. Aside from the work of 

..identifying the victims who were re­
moved from the charred ruins the 
greatest interest centered this forenoon 
as to the cause of the disaster.

President L. Tuttle of the B. & M. 
railway states that orders have been 
issued to institute a searching inquiry. 
“I am horrified more than words can 
tell,” said’ President Tuttle to-day, 
“and I cannot understand how such 

A Frightful Accident . 
could have happened unless the signals 
were in some way misunderstood.”

Those who witnessed the collision 
stated that the local train, which con­
sisted of four cars, three of them pas­
senger coaches, had just pulled out of 
Baker’s Bridge depot, a small flag sta­
tion about a mile and a half west of 
Lincoln station. Just west of the flag 
station is a highway bridge over the 
railroad. The train had entered a deep 
cut after passing under the bridge, and 
the rear car had just cleared the struc­
ture when the heavy Montreal express, 
consisting of nine cars and two loco­
motives, crashed into the rear. The 
speed of the local train at the time 
was barely noticeable by the passen­
gers as it had just got under way af­
ter leaving a solitary passenger at Ba­
ker’s Bridge station.

The Impact Was Terrific, 
and probably a majority of those kill­
ed met death almost instantly. The 
forward locomotive telescoped the rear 
car and passed part of the way 
through the coach immediately ahead. 
The second car of the local train 
badly damaged but, the first car and 
locomotive escaped. The leading en­
gine of the express was practically 
destroyed in the collision and the 
wreck was completed when the fire 
which immediately broke out among 
the heaps of wreckage consumed ail 
the woodwork of the two 
which remained on the roadbed and 
incinerated a number of the victims.

The fireman of the leading locomo­
tive, Chas. E. Barnard, was burned to 
death In his cab, but the engineer 
managed to escape by

Some Strange Miracle.
It was first supposed that he perished 
but some time after midnight a report 
was received that he had been found 
under a tree on the embankment 
the scene. His injuries were not re­
garded as serious and he was able to 
walk. The second locomotive of the 
express was badly damaged. The En­
gineer and fireman of this engine es­
caped injury and no person in the 
coaches of the Montreal train was in­
jured. All the cars remained on the 
rails.

Calls for assistance and medical aid 
were sent to Boston, Concord and 
other places. About 11.30 a special 
train which had brought a dozen sur­
geons with stretchers and other appli­
ances from Boston returned with 13 
bodies of the dead and a number of 
the most seriously injured. The living 
were taken to the Massachusetts gen­
eral hospital.

When the accident occurred the local 
train was said to have been a few 
minutes late and knowing that the ex­
press train was close behind, it is 
claimed the rear brakeman, Donoer 
Gauthier, who was killed, set out red 
torches, indicating danger. When the
