CHICAGO, Dec. 19—Never before
was 80 much money paid- for carrying
freight ‘n Lake vessels, as during the
season just clesed. A rough estimate
places it at $61,000,000 for -coal, iron,
grain and lumber, The profits to the
vessels were perhaps the largest in the
history of the Lakes.

Careful computations, based on the
earnings of typical steamers show a
net: profit on steel ships of about 13

3,000 and 3,500 tons capacity the profits
have ranged- as high- as 30rper cent.,
with an average of more than 25 per
cent, on their insurance valuation.

The cause of this. great :prosperity
was the demand of the country -for
iron and steel. The total movement, of
iron ore for the season was 27,513,589
tons, an increéase .of 4,036,683 tons over
1905.
