SONS OF BECHTEL MURDER.CHAMBERLAIN'S CAMPAIGN. CHATHAM. .
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ALLENTOWN Pa., Oct. 28,—With 
David Weisenberg under $500 bail, sup­
plied by Congressman Kline, and with 
Thomas Bechtel, ,her brother, and Al­
fred Eckstein, her accredited 
locked up in a police station cell, the 
Allentown police are resting in their 
work on the Mabel H. Bechtel murder 
case of yesterday morning until Cor­
oner Scheirer’s jury meets tomorrow 
morning,

The mystery is still practically un­
solved, except that indications pofnt to 
a family row, in which Eckstein may 
have figured, as he admits he was at 
Miss Bechtel’s home Monday evening 
for an hour and a half.

Because Mrs. Bechtel had said her 
daughter had left for a drive on Mon­
day at 9 a. m., efforts were made to 
trace the girl’s movements away from 
home. Rumors that she was at a road 
house near this city were found to be 
groundless, and the police do not be­
lieve the girl was away from home at 
all on Monday. Her brothers, Thomas, 
John and Charlie, say they did not see 
her on that day, and so also says her 
sister, Martha.

Martha usually slept with her wid­
owed mother in the second floor rear 
room. Thomas occupied the middle 
room and John and Charles the front 
room. In the latter, the police today, 
on thorough search, found blood stains 
on the carpet and on the wall paper, 
and it looked as if vigorous efforts had 
been made to wipe them out. There 
were no blood stains in Thomas’ room. 
HIS bloody overalls were found this 
evening in a neighbor’s yard. He ac­
knowledges that they are his. In a 
drawer of a closet in the third story 
was found part o< Charles’ hatchet, 
such as slaters use, slate roofing being 
his trade. The blade and a small part 
of the handle were found there, with 
marks on the blade which Coroner 
Scheirer Says are blood stains. The 
remainder of the handle was found in 
another drawer some distance away. 
The break in the handle looks like a 
fresh one. Д bloody apron was also 
found in the house. The police have 
removed a section of the blood stains 
to have an analysis made.

Thomas says the alleged blood spots 
in his room were tobacco stains. The 
cqroner thinks otherwise, and will 
have an analysis made in the belief 
that they are bloodstains.

The police this afternoon put the en­
tire Bechtel family, except the mother, 
under thorough examination. All deny 
any knowledge of the affair. Martha, 
John and Charles were discharged 
after they had been examined. Thomas 
was held as a witness before the cor­
oner’s jury, because of supposed blood­
stains found on his overalls and in his 
room. BcEstein was similarly held. 
Neither could get the bail of $1,000 
asked for. The mother was not called

ARRESTED
AT BOSTON

On Arrival of the Cunard 
Liner Ivemia

At the Instance of the London Scot­

land Yard Authorities

for Murder.

BOSTON, Oct. 29.—Upon the arrival 
of the Cunard steamer Ivemia from 
Liverpool at her dock today, Vertan 
Krikorian, an Armenian, was arrested 
at the request of Scotland Yard on a 
charge of being an accessory before the 
fact of the murder of Sagatel Sagouni 
on Tuesday. Krikonian claimed that 
his object in coming to this country 
was to attend lectures at Harvard, but 
on being searched only $5 was found 
in his pockets. He will be arraigned 
before a United States commissioner in 
the morning.

The police deem the arrest of the ut­
most importance. The cable message 
from Scotland yard, which came only 
this afternoon, asked for the detention 
of Krikorian on the suspicion of being 
connected with, the recent murder in 
London. The prisoner promptly denied 
any knowledge of a conspiracy to kill 
Sagouni, and semed surprised to hear 
of the tragedy. He admitted that he 
knew the murdered man and that he 
had attended several meetings of the 
revolutionary societies in London be­
fore departing for this country.

He denied that he belonged to any 
revolutionary society, but he appeared 
to answer questions evasively, and the 
immigration officials concluded to hold 
him for further examination.
