All of thir un-
scriptural guessworﬂ, pré_sented in the
name of the Bible and in the name of
intelligence, has had its effect upon the
masses, who are now thoroughly per-
plexed as respects the place and condi-
tion of their dead friends. A growing
intelligence forbids the thought that a
God of love and justice has consigned
tkem to the care of devils in eternal
flames of fire or other torture.
Inquir!gs of the clergy respecting the
place and condition of the departed
bring no satisfaction; the few who still
tell of tortures in infernal regiuns are
less and less believed, sfd the others
of increasing number wWo deny that

give any answer respecting their
whereabouts. No wonder the confiding,
sheep are perplexed. Oh, that they
would look to the Word of the Lord,
that they would remember' “the Lord
is my Shepherd,” that they would seek
from the inspired source the knowledge
Oh, that they

in the gospel of Christ is the hope of
the resurrection: of the dead! Mark the
clearness of the Apostle’s statement on
this subject—I# there be no resurrec-
tion of the dead then they that are fal-
len asleep in Christ are perished.—I Cor.
xv:17, 18.

THE DELUSION IS SENT. :

The reason for the sending of the
strong delusion mentioned in our text
is plainly stated in the context, but be-
fore it can be appreciated it is neces-
sary to have some. grasp of the divine :
plan of the ages; it is necessary to see .
that the Lord’s work throughout this
Gospel age has not been, as many sup-
pose, an attempt to convert the world,
but, as the Scriptures declare, He has
been merely electing or selecting out
from the world a people for His name—
to be the Bride of Christ. (Acts 15:14.)
‘We must see, too, that this select peo-
ple does not include all who become
nominal members of Christian churches,
but mierely those who through full faith
and conseeration become followers of
the Lord Jesus in very truth, and re-
ceive the spirit of adoption from the
Father. These, through the trials and
difficulties of this life, shall be proved
overcomers of the world and its spirit,
ani accepted as joint-heirs with Christ,
as His Bride, in His kingdom. This
class, the Scriptures distinctly tell us,
is but a little flock. Our Lord's words
are, “Fear not, little flock; it is your
Father’s good pleasure -to give you the
kingdom.” The apostle declares also,
““Not many wise, not many mighty, not
many noble hath God chosen”—“Hath

not God rhozen the nont of this world,
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rich in faith, heirs of the kingdom?"—
I Cor.. 1:26; James ii:5.

After we once see that the over-
comers or kingdom class are being sel-
ected during this Gospel age, we are
ready to see that God’s great time for
deal - with the majority of our race
is in the future—after the second com-
ing of Christ—during His millennial
kingdom—whose reign of righteousness
will bless and give opportunity of eter-
nal life to all.the families of the earth.

END OF THE AGE NOT END OF
WORLD.

‘We are not of those who expect this
world to be burned up. Quitethe con-
trary, we expect its rejuvenation, its
perfecting as the Garden of Eden, the
paradise of God, the everlasting home
of the majority of the human family—
of all except the truly consecrated
church of this Gospel age and those
who shall ultimately die the second
death. We have no sympathy of
thought, therefore, with those who are
looking for the destruction of the earth;

More than this, we believe that the
Scriptures clearly indicate that the pre-
sent age is now ending and the new
age, lapping with it, is beginning. It
is at this particular juncture that all
the New Testament writings, as well
a3 our Lord’s great prophecy of Mat-
thew xxiv, centre, indicating a time of
confusion, a trouble such as the world
has never known before, and pointing
out that these are judgments of the
Lord designed to prepare the world for
the next dispensation and the reign of
the kingdom of righteousness. Further-
more, the apostle distinctly points out
that these judgments will begin at. the
House of God—the nominal church.

Worschnikoff, the correspond-
ent adds, posed as being deaf and dumb
when he gained entrance to.the palace
in order to hand Gen. Sakharoff a let-
ted.

WITCHES IN THE
~ TWENTIETH CENTURY.

Amazing Stories of Superstition Which
Prevail in This Enlightened Age in
Various Parts of England.

Few things are more surprising in
this age of wondars than the stubborn
way in which old world superstitions
survive in the by-ways of our country.

When the writer was touring a short
time ago in North Devon he was amaz-
ed to find that some of the natives still
believed as implicitly in witchcraft as
their ancestors of the dark, long-gone
centuries. 'In the neighborhood of
Culmstock there are still to be found
witches who are prepared to exercise
their spells at any moment for/e: conr
sideration in coin of the realm. Thus,
it a maid of North Devon has a rival
in the affection of her swain, she can
enlist the services of a witch who,
when her palm has been suitably ‘“oil-
ed,” will read a verse from the Bible,
burn salt, ‘and dance round the-room
muttering the most horrible .of ' im-
precations and incantations.

According to the ‘Tiverton Gazette’:
“A young woman who ehtertained a
feeling of bitterness towards a male ac-
quaintance laid her case before her
parents. drd they decided to have the
young mén-‘Bewitched’ The witch was

excruciating torture, but the negotia-
tions fell through at a critical moment
because the terms were not satisfac-
tory. Other Culmstock witches are said
“¥0 put sheep’s hearts, stuck full of pins,
up the chimneys, and as the hearts dry
and the pins drop out they profess that
they can cause misfortune and ill-luck
to anyone, Toad-cellecting for a sim-
ilar purpose is very common.”

In Devonshire, too, there ‘are thou-
sands who still believe in fairies, good
and bad, as did their ancestors in the
middle centuries; in spectral hounds
whose dismal yelps may be heard on
dark nignts; in sheeted ghosts who
take their grim walks abroad afround
the witching hour; and in charms
which will keep danger and disease at
a safe distance, eonfound rivals in love,
or win the heart of the most reluctant
and unpromising of lovers. Among
other countless superstitions which the
writer has encountered in Devonshire
is the unshakable assurance that, when
a person dies, any relative who omits to
touch the dead body may expect to be
haunted by the ghost of his departed
kinsman or kinswoman as long as he
lives.

But Devonshire has no monopoly of
superstition. In Bedfordshire we learn
it is:quite a common thing to carry live
snails in pill-boxes as a charm against
tyothache; stewed earthworms are re-
'garded by many as a specific for jaun-
dice; fleld-mice will cure the worst case
of whooping-cough; to protect yourself
against lightning you will be wise to
carry a few roots and a lump of coal
about with you; and no lightning “éver
strikes a house on whose roof is .the
protective house-leek.

Not many months ago a-Scarborough
mother seriously assurred a coroner
that her child’s death was due to the
evil eye of a former neaighbor; at Bot-
tisham, near Cambridge, a wood-mer-
ehant paid for his superstition by a
term of imprisonment, Believing, so
he said, that his horses had been be-
witched by an enemy, he had adminiss:
tered to them a broth of which nails,
a pennyworth of pins, and portions of a
horse’s hoof were constituents, ' And
about the same time a herbalist got
into serious trouble for acting 'as @
witch-doctor, He was employed to re-
move spells from haunted houses; and
bis method was to scatter powder over
the floors of the rooms while he recifed
the Lord’s Prayer backwards.

In some parts of Hngland girls who
yearn to be beautiful still believe ‘that
they can effect heir object by eating
candles and starch in liberal quantities;
it is not long since one of theses mis-
guided females. died in the Worcester
Infirmary from her ill-chosen dietary;
and a Spitalfields man about the same
time was keeping live rabbits in the
bedroom which he shared with K his
family as a certain cure for his rheuma-
tism.

A few years ago a West of England
laborer, charged with stealing turnips,
pleaded that his theft was inspired by
the wish to cure his crippled son, who
could only be made sound again by
rubbing hié ‘lifibs with stolén tufnips.
In some parts of the south of England
the reputed cure for hydrophobia is to
take a portion of the flesh of the mad
dog, grill it before the fire, and make
the person who has been bitten eat it;
while in parts of Scotland a still more
effective cureis ‘the tongue removed
from a ive ‘fox. -

But columns might be filled with
similar instances of twentieth-century
superstition, from that of the Yorkshire
woman who believed firmly that her
child could only be cured of its whoop-
ing-cough by taking it on the water,
to that' of the Lancashire factory
operative who administered field-mice
to his wife as a specific for small-pox.

Even London is by no means proof
against superstitions, of which the fol-
lowing is an amusing example, which
points itg own moral. 'For many a
year hundreds of people have been in
the habit of making a pilgrimage to
Aldgate pump and carrying away bot-
tles full of-its water to use for medi-
cinal purposes; and yet it is an actual
fact—stated in court not long ago—that
the pump whose waters are credited
with such magical properties draws its

supply directly from the New River
mains,

GOVERNMENT'S AGTION
~ WAS UNWISE

Laurier Ministry Now Realizes [hat
Mistake Was Made in Reference
fo Anglo-Japanese Treaty.

OTTAWA, Dee. 13.—1It is recalled that
the present government was respon-
sible for Canada's holding aloof from
the Anglo-Japanese treaty. Three
years were allowed to the dominion
government to elect whether this coun-
try should become a party to the
treaty, and the Laurier ministry de-
cided to stay out in the cold. The
United States have a treaty with Japan

similar to that of Great Britain, under
which*many products of the states are
being admitted into Japan at ! rates
varying from 10 to 25 per cent, less
than on goods from Canada. It has at
last dawred upon the dominidn gov-
ernment that a mistake was made in
not accepting the provisions of the
treaty, as it has militated against the
development of Canadian trade with
Japan. Under the most favored na-
tion clause Canada may now be ex-
pected to do a large export business in
cottons, flour, fish, ete., with the pro-
gressive country of the Far East. One
clause in the new treaty provides that
subjects of either country shall be at
liberty to. freely come and go in the
country of the others. This means
that a stop will be put to the action of
the British Columbia legislature in
annually  passing legislation restrict-
ive of Japanese immigration. Doubt-
less the legislature will continue this
policy, but with a different result, as
it will be the duty of the lieutenant
governor simply to refuse assent to
such measures, and they will there-
fore never reach Ottawa.

SEQUEL T0 BOSTON
SUIT GASE TRAGEDY

Mrs. Mary S. Roberts Arrested—Is
Wife of William E. Hnnt.

BOSTON, Dec. 13.—A sequel to the
Boston ‘‘suit case” tragedy developed
late this afternoon, when Mrs. Mary
S. Roberts was arrested on a warrant
charging her with being a fugitive
from justice. Mrs. Roberts is known
as the wife of William E, Hunt, who
is now serving a sentence of from six
to seven years in the Massachusetts
state prison for being an accessory to
the illegal operation that causgd the
death of Susan Geary, the chords girl
of the Shepard King Theatrical Com-
pany, whose dismembered body. was
found in three suit cases in the waters
of Boston harbor. Hunt, who is8 also
known as Howard and Roberts; was
arrested in New York two days:after
the victim of the tragedy had §been
identified. ?

It is alleged that under the nj
Roberts the man who was senfenced
to state prison under the nage  of
Hunt conducted a number of filegal
medical institutions in Philadelphia.
It is further alleged that a Phfladel-
phia woman, Maud Gilpin, diedfas a
result of treatment received at @ne of
Hunt’s or Roberts’ offices. Hunt
managed to leave Philadeiphia fbefore
the police could locate him, b.ut his
wife was arrested. The woman later
defaulted her bail of $2,500.

Although Mrs. Roberts will ¥e held
for the Philadelphia police, thé chief
interest attached to her arresff is in
connection with a confession de by
her regarding the illegal medig¢al c:-
fices in this city. According to the
police, the woman says she can throw
additional light upon the death of
Miss Geary.

It is believed that Mrs. Roberts is
able to give the police information
concerning the whereabouts of Mrs.
Mary 8. Dean, the alleged principal in
the death of Miss Geary:
