Ottawa, Jgne 19.—The breach of

When thfe agreement was reached 
between the two leaders the Liberals 
were dealt.(with most lienently In the 
redistribution blU, but It Is now stated 
that the redistribution question will 
be reopened next session and that 
there will be amendments to It which 
will not be so favorable to the Lib* 
eral Interests as the present measure, 
is The breach of faith will react oa 
themselves.

London, June 20.—A démonstration 
of British sea power by an empire 
cruiser of the imperial squadron on 
the eve of the imperial conference, 
next year, is suggested by the Daily 
Telegraph as befitting, because the 
problem of naval defence will form one 
of the main subjects of discussion at 
the conference.

The Telegraph anticipates that, ow­
ing to the general Improvement in 
the international situation, and the 
early delivery of ships, the admiralty 
will be able to accelerate Its plans for 
sènding a battle squadron of dread­
noughts to the Mediterranean. In view 
of the accession of strength In ships 
of the swiftest class. It is proposed 
that the admiralty may determine to 
base on Gibraltar three of the four 
battle cruisers now In the Mediter­
ranean, together with the gift ship

New Zealand, as the nucleus of an im­
perial squadron. Although these ships 
would be based on Gibraltar, they 
would be free to cruise In the Atlan­
tic or the Pacific as required.

The Imperial conference, coinciding 
with the twenty-first birthday of the 
Prince of Wales, will undoubtedly be 
marked by a great awakening of Im­
perial sentiment, says the Telegrapfi.

The readjustment of our strength in 
the Mediterranean and the Improved 
international outlook, says the Tele­
graph, offers the imperial government 
a unique opportunity of Illustrating 
the ubiquity of British sea power, the 
unity of the sea, force of strategic 
principles, which the admiralty 
mends as the founda'tion of Imperial 
security and the desire of the moth­
er country to do honor to the states­
men of the self governing dominions.

He had 
to port his helm between one and one- 
half and two points to avoid her.

"Were you afraid of a collision ?"

“I was. I was going down to call 
the captain," said witness.

He said the Empress passed on the 
port side half a mile away.
