Washington, D. C., Aug 10.—Henry
Morgenthau, member of the Am-
erican mission sent to Poland to in-
vestigate reports of atrocities against
Jews, has issued through the State De-
partment a formal demdal of state-
ments that he had found reports of all
pogroms much exaggerated.
