POOR DOCUMENT
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RUSSIAN MINE BLOWS
UP JAPANESE CRUISER

Six Seamen Killed and Many In-
jured by Explosion.

Japs Are Reported to Be Besieging Russian Stronghold—
Fifty Miles of Port Arthur Railway Destroyed—New Brit-
ish Ambassador at St. Petersburgon Im-
portant Mission..

Washington, May 16—The Japanese le-
gation has received the following cable-
“Admiral Kataoka re-
ports that on May 14 our torpedo
flotilla continued the sweeping operations
under cover of the fleet. The enemy con-
ducted temporary batteries on the prom;
ontory at Kert/Bay, Talienwan, mounting
six field guns, besides a hastily construct-
ed fort and with one company of soldiers
stubhornly resisted our attack. Our tor-
pedo flotilla defying the enemy’s fire car-
ried out the operations and destroyed five
mines laid' by the enemy. Unfortunately
one of the mines exploded ind sunk our
cruiser Miyako. In this accident six men
were killed beside the two who were
wounded during the fight.

The Miyako was a cruiser of 1,800 tons
displacement and was 314 feet long. ller
armament consisted of two 4.7 inch quick-
firing guns and ten 3-pounders.

Japs Vigorously Besieging Port Arthur.

London, May 17—The Shanghai corres-
pondent of the Morning Post, cabling un-
der date of May 16, says that according
to native reports from Port Arthur the
Japanese are vigorously besieging the
fortress night and day by land and sea;
that sixty Japanese warships and trans-
ports have been sighted in Blackney Bay
and that heavy fighting has been heard in
Kin Chau Bay.

Russia Gratifiad Over Japs' Loss.

St. Petersburg, May 17, 2.25 a. m.—Ow-
ing to the interruption of communication
with Port Arthur the admiralty has no .iu-
formation ef ils own é€ither regarding the
olowing up of the Japanese cruiser Miy-
ako ‘on May 15, or the torpedoing and
crippling of an armored Japanese cruiser
in Talien Wan Bay, May 10, by a naph-
tha launch in command of a young Rus
sian naval officer.

Because of
the part the ambassador is expected to
play in camrying out King Edward’s de-
between Great
Britain and Russia. more than usual inter-
est in his arrival was displayed in official
and unoffidial circles. . The government
was extremely punctilous in observing the
most winute -details of the ceremonies
imposed by international etiquette on the
arrival of a new ambassador. The jmper-
jal waiting room at the Warsaw station
was thrown open for his use and an im-
perial carriage with a guard of honor of
Cossacks in red tunies eonveyed the am-
bassador from the station to the embassy.
So soon as the emperor returns to St.
Petersburg Sir Charles Hardinge will pre-
sent his credentials and at the same time
deliver a speech which it is expeoted will
reveal, guardedly oft course, the object -of
his mission. The authorities here attach
considerable importance to the prospective
declaration owing to the ambassgdor’s re-
lations with King Edward. It will be re
garded as being as much an expression
of the views of his majesty as of the Brit-
ish government. On his part, Emperor
Nicholas will make a response which will
be no less cordial than the utterance of
the British ambassador.

Tn official and diplomatic circles it is
generally known that the establishment
of better relations between Russia and
Great Britain is the object of Sir Charles
Tardinge’s mission. The specific  pur-

Long Journey of Dead New York Edi-
tor's Companions Nearly
at End.

Men Brought the Coffin on a Dog Sled
from the Wilds of Labrador and Used 78
Dogs in Travelling 475 Miles, Taking
Two Monthy' Time.

St. John's, Nfld., May 16—The sealing
gteamer Aurora, -which has been landing
machinery for the whale factory at Cape
Charles Labrador, returned te Wesley-
ville, 100 miles’ north of here, this morn-
ing; bringing the dead body of Lezonidas
Hubbard, jr., assistant editor of Outing,
who perished in the interior of Labrador
Jast October while on an exploring expedi-
tion. The Aurora also brought: Hubbard’s
‘companions, Dillon Wallage, a lawyer of
Netv' York, and Frank Elson, a halfbreed
guide.

The steamer will arrive here tonight or
tomorrow.

Wallace and Elson with Mr. Hubbard's
body in a coffin on a dog sled left the Hud-
son Bay Company’s trading post at North-
west River on March 3 with a party of
halfbreeds and dogs conveying stores. They
proceeded south along the Labrador coast,
travel in the interior being impossible ow-
ing to lack of shelter from the frequent
fierce snow storms. They journeyed through
all the fishing harbors along the coast,
finding shelter with the settlers when pos-
sible and making from eight to tén miles
daily.

The party reached Battle Harbor, on the
outer extremity of the Straits of Belle-
isle on Thursday last after traveling for
over two months-and covering a distance
of 475 miles.: Ninety-four dogs were in
commission during that, peried.

At Battle Harbor is a mission hospital
where the party stopped and where it was
.learned that the sealing steamer Aurora
.was in the vicinity. They secured passage
on the Aurora to this port, Captain Ab-
raham Kean kindly going to Battle Harbor
for them.

Wallace and Elson are in splendid
health. The body of Mr. Hubbard was
excellently preserved owing to the intense
cold of the past winter, which still pre-
vailed in the waters traversed by the
Aurora in the past two days. The vessel
entered the harbor of Wesleyville this
morning and reported the sad neiws. It
is expected that she will reach this har-
bor tomorrow.

NIGERIANS, BUT
103t HEAVILY

It is Said That Thirteen Officers and
Non-coms Were Killed:

Cologne, May 16—The Berlin corre-
spondent of the Cologne Gazette telegraphs
that private despatches from the Camer-
oons say the Cross River repels have been
completely crushed, after an obstinate
fight, by a British force in the territory
of Southern Nigeria. The British losses
were heavy. Thirteen officers and non-
commissioned officers were killed.

Governor Von Puttkammer, of the
Cameroons, cabled to Berlin March 23
that the revolt of the natives had spread
to Cross River, one of the points marking
the boundary of German territory in West
Africa, and had extended to British terri-
tory Nigeria, and that the British cus-
toms station at Obokum was attacked on
March 10.

G. T. P. AMENDMENTS,
Opposition Offers Several But They
Are Voted Down --.Government
Has No Connection With Gen-
eral Booth’s Colonization Scheme.

Ottawa, May 16— (Special)—Mr. Fitzpat-
rick, in parliament today, in reply o E.
L. Borden, said that he had an interview
with the representatives of New Bruns-
wick and Prince Edward lsland, and ar-
ranged for submitting a test case to the
Supreme Court to decide the provineial
claim for a portion of the Halifax fishing
award. A series of questions had been
drawn up and all that had to be dome
was to arrange the form which they should
take.

Mr. Sifton in answer to a question said
that 36,666 new settlers arrived.in Canada
during the first four months of ..is year.

Mr, Fitzpatrick did not ‘see any object
in the amendment. The contract was
framed so as to make it to the interests
of the company to complete the western
section as speedily as possible. It was to
the interests of the company to reach the
rich fields of the west as soon as possible,
but there would be no obligation on the
government’s part to guarantee %he bond
issue till the system was finished through
the mountains to the Paecific coast. It was
in the interests of the company to build
all sections simultaneous east to west.

Mr. Oliver, speaking to Dr. Roche’s
amendment, said that the whole policy
of the opposition last session and the pres-
ent one also was one of obstruction to pre-
vent the people of the west getting relief
from the monopoly which now existed
there, and now the member for Mar-
quette came forward with an amendment
to reduce the time limit of the western
section. That would not deceive anyone.
The obstruction of the opposition blocked
the scheme last year and they were de-
termined to do the same thing now. If
the opposition would move an amendment
to reduce the limit of talk it would e
K more to the purpose.

The amendment was lost.

The next amendment to make the books
of the G. T. R. and G. T. P. open to the
government was voted down. It was
pointed out that the railway commissicn
controlled this.
