The notice of the capture of the Vir-
ginius and the arcaigmnent of the prison-
ers before.a naval tzib nal will doubtless
zejoice  the. hears of every loyal citizen,
since the Virginius is the first pirate ves-
sel that has fallen into the hands of our

brave saflors. The filibusters have been
taken to Santlago dé Cuba, where they
have been put on trial’ The crime of
‘piracy is‘that which is most antagonistic
to the laws of  all civilized peoples. We
presume that among those captured are
Santa Rosa, the American, Ryan, and
several others who'were mentioncd in
the letters of our correspondent in New
York, which have already been béfore
our readers. ‘There will be many notices
touching this very important item: of
success, which we shall publish without
the least delay. To-day, however, we
shall content ourselves by tendering onr
acknowledgments to the: commander
of the frigate Tornado, Senor
Don Dionisio Costello.” We “have

The most impoxtant case on the docket
for the November Term of the Suaperior
Court is the suit of the Colvocoresses es-
tate against the Phenix Mutual Life In-
surance Co. of this city for the payment
of two policies of $10,000 each in that
company. The counsel who will appear
on either side in this case include for the
estate Gov. Ingersoll of New Haven, and
the Woodruff brothers, and E. A. Sey-
mour of Litchfield; for the Company
Hon. R. D. Hubbard of this city, J udge
McCurdy of Liyme, Judge Foster of Bos-
ton, and H. B. Graves of Litchfield.
