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Mr. Irving reported the Resolution accordingly, and the same was read, as
followeth -

Resolved, That it is expedient that the Government be authoiized to subscribe
the sum of £15,000 sterling of First Mortgage Bonds of the Northern Railway of
Canada, at the rate of Ninety per cent., in satisfaction of the sum of £13,500 sterling,
being balance remaining due by the said Company to the Dominion of Canada.

The said Resolution, being read a second time, was agreed to.

The Order of the Day being read, for hie third reading of the Bill further
soecuring the Independence of Parliament;

And the Question being proposed, That the Bill be now read the third time;
Sir John A. Macdonald moved, in amendment, seconded by Mr. Tupper, That all

the words after " now " to the end of the Question, be left out, and the words " recom-
"mitted to a Comnittee of the whole House, with an insti notion that they have
"power to strike out all that part of the Bill which refers to persons receiving
"superannuation or retiring allowances," inserted instead thereof;

And the Question being put on the amendment; the House divided: and it
passed in the Negative.

And the Question being again proposed, That the Bill be now read the
third tinte ;

Mr. Ouinet moved, in amendment, seconded by Mr. Desjardins, That all the
words after " now " to the end of the Question, be left out, and the words "recom-
"mitted to a Committee of the whole louse, with an instruction that they have
" power to amend the same by adding the following clause:-

"' No Member of the Sonate or of the House of Commons shall be appointed to
"'any office, commission or employment, permanent or temporary in the service of
"'Canada, to which any salary, fee, wages, allowance or emolument, or profit of any
"'kind is attached, unless he has ceased for six months previous to hold a seat in the
"'said Senate or House of Commons of Canada,' " inserted instead thereof;
I And the Question being put on the amendment; the House divided: and the
