Why are the bookstore
prices so high? Every year
the same question is asked.

Mrs. Logue, manager of the
UNB store agrees that prices
are high but she sees no alter-
native,

“Not only in the book
field are prices high but in all
fields, such as shoes, clothes
and food. Operating costs are
also high, salaries, working mat-
erial, etc. It makes any cuts in
prices impossible. Prices are
about 20% higher than last
year,” she said.

Mrs. Logue stated that ac-
cording to a recent survey

students spend only three or
four percent of their tetal ed-
ucational cost on books.

Used books are bought at
55% of the original prices and
sold at 70%. Other university
bookstores buy at 50% and sell
at 75%.

Logue also said, “it takes

someone with experience to
write these books and they
have to be paid a lot of
money.”’

“Publishers only put out
hard cover books at first be-
cause some people refuse to
buy paperbacks. Paperbacks
usually come out after the sec-
ond edition when the company
breaks even”. Books are us-
ually three or four dollars less
in paperback.
