Denr Sir:—Your further favor of the
10th inst. to hand and earefully noted.
There can be no question in my mind that,
save only where othrewise cofisented to
by the owner, all stored graif, whether
graded or special binned should be shipped
to the order of the owner of the grain
The clevator operator however, dould have
have the right of retaining the bill of lading
if the storage tickets had not been sur-
rendered and charges paid at time of
shipment.  Notwithstanding the fuct that
the eclevator operitor may have agreed
with you to special bin the grain, the
fact that a graded storage receipl was
issued shows that it was net specinl
