organisms.

Wounds treated with chellac  heal
the quickest, but it is not as desirable
as the other materials suggested. As-
phalt is the most durable when prop-
¢rly applied, put seems to interfere
with the early stages of normal heal-
ing more than any of the others, The
rapid healing of large wounds is gen-
erally of sccondary importance, so as-
phalt is'the best material to use when
it can be properly applied.

Asphalt must be applied hot and
some apparatus for keeping it melted
is necessary, as well ag a brush made
of vope for applying it. A brush of
bristles would be quickly destroyed by
the hot asphalt.
