I can-
not see where anything could be done
that would further strengthen o brace
it for ordinary traffic or any other
purpose, nor do I see the necessity of
any strengthening ¢f the iron ‘struc-
ture So long as the bridge is used only
tor the purpose for which it was
intended. j

FLOOR OR DECK OF BRIDGH.

The floor or deck of the bridge is,
practically throughout, in a bad state
of repair, Certainly, if the rist: of
running street cars over it is to be
teaken the entire floor system, inciud-
ing joist and planking should be not
only renewed but strengthened. Steel
stringers would give the necessary
strength to the floor but would add
so much weight to the load the upper
structure would have to carry that I
would consider their use inadvisable.
The only feasible way of strengthen-
ing the floor would be by increasing
the number of joists by the insertion of
two, or even three, extra rows in each
section or panel. If the bridge is to
be maintained for ordinary iraffic for
any lerigth of time it would be advis-
able to renew the entire wooden floor
system, but I do not consider that
any other strengthening would then
be necessary. From time to time the
planking, and probably some of tn:
joists have been renewed in part, with
the result that the floor is now a
patch work job and the only satisfac-
tory way to make a first-class perm-
anent job would be to renew the whole
system. Should, however, it be decid-
ed to make only temporary repairs
with a view to building a new bridge
for street railway and other purposes
in the course of two or three years,
some of the present timbers might be
rctained with safety. 1 would, how-
ever, advise against the turning ot any
joist. Any timber that is 'm\such
shape that it requires turning s_hould
be renewed. Turning would simply
cive a solid surface; it would not add
to the strength. As to what.timbers
should be renewed your engineer Or
works superintendent can advise you
as well as L.

The sidewalks on either side of the
bridge are in good condition as well
as the supporting joist and in no event

SWAYING OF BRIDGE.

1 was asked to pay particular at-
tention to the swaying of the bridg=,
but aithotigh I was on it when the
traffic was abnormally heavy, I de-
tected but little evidence of swaying;
certainly not sufficient to cause any
apprehension for the safety of the
vridge. There was considerabie v1b.ra-
tion when heavy loads were passing
over, but this is to be expected in a
bridge of this character, and is not
necessarily .an evidence of weakness
or a serious matter. On examining
the bracing I found that the countesr
hraces or round rods, with one ex-
-eption, which I called the atteqtion
of your engineer to, were rather tlght
They are carrying part of the wexgbt
that should be carried by the mair
braces and probably preventing the
bridge from settling into its proper
place. This may account for some Oof
the vibration and swaying. I know
,f no system of bracing that would
iessen the swaying. It is due to th'c
rreat length of the span in campari-
son to its width and height, and is
10t, in my opinion, a serious matter.
steel cables attached to the centre of
the bridge and anchored to the shore
would help remedy this trouble. This
was done with the Suspension bridge
at Niagara Falls with good effect, but
I'do not consider even that necessary
in this case, particularly as it would
be difficult to ind anchorage. I am
inclined to think that the rattling of
the fence and counter braces, causzd
by the vibration has created the im-
oression hat the bridge sways more
+han it really does, and has led to
the belief that the structure is pos-
sibly unsafe.

EFFECT OF RAISING BRIDGE
1 was also asked to report on the
cffect the recent raising of the bridge
had on its strength and the condition
in which it was left. I cannot see that
the raising has in any way lessened
the strength of the structure. I do
consider, however, that the job was
left in an unsatisfactory and unfinish-
ed condition where it rests on the east
abutment. The joists have been left
packed up on scrap and small pack-
ing, whereas there should be a proper
head block running across the wall to
receive the ends of all joints. I would
not say that the bridge was left in an
unsafe condition, but I do consider it
an unfinished job in this one particuiar
SUGGESTIONS.

In concluson I would suggest:
1. That the bridge should not In
view of its design and age, be us=d
for street railway straffic.

2. That if the bridge is to be retain-
ed for any length of time for ordin-
ary traffic, the entire wooden floor
system be renewed.

3. That if the bridge is likely to b:
replaced within two or three years,
extensive temporary repairs be made
to joist and flooring.

4. That if new floor is laid, provis-
ion be made by crowning or use ¢f

of the bridge, as the jarring or pound-
ing is harmful to both fioor and iron
work. The speed of automobiles, etc.,
'§ not nearly so important.

6. That counter brace Trods, with
one exception, be slightly slacken:d.

7. That one counter brace rod
(pointed out to engineer) be tight-
ened. ‘

8. That one nut on southwest batter
post (pointed out to engineer) he
tightened.

9. That if risk of running cars over
the bridge is to be taken, extra joists
be put in, these to be directly under
street railway tracks.

SMALL SPAN

I also made a close inspection of
he smaller span, and my report on
the main span applies, in a general
way, to this also, with the exception
that this being of more recent con-
struction the risk would not be,
theoretically at least, so great. Tne
flooring is also in better condition
but there are seven rows of joists or
stringers that should be renewed at
once, no matter what it is decided to
do with the bridge proper. These are
in an unsafe condition.

I might say that while my inspec-
tion was as thorough as it was pos-
sible to make it, with the assistance
of your city engineer and other offi-
ciais, who were most obliging, in the
haste of preparing this report in time
for presentation to your honorable
body for its meeting this evening,
there may be some point on which
you desire information that I have
overlooked. If so, I will be glad to
hear from you.

FIHE sole head of a family, or any mala
over 18 years old, may homestead a
quarter-section of availabte Domir’on land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Aloverta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be madq
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but ne#
Sub-Agency), on certain conditions_

Duties—Six months residence vnon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A Fomesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 aeres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is recaired except where
residence I8 performed in (ae vicinivy.

In certain districts a homesteawer Im
good standng may pre-ennt a quarter-
section alor zside his bhomestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homesiead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivavion. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon as
homestead paient, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stesd 1izht may take g purchased home-
stezd in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months .im
each ¢? three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erecc a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation 1s subject to re«
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony
land. Live stock may be substituted fom
cultivation under certain conditions.
