London, Feb. 27. — The Liberal 
Unionists, st the annual meeting of 
the Liberal-Unionist Council to-day 
definitely repudiated any desire to en­
roll themselves under Lord Rosebery's 
banner.

The Duke of Devonshire, Lord Presi­
dent of the Council, who presided, de­
clared Lord Rosebery had done greet 
service in disassociating himself from 
the pro-Boer element, but the speaker 
failed to see how the Liberal Imperial- 
ist party could offer any inducements 
to the Unionists. Men who refused to 
play the game and impartially blamed 
others ell around, whether Kipling or 
Rosebery, would meet with very scant 
sympathy. The country was not dis- 
posed to follow the flag of statesmen 
who had quietly looked on while the 
new guides of the Liberal party had 
led it deeper and deeper into the mire. 
He sympathized with Lord Rosebery’s 
offer to reconstruct the party, but the 
speaker did not expect his efforts 
would be attended with success. In 
the meanwhile, he believed the Union- 
ists would adhere to their own party.

The resolutions passed by the meet­
ing referred to the openly-expressed 
hopes of the Roseberyites of getting 
Unionist recruits, and declared these 
hopes were quite groundless.

Some Burghers Have Already 
Submitted on Being Secur­
ed From Banishment.

London, Feb. 27. -The Colonial Sec­
retary. Right Hon. Joe. Chamberlain, 
made an interesting Maternent in the 
House of Commons to-day to the ef­
fect that the proclamation providing 
for the banishment of the Boer lead­
ers did not preclude Lord Kitchener 
or Lord Milner from accepting the 
surrender of the Boer leaders on modi­
fied conditions. Lord Kitchener, on 
his own authority, had already accept­
ed the surrender of some of the minor 
leaders, on the understanding that 
the provisions of the banishment pro- 
clamation would not be enforced.

MEMORIAL SUFFERED MUCH From Shelter of Deed Cattle 
They Poured Shot on British 

—Enemy Driven Back.
London, Feb. 27.— The attack made 

by the Boers, numbering 600, and driv- 
ing cattle before them, to rush the 
outpost line near Bothasberg, Trans- 
veal Colony, during the night of Feb. 
23, was most determined They wern 
led by two well-known fighters. Row 
Hands and Manie Botha, When the 
Boers realized that their attempt to 
actually break through the wire fen­
ces was frustrated, they crouched be- 
side the dead cattle with which the 
ground was thickly strewn, and from, 
that defence poured a heavy fire on 
the British troops. The fusilade was 
steadily returned and finally the 

Boers were driven back, leaving 15 
“dead and six wounded on the field.
They also left 170 dead or wounded 
horses, and the entire herd of six 
thousand head of cattle.

Petitions in Reichstag Urging 
Body to Take Action for 

Peace in South Africa.
Berlin, Feb. 27.— Petitions were pre- 

sented to the Reichstag to-day sug- 
gesting that the House take action for 
the furtherance of peace negotiations 
in South Africa.

They were referred to the Imperial 
Chancellor, Count Von Buelow.

Several members of the Reichstag 
indulged in unlimited vituperation of 
Great Britain, asserting that the only 
possible explanation of the refusal to 
admit German Rod Cross nurses and 
ambulances to South Africa was that 
the British were ashamed to allow the 
world to have a glimpse of the scan- 
dalous conditions prevailing there.

The wild talk is, to a large extent, 
indicative of the excited sentiments 
which prevail in unofficial quarters 
here.

Prince Henry Listens to a Eu- 
logy Upon the Deceased

President.
Washington, Feb. 27.- At noon to­

day in the ball of representatives, in 
the presence of President Roosevelt, 
Prince Henry of Prussia, the members 
of the cabinet, the justices of the 
Supreme Court, the generals of the 
army, and officers of the army and 
navy, who have received the thanks 
of Congress, the ambassadors and 
other diplomatic representatives of 
foreign countries, the senators and re- 
presentatives in congress and a large 
number of distinguished guests, Hon- 
John Hay, McKinley’s premier, pro- 
nounced a eulogy upon his dead chief. 
Four times before national memorial 
services for presidents who have died 
in office bave been held in this hall, 
two of this, like this, in commemora- 
tion of chief magistrates who have 
fallen by the hand of assassins. George 
Bancroft, the historial, pronounced the 
eulogy on Lincoln, and Blaine was 
Garfield’s orator. It was eminently 
fitting that the last public ceremonial 
of sorrow for the lamented McKinley 
should take place in the forum which 
had echoed to his voice, in the arena' 
vhere he won his spurs. By a strange 
coincidence to-day was the 20th anni­
versary of that on which Blaine, in 
the same hall, delivered his eulogy 
upon the martyred Garfield and 
stranger still the subject of to-day’s 
memorial service was the chairman of 
the committee that had charge of 
the arrangements on that occasion.

She intends 
to remain several weeks in Turkey, 
and will than proceed to the United 
States to visit her mother. During the 
captivity of Miss Stone and Mme. 
Tsilka, the ladies suffered greatly un­
til Mme. Tsilka’s baby was born. Dur­
ing the entire time they were with 
the brigands the captives were in con­
stant dread of the energetic military 
pursuit, which kept them always on 
the move. During the month of No­
vember the weather was very severe. 
After the failure of the negotiations 
at Sofia, the ladies were taken to huts 
deep in the snow on an almost inac- 
cessible mountain. Their experiences 
were unique. They had no communi- 
cations with the outside world except 
on matters relating to their ransom. 
They were only occasionally vouch- 
safed some item of information, such 
for instance as the death of President 
McKinley. Upon their arrial at Sa- 
lonika the former captives were much 
touched at the manifest actions of sym- 
pathy received from all parts of the 
world. The baby was born after Mime. 
Tsilka had been riding horseback for 
ten hours. The mother smothered the 
child's tries for fear the brigands 
would take it away and kill it.

Ottawa, Feb. 27.—Prince Henry of 
Prussia will visit Niagara Falls, Ont., 
on March 5th. Military honors are to 
be extended to him. The Second Dra- 
goons, the 19th Regiment, of St. Cath- 
arises, and the 7th Field Battery, of 
St. Catharines, Will furnish the escort 
and saluting party. The infantry will 
form a guard of honor, and a salute 
will be fired by the artillery. It has 
been hinted that the Governor-General 
will proceed to Niagara Falls to wel­
come the Prince. The probability is, 
however, that Major Maude, military 
secretary to His Excellency, will ex­
tend greetings, the visit being too 
brief to require the personal attend­
ance of the representative of the 
King.

While the 
courtesy of Hie invitation s fully ap­
preciated by German officials, yet it 
has been found impossible to accept 
the invitation, as every hour of the 
Prince’s time up to the moment of his 
wiling for Germany already has been 
fixed. He will, however, be on British 
soil when he makes the visit to Nag- 
ara Falls and crosses to the Canadian 
side. At that time the personal aide 
de camp of the Governor-General of 
Canada will be present to extend the 
good will of the British authorities.
