If a man does
not. come up to this standard he
should surely be left at home. Men

who will be a fitting example to
the youth of the country. In this
way both the relgious and the pub-
lic lite of the country will be bene-
fited, and it will become of thevety
h:ghest type. The speaker cited Eog

and public life, are-of necessity, men
who take active interest in relig.ous
worship.
