Russians Were -Worsted and

Toldo, June 29.—-Information has been 
received of the occupation, on Sunday, 
of important heights four miles west 
of Cape Bevau, near Port Aruaur.

The defence was stubborn. The Rus­
sians were routed and driven westward 
by the Japanese artillery, leaving forty 
dead, two rapid-tire guns, and a large 
quantity of ammunition behind them. 
The Japanese casualties were about 100.

The position captured includes the 
Kiukwanshan battery, formerly active 
against the Japanese fleet.

The newspaper Asahi states that the 
Chikwan, Chitan, and Sooeho forts were 
captured by the Japanese on Sunday af- 
etr a day’s fighting. The Soochoo fort 
was taken first, and the otners soon af­
terward. The Russians retreated to the 
westward, leaving forty dead behind. The 
Japanese lost three ofiieers and 100 men 
killed or wounded. Two Russian guns, 
with ammunition, were captured.

MET FIERCE RESISTANCE.

All the Captured Heights Mined and For­
tified.

London, June 30, 4 a. m.—There is no 
official confirmation of the re-^orts of the 
capture by the Japanese of forts at Port 
Arthur. There are numerous unofficial 
versions, which, while practically concur­
ring in their statements regarding the

positions variously. The Morning Post’s 
Tokio correspondent describes the forts

eights
of Talienwan Bay. The Chronicle places 
the Chikwanshan fort in the centre of 
the Tiger Tail Peninsula, southwest of 
Port Arthur. Its Tokio correspondent 
does not mention the other forts, but he 
says that the Japanese are advancing to­
wards Port Arthur on both sides of the 
Kwang-Tung Peninsula. The Telegraph’s 
Tokio correspondent quotes the Asahi as 
saying that (lie Japanese advancing from 
the eastward of Lantunbashi hill took 
the Huhanshan and Hsitenshan forts.

The Chefoo correspondent of the Ex­
press reports that the Japanese advance 
began early .Sunday from the northeast. 
They first occupied Sung-shoo Hill, four 
miles from Kutan. They afterwards 
seized Kai-Yang-Chiao and Lung-Tung- 
Chiao. no the coast, using the Island of 
Siau-Ping-Tao as a naval base. A body 
of cavalry and infantry advancing from 
Sungshoo Hill occupied Chik-Wan-Sham 
and Hautashan. All the heights were 
extensively fortified and mined. The Rus­
sians fiercely resisted, but the Japanese 
artillery fire was overwhelming, and by 
evening they had secured all the coveted 
points, and the Russians retired on the 
inner defences of Port Arthur.

The Tokio correspondent of the Times 
says that the Japanese attack was on 
the outworks on the extreme east of ! 
Port Arthur, and that the Russians were 
driven in confusion along the Fungni i 
River to the Chikwan forts. The Jap­
anese advanced west warn from Pintu, a 
distance of six kilometres, to Saoting 
Hill. They then assailed the line of the 
heights, the Russians strenuously resist­
ing. The operation places the Japanese 
in the rear of Tuchingtsze, thus obviat­
ing "The necessity for attacking the lat­
ter position. -

The Times remarks that if, as there 
•is reason to suppose, the positions al­
leged to have been captured by the Jap­
anese near Port Arthur are those on the 
Sliahkuslian and adjacent heights, the 
Japames will be able, when their siege 
guns are mounted, to direct a destructive 
tire upon the docks and town and to 
threaten the northwest defences from 
the rear.

KAIPING OCCUPIED.

Details of the Capture at Taitien Pass 
by the Japanese.

St. Petersburg .June 29.—A correspond­
ent of the Viedomosti at General Kouro- 
putkin’s headquarters, telegraphs to his 
paper that the Japanese troops occupied 
Kaiping (sometimes called Kaiehau) yes­
terday.

Kaiping is near the railroad, south­
west of Hai-Cheng. and hence is in the 
line of advance of the army under Gen. 
Oku, which moved north from tlie Port 
Arthur region.

A correspondent of the Russ has 
telegraphed his pape* a description of 
the capture of Talien (or Tatien) Pass 
by the Japanese on Monday. His re­
port was sent from Hai-Cheng, nnd 
bears yesterday’s date. The Russian 
force yhich he accompanied was sta­
tioned ten miles beyond the pass. Sev­
eral Japanese columns advanced on Sun­
day upon this outlying position, which 
was held by three battalions. The Rus­
sians declined to withdraw until they 
were nearly surrounded, when they re­
joined a regiment which was holding 
Tailcn Pass. The fighting throughout 
Sunday afternoon and evening was sev­
ere, the Russian gunners pouring a heavy 
fire into dense masses of Japanese cav­
alry.

The firing ceased at dusk, but the Jap 
a nose did not stop working, says the 
Russ corespondent. They kept bring 
ing up guns and mounting them in readi­
ness for a renewal of the fighting. One 
Japanese battery was establish eld ex- 
tacly whre two Russian guns had been 
op «Saturday. At dawn on Monday the 
battle was resumed. The Japanese un 
for cover of their artillery fire, again 
began Hanking operations. The ivus- 
sian’s left, yielding to pressure, toll 
back.

MARCHING ON LIAO YANG.

The Jap Army in Three Divisions Ad­
vancing Rapidly.

Loudon, June 30.—A despatch to the 
Express from Liao-Yang says that- the 
Japanese army in three divisions is ad­
vancing rapidly on Liao-Yang Irom the 
east. On Tuesday it was at caniian- 
san, only 13 miles away. Gen. Keller has 
withdrawn his forces to positions imme­
diately in front of Liao-Yang, and is 
waiting to give battle.

There have been many skirmishes be­
tween the advanced guards of the Rus­
sians and Japanese.

Nothing further can ue learned of the 
capture by the Japanese of Motienlin, 
and Fénchouling Passes, and no light 
can be shed at present upon the présent 
positions of the respective armis. None 
of yesterday’s reports of the Japrnese 
occupation of Kaiping, or the Russian 
retirement north or renewed fighting in 
the neighborhood of Hai-Cheng can be 
confirmed. The report that Gen. Kel­
ler, who by the way, was stated yester­
day to be south of Feng-Wang-Cheng, 
has now retired to Liao-Yang cannot be

Toronto, June 30.—Sessions of the On­
tario Medical Council were held yester­
day morning and afternoon. The question 
of medical matriculation came up just 
before adjournment, when the special 
committee, appointed last year, consist­
ing of Drs. Britton, Spankie and Macdon­
ald, presented their report.

Dr. Griffin, Hamilton, personally fav­
ored a degree in arts for every student 
going into medicine.

«SUBMARINE SANK.

Another Russian War Vessel Goes to the 
Bottom.

St. Petersburg, June 29.—-The sub­
marine boat Dellin sank at her moor­
ings in the Veva, off the Baltic ship­
building yard, at 11 o’clock this morn­
ing, with the loss of an officer. Lieut. 
Cherkasoff, and twenty men. The ac­
cident was due partly to the excessive 
number of the crew, mostly inexperi­
enced men, and chiefly through the un­
fortunate attempt of a man to escape 
while his comrades were screwing down 
the manhole cover.

The officers and men detailed for 
submarine boat instruction had as­
sembled tit the Baltic yard, and three 
officers decided to go down in the 
Delfin, although her captain was not 
presnt, relying on the experience of 
her skilled crew. A score of novices 
were anxious to go with the three 
officers. The Deltin's nominal capa­
city is ten men, instead of which 
thirty-two entered the boat, bringing 
her manhole in dangerous proximity to 
the river level. Just then a tug pass­
ed. sending a, heavy wash against the 
boat. So soon as the water splashed 
Into the submarine boat’s interior it 
created a panic among the novices, and 
one of them tried to get out of the 
manhole, which the older hands were 
screwing down, preparatory to the 
descent, the submerging compartment 
having already been opened. The wa­
ter rushed in. and as the submerged 
vessel sank like a stone, the officers 
and some of the men were saved by 
being blown against the manhole by 
the rush of escaping air. The Delfin 
shortly afterwards was raised.

The Dellin is Russia’s best submarine 
boat, and underwent a successful trial 
in 1903.

Only Eight Divisions.
Tokio, June 29.—The Asahi, on the 

basis of what it asserts to be a careful 
estimate, concludes that the Russians 
have one and a half divisions of their 
army in Port Arthur, and two and a 
half in Vladivostock, leaving only eight 
divisions for a front more than 150 miles 
in length.

To Coal at French Ports.
London, June 30.—The Paris corres­

pondent of the Times says it is reported 
that Russia has asked France to allow 
the Baltic fleet to coal at French ports 
while en route to the far east. The cor­
respondent is informed that international 
law would allow such a concession on 
condition that the amount of coal ship­
ped did not exceed what was required 
to convey the fleet to the next coaling 
station. Russia is now negotiating for 
large coal supplies in France and Ger-

Fell On a Saw and Was Killed.
Winnipeg, June 29.—John R. Turn- 

bull. a Winnipeg contractor, was acci­
dentally killed in his sawmill at Gull 
River, near Ignace, Ont., to-day. In 
passing over the carriage his foot 

caught in a cog wheel, throwing him on 
a circular saw, which cut him from the 
right shoulder to the waist, causing in­
stant death. The mill was only started 
ve.sterdiiy, cutting ties for the Canadian 
Pacific Railway.

Mistaken for a Deer.
Rundridge, June 29.—A fatal shooting 

accident occurred in the township of Jcly 
yesterday, when Robert Woods, a highly 
respected farmer and township treasurer, 
wSs shot by E. Paisley, who was ou( 
hunting, and. seeing n movement in the 
bushes, and thinking it was a deer, fired 
the fatal shot.

MACCABLbS NEW RATES.
Toronto Members Agree to a Com­

promise.

Toronto, June 30.—A mass meeting 
from all the tents and hives of the Mat” 
cubees of the city was held last night 
in tit. George's Hall to consider the sit­
uation which has arisen trorn the recent 
valuation of liabilities and the expec­
tations of lue order. Past Commander 
W. H. Meredith occupied the ehair.

Supreme Commander Markey, of Port 
Huron, Mich., explained that the first 
proposition was to base uie new rate 
on the attained age, but he now propos­
ed to re-rate on the entry age and make 
up the deficiency by iraternal tax on the 
whole present membership. In the in­
terest of the old members he submitted 
the following:

Resolved, that this mass iSeeting ap­
prove tne plan submitted by Supreme 
Commander Markey for readjusting the 
rates of contribution by the members of 
this association to the effect that every 
member be given the right to take the 
new level rates for whole life protection 
as “of the age of entry” instead of "at­
tained age,” the new rate to be paid 
from date of option, and that a per- 
eapita tax of ten cents per month be 
levied on each member for management 
expenses instead of taking ten per cent, 
from the mortuary rates for tnat pur­
pose, and that any deficiency created by 
giving members a new rate at entry age 
instead of attained age be made up by 
a levy of one cent per week upon all 
present members until such deficiency is 
fully provided for, and that any mem­
ber* who wants to continue at present 
rates without any change may do so to 
a period estimated to be over 60 years 
of age and thereafter pay the actual 
cost of maintaining his protection on the 
basis of the association’s past experi-

Tliis resolution was moved by Past 
Commander Lewis Gurofsky, Tent 127, 
seconded by W. J. Woods, and after a 
long discussoin was carried unani­
mously.

The effect of this, in addition to the 
new rating, will be a levy of fourteen 
cents a month on all present members 
until any deficiency is covered. How 
long this will continue will not be 
known until the number of those who 
wish to transfer is known. The propo­
sition will be submitted for the approval 
of the Supreme Tent at Detroit on July 
19th.

BANK TELLER ARRESTED.

Accounts of Harry H. Hobbs, of Inger- 
soll, Said Be Short.

Woodstock, June 29.—Harry H. 
Hobbs, teller in the Ingersoll branch of 
the Merchants’ Bank, is to-day in the 
Woodstock jail, charged with being 
$728 short in his accounts. Hobbs has 
hitherto borne an excellent character. 
He did not drink or gamble. The trou­
ble seems to be altogether due to ex­
travagance. He is 24 years of age and 
has been living in Ingersoll with his 
mother for a year. He was prominent 
in athletics, being an excellent baseball 
and hockey player. With. all the cus­
tomers of the bunk he was exceedingly 
popular and nas many friends.
