HE RESULTS OF

Prince Imperial was subjected to all 
sorts of early interference, and was 
forced to go wide into the stretch, but 
despite this, won command! ngly. In his 
last start, when ridden by Hufnajgle, the 
colt was restrained for the entire trip 
and taken out of contention from Hie 
start. Hufnagle wan hauled before the 
judges after his ride, but they dismissed 
him with a sharp caution, 
yin the handicap, Jockey Ret tig, on Old 
Honesty, was held to blame for his de­
feat by Grania. Old Honesty was con­
sidered the best betting proposition of 
the afternoon, and with intelligent 
handling would have won by himself. 
Rettlg took him to the front soon after 
the start and seemed to have the race 
well in hand until the stretch turn was 
reached, where he pulled away from the 
inner rail and allowed Davis, on Grania, 
to dash by him and win out by a scant 
length, the Minks landing third.

Threatening weather did not deter a 
big crowd from witnessing the racing, 
which was, in the main, interesting. The 
winners in all the races were extensively 
supported and all the books came in for 
a scorching.

HAVE SIGNED THE
ARTICLES FOR EIGHT.

Dite Met Settled Bit the Fight Mast Tike Piece Withii 
Eight Moiths.

agreement for a fight 
between Jack John- 

’ eon and James J. 
Jeffries for the 
heavyweight cham­
pionship of the 
w#-ld were signed 
in Chicago yester­
day. The fight is to 

take place within eight months before 
the club offering the best inducement*. 
All bide for the fight are to be made 
inside of sixty days.

Sam Berger, manager of James J. 
Jeffries: (ietirge Little. Johnson’s man­
ager, and Jack Johnson were present 
at the meeting when the articles were

Little, however, had nothing to do 
with the arrangement of terms for the 
fight, having turned the whole affair 
over to Johnson.

The articles prepared by Jeffries were 
given to Johnson by Berger. After care­
fully perusing the paper. Johnson re­
marking es he did so that they were 
not at all satisfactory to him. he de­
clared he was ready to <ign agreements, 
hut he wanted to sign an agreement to 
"fight.** He then outlined what he con­
ceived would be a satisfactory agree-

A warm discussion followed. Berger 
objected to any mention of the purse 
In the articles, but he finally yielded 
this point. Johnson was equally as in­
sistent that jhe reference to Jeffries as 
the heavyweight champion of the world 
be stricken from the agreement, declar­
ing that, his position on this point was 
irrevocable. He finally won out. and 
ell reference to this subject was omitted.

The agreement as signed calls for a 
fight of from 20 to 100 rounds for the 
heavyweight championship of the world. 
The division of the purse was left to 
Jewries.

It also provides that as a guarantee

of good faith each of the parties to the 
agreement shall post $5,000 with Chaa. 
A. Oomiskey, of Chicago, within 72 hours 
of the understanding, and that the $5,000 
operate as a side bet on the contest.

THE AGREEMENT.
Thf following is the agreement signed 

by Berger and Johnson:
Form of agreement entered into this 

11th day of August, 1909, between Jack 
Johnson, of Galveston, Texas, and James 
J. Jeffries, of Los Angeles, Cal.

It is agreed between these men 
mutually that they shall box a certain 
number of rounds, the same to be any­
where from 20 to 100, for the heavy­
weight championship of the world.

Contest to be held before the club 
offering the best inducements and 
mutually agreed upon by the contest-

The division of such purse shall be 
on a basis of either 6Q per cent, and 
40 per cent, to the winner and loser, 
respectively, or 75 per*cent, and 25 per 
cent., or winner may be permitted to 
take the entire amount. The decision 
in this matter to rest with James J.

The sum of $5,000 each is to be posted 
with Charles A. Comiskey. of Chicago, 
as a guarantee of good faith, and the 
fulfilment by each side of the terms of 
this agreement. Said money to be 
posted within 72 hours. It is further 
agreed that the above-mentioned five 
thousand dollars shall operate as a side 
bet on the result of the contest. It is 
further agreed that the club will be 
selected and mutually agreed upon sixty 
days from date, at which time all fur­
ther details will be mutually agreed 
upon.
Contest to take place not later than 

six months from date of selecting club 
and the signing of final articles.

They 
are conducting the sport with very lit­
tle loss and they eav that they simply 
wish to keep racing alive until there can 
be more favorable conditions.
