The general election in Great Britain
and Ireland begins January 14th and
will end about January 28th, all the
constituencies not having to vote on
the same day, as they do in the United
States.

The Liberal party advocate the abo-
lition of the veto power of the House
of Lords, so as to concentrate author-
ity in the elected branch of pariiament;
the continuance of the free trade
policy; taxation of land values with a
view to ultimate nationalization of
land; grants to the poor and unem-
ployed; Howme Rale for Ireland; and
little or no tarif preference for the
Colonies.

The Unionist policy s toreform the
House of Lords, but
to refer all measures o the people; to
raise revenue by new and increased
cnstoms duties, the Colonies to receive
a preference; to purchase small hold-
ings for British tenants as has been

ve themn power

done for Irish tenants; only tarif aid
to agricuituial and urban industry;
and no provincial parliament for
Ireland, but only-extension of county
self-government,

The Irish party, while it is opposed
to the Government’s proposed taxes
on the liquor traffic, and also to its
Educational policy, are supporting the
Liberals bLecause of the Home Rule
plank.

The “Labor party,” an alliance of

Socialists and Trades Unionists, de-|P

mands the abolition of the second
chamber and the recognition of the
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Unionist triumph.. In some seventy

ridings, however, the Laborites arve

running candidates in opposition "to

the Gevernment, while Unionist can-
didates are also in the field.

The results of this pending election
may mark an epoch in the world's

history.

On Dominion
Day (July 1st) the trip was planned and
rovision made for the journey, and,
in the first week in October, back in
England again, the well-known geo-
grapher has been pleased to write to
the Grand Trunk offices expressing
his entire satisfaction with the easy
way in which the journey was accom-
plished. After thanking the railway
officials for making his means of tran-
sportation pileasant and comfortable,
he sa{)s: ‘1 was very pleased, indeed,
with both the road apd rolling stock
of your Company, and in my opinion
it is second to none on the Continent
of America. The arrangements you
made for me verg much added to my
comfort and enabled me to reach my
destination in the quickest possible
time, and I must say I experienced
the greatest civility from the Com-
pan’s staff during my passage on your
road.
