The Pope and France.

Rome, March 31.—The Secret
Cousistory which the Pope held at
the Vatican on Sunday morning was
of specisl importance to the world at
large, iraemuch a8 Le took this onca-
sion to refer to the religions perse—
cution which the Government of
France is waging against the Church
in that country. Besides the Allce
cation which Pius X. delivered on
this ocoasion, he elso nominated
Bishcps for vacsnt Sees in various
parts of the world.

The Pope, torning to the Cardin-
als who sarrounded bim, said :

“ Venerable Brothers—In address-
ing by the duty of our «ffice your
great assembly for the third time, it
yrieves us exceedingly to bave once
again to treat the guestions which
do not bring joy, but confirm sadness.
It is, however, well known to you
that this is the will of God, who pro-
vidently disposes that they shall
never be wanting to the Cburch, in
order that she may be wortby of her
Spouse, who, in order to render ber
glorious and immsculate, willed that
she should ~be a sign of contradic-
tion.

“We lament with you, Venerable
Brethren, that in France questions
are in agitation supremely burtfult o
religior ; we lament the project not
ooly of rescinding that compaet,
which towards the beginning of the
past century, the Roman Pontiff and
the rulers of the French Rspublic
had contraoted for the common bene-
fit of religion and the State; bat also
that of sanctioning in perpetnity, by
a law designed for that purpose, the
separation of the State from the
Church. We, indeed, in these last
days, with all thought and in every
possible way, have striven to remove
such a disaster, for it is, indeed, our
desire to continne in these efforts,
since nothing is farther from us than
the desire of withdrawing from com.
pacts agreed upoo ; nevertheless the
project has been urged forward with
such ardour ss to make us seriounsly
fear that it will soon be realized.
We are profoundly grieved on ac-
count of the injary which the French
nation, whioch we love with all our
affection, will suffer for it; for we
know from experience that whatsoe
ever irjury be done to the Church
also turoe everywhere to the detri.
ment of public affairs. Let them
have that clearly presented before
tbem, not only those in France who
are of the Catholic party, for whom
it should be a sacred thing to take
up the defence of the Church, but
also all those who are lovers of pesce
and of public trarquility, in order
that in the end their common aotion
may spare sach ruin to the country.

‘ Meantime, Venerable Brothers,
our soul is saddened also by the bor-
ror of tbe war through which for a
long time already the regicns of the
Extreme East has been sfilioted by
massacres and conflagrations, What
causes for tears—representing here
on earth Him who is the author and
the oconciliator of peace, in a spirit of
bumility, we ardently supplicate
God that He may bevignantly deign
to give to princes and to peoples
counsels “that may bricg conocord.
So many and 8o grave are the mani-
fest evils that everywhere torment
the buman race, that there was no
need to disturb it still more with the
olash of arms and the confliots of
war |

“ How greatly the love of peace
should be beld in oconsideration has
recently been keenly felt by those
who bappily hold the supreme gov-
ernmenti of Brazil, Peru, and Bolivia,
For controversies baving arisen re-
garding the delimitation and the
rule of the confloes belween the
Brezilian Federation and both these
vations—namely, the Pernvians and
the Bolivians—it seemed that the
ancient concord wasin danger. Bat
those who preside over public affairs,
with wise snd sslatary counsel de-
creed 1o resolve thy contention by
submitting it to the judgment of
otbers, With this objeot, deeming
very prudently that the cffice of
safegusrding peace wae, a8 it were,
inpate and inherent in the Supreme
Pontificate, with common consent
they proposed the Nuncio of this
Apostolio See to the assembly, whose
opinion should resolve the ocontro-
versy. Whilst with joy of soul we
commanicate this to yon, Venerable
Brothers, it is pleasing to us to ren-
der publio thanrks to the rulers of
these nstions for having desired to
procure sucb ac honor to us and to
tbe Chair of Peter,

“May God grant that such union
with us, the bringer of very great
henefit, may be deservedly appreciat-
ed by those who are in the Govern-
ment of the Republic of Ecuador,
Assuredly the Roman Pontiffs, our
predecessors, and particularly Pius
IX. of Holy Memory, demonstrated
with many and important evidences
their affection towards the people of
Ecuador. And yet, what happened ?
We learn that there have emanated
there such laws as might be said to be
sanctioned not only to thwart the
Catholic Oburch and the ancient reli-
gion of their fathers, but almost to
kill it. We, in order that we may not
fail in our duly, not only grieve over
the wound inflicted on religion, but
publicly protest against it, hopiog that
better pondered counsels may be re-
ceived by those whose interest it is to
provide for the benefit of their people.

““ Meanwhile we inculcate on all the

Bishops and Catholics of the people
of Ecuador not to lose beart, but ener-

getically to defend religion, and to
reaffirm the liberty owing to it, hold-
ing themselves, however, from any
course which may be forbidden by
order and justice. May Guod, who
mortifies and vivifies, who humiliates
and exalts, aids their efforts.

We trust, however, Venerable
Brothers, that the piety of Catholics
demounstrated towards the august
Mother of God will not remain without
reward — that piety demonstrated
when, in the month of December last,
there was completed the seth year
from the promulgation ct-the Decree
by which she was proclaimdd free
from original sin. May the Most
Sweet Virgin, who manifestly loves
the Church, which Christ founded
with His blood, grant that we may
not long have to desire the joys of the
desired peace.”

The Pope then bestowed the Apos
tolic Benediction on all present,

“The Old Man” and
“The Kid.”

(From the Oatholic Universe.)

There is not much reverence io our
day and generarion. This is quite
evident from the conduci, the talk and
the terms we hear on all sides. The
young man refers in an oft-band way
to his father as *‘the old man,” “the
goveraor,” etc, He forgets the re-
spect and the reverence (hat he should
have for his parents. The Lord pro-
mises a long and bappy life to chil-
dren who properly obey and reverence
their parents. The terms used by
the strutting young man when he re-
fers to his father shows that he has
iohaled too much of the irreverence
that is 80 common in this “land of
the free.” Much could be learned
from * the heathen Chinee” as to the
respect and reverence due to parents,

We heard lately of a young man,
‘““smart as a whip,”” and * up to snuff,”
who “knew the ropes,” and yet was
out of a job. He wentto a wholesale
grocer and said: *“‘The old man’
told me to call bere and ask you for a
position.” “If I had a bundred po
sitions,” said the proprietor, “ [ would
not give onme to a young fellow who
refers to his father as ‘ the old man.’”

The young man *“as smart asa
whip” bad been taught a lesson: The
custom of the country may atone for
much, but the free and easy manners
in vogue are offensive to men of good
taste and of solid sense.

Then children are frequently re=-
ferred to even by the parents as “the
kids.” Such slang produces similar
fruit and creates disrespect for pareots
and for those who refer in that way to
children We do not understand bow
children can be designated, at least by
those of the household, as though they
were no more than young goats  As
people sow so shall they reap. If the
old respect themselves, they will incul-
cate, by example, proper respect on
the part of others. Our Lord in re
ferring to the young said, “ Suffer
little children to come unto Me, and
forbld them not; for of such is the
kingdom of God.”

“The old man,” “the governor”
and “the kids” are terms that should
oot be beard or used except in their
original and proper signification.”

“Son, support the old age of thy
father, and grieve him not in his life.

And if his understanding fail, have
patience with bim, and despise him
oot when thou art in thy strength ; for
the relieving of the father shall not
be forgotten.”
