When. fish-
ermen can sell their herring from the
nets to these vessels-at a premium, an
additional premium is usually exacted
Arom the ready purchasers. of. . cured,
herring also. At other Newfoundland
points it is reported that sales have
been madé at $21 and $22 per barrel,
and the price of fresh herring at these
points is far lower than that at Green
Bay. The time for packing Scotch
cure is limited to be sure, but a price
of $23.50 does not seem to be justi-
fied, and there is hope that the price
may yet come down. In the opinion of
those who stand ready to buy, this
high level will have to be reduced.
