The decrease 
in imports from America and Russia, 
together with dissatisfaction over the 
character of recent shipments from the 
Black Sea, has assisted to stiffen the 
prices. It was said that the standard 
white, which closed at 10 pence to 10 1-2 
pence, must rise to 1 shilling. The 
trade, however, does not believe that 
such a price can be maintained for any 
length of time in view of the opening 
up of fresh wells and the impetus given 
to Russian orders. Traders question 
the truth of the reported agreement 
between the Russian trust and the 
Standard Oil Company. They be­
lieve such an agreement has not been 
concluded, and that it is unlikely any 
such scheme will be carried out. They 
think that the Russians will eventually 
get the better of the contest, as they 
can lay down oil in the United King­
dom and on the continent at 4 pence 
a gallon and have a handsome profit 
left.

Regarding European supplies, it is 
difficult to get reliable figures. The 
Standard Oil Company holds the bulk 
of the trade, and does not allow the 
statistics to become public. It is a mat­
ter of surprise that the American pro­
ducers did not put up prices earlier, as 
the consumption of oil during the se­
vere weather of the past winter was 
enormous.

THE WAR ENDED

Peace Treaty Concluded Between Japan 

and China.
LONDON, April 16.—A Central News 

dispatch from Tokio says the newspa­
pers are publishing extra editions an­
nouncing that peace negotiations have 
been concluded, and that the treaty will 
probably be signed tomorrow.

LONDON, April 16.—The United Press 
is authorized by the Japanese legation 
here to state that the Times’ version of 
the China-Japanese treaty of peace pub­
lished this morning is notably inaccur­
ate. Japan. the envoy declares, has 
never asked for an offensive and defen­
sive alliance with China, nor in regard 
to the commercial points of difference 
has she ever asked anything beyond 
the most favored nation treatment, 
which hitherto Japan has not enjoyed.

Late on Tuesday afternoon United 
States Secretary Gresham at Washing- 
ton received a cablegram from Minister 
Dun at Tokio, Japan, confirming the 
press dispatches that a treaty of peace 
had been signed by Japan and China. 
The message gave no details. The state­
ment that Japan had agreed to accept 
an indemnity of only $100,000.000 is re­
garded here as erroneous. Her demand 
at the beginning of the peace confer­
ence was 400,000,000 yen. equal to $200,- 
000,000 in gold. According to advices 
previously received, Japan reduced this 
amount by 100,000,000 yen, thus leaving 
the indemnity as 300,000,000 yen, or $150,- 
000,000 in gold. The information re­
ceived at Washington confirms the re­
port of the conclusion of peace, but dis­
credits the details as reported by the 
London Times.
