EXPENSES
of Simm

Government Seeks to Discount 
Criticism of Col. Hughes— 

i Meets Disappointment.

[Special to The Advertiser]
Ottawa, Feb. 9. — With a view to dis­

counting possible criticjsms as to the 
expenses .charged up to the country by 
Hon. Col. Sam Hughes in connection 
with his elaborate military exoedition to 
Europe last summer, a question was ask­
ed in the House of Commons this af­
ternoon during th'.r question hour by Mr. 
Stewart, of Hamilton, who sought In­
formation as to tlie trips of Sir Freder­
ick Borden to England.

The Government replies rather served 
to emphasize Col. Hughes’ expense ac­
count, which totalled some $25,000 for 
last summer’s trip.

Sir Frederick’s Expenses.
Mr. Ste.wart was informed that at the 

imperial conference of 1909 tlie minister 
had been accompanied by Major-General 
Lake and the minister's private secre­
tary; In 1910 by his private secretary, 
Major-General Lake and General Otter; 
in 1911 by Major-General Mackenzie, the 
minister’s private secretary and Colonel 
Hughes. No stenographers accompanied 
the party, and valets were included in 
the hotel expenses paid by the Imperial 
Government. The number of la-lies in 
the party had been two in 1907. three in 
1909 and three in 1911. The total cost 
had been $4,503 in 1907, $5,003 in 1909 aid 
$5.687 in 1911.

In 1907 the expenses of Sir Frederick. 
Miss Borden and his private secretary 
had been paid by the Imperial Govern­
ment. and in 1911 those of Sir Frederick, 
bis secretary and Lady Borden, while 
motor cars had been placed at their dis­
posal.

Strathroy, Feb. 9.—Sensational details 

regarding health in this district were pre­
sented to an audience which completely 
filled the Lyceum tonight, by Dr. Bent­
ley, of Sarnia, medical inspector for Lon­
don district, in connection with the On­
tario Government health exhibit.

His statements regarding school ctm- 
ditions were particularly strong. He 
slated that fully 50 per cent of the city 
schools are not fit for any self-respecting 
child to go into, and that country schools 
are every bit as bad. Most of them he 
found had no water fit for drinking, and 
many hr.d none for either drinking or 
washing

No less than 28 per cent of the male 
students contract tuberculosis, and 42 per 
cent of the female pupils because the 
health regulations are not observed. He 
showed that In the great majority of 
rooms there is not nearly the amount of 
air that the health regulations demand. 
In many, the ventilation is very bad. The 
figures regarding tuberculosis, he said, 
apply in almost the same proportion to 
teachers as to pupils. The sanitary ar­
rangements in many schools he declared, 
were a disgrace.

JEWELRY STOCK MISSING,
IS REPORT TO POLICE

Investigation Being Made Into Where­
abouts of Valuable Goods.

London, Feb. 10.—Wm. Marconi has 
succeeded in lighting an electric bulb at 
a distance of six miles by a wireless cur­
rent supplied from a hundred horsepower 
engine, according to the Daily Mail.

He Is hopeful that the experiment will 
prove the forerunners, though not per­
haps in the present generation, of wireless 
power for the lighting and heating of 
houses.

St. John and Halifax Before 
the House—Each Wants 

Rearrangement.

This Old Gentleman

Ottawa, Feb. 9.—The rival ambitions 

of St.® John and Halifax to do the win­
ter steamship business of Canada pro­
vided Parliament with a sitting’s work 
today. Representatives from the re­
mainder of Canada sat back and let 
the champions of these two cities go 
to the carpet with each other, and 
with the Government.

I. C. R. Helped Out.
This year the C. P. R. and the Al­

lans one day announced that all of 
their boats would run to St. John only 
cutting out Halifax, and a few days 
later announced that they would run 
to Halifax only, and cut out St. John. 
That is what they have done. It de­
veloped that the C. P. R. was enabled 
to do this through an agreement with 
the manager of the I. C. R., to haul 
their passenger trains through St. 
John and to Halifax, a distance of 
280 miles, for $300 a train, which Is 
about a dollar a mile.

St. John protested that Premier Bor­
den was giving practically free use of the 
Government railway to help his home 
town to business at the expense of St. 
John. Then the C. N. R. was induced 
to shift Its boats from Halifax to St. 
John, and Halifax protested that this had 
been done as a son to St. John, at the 
expense of Halifax. But this arrange­
ment stood, and the boats are still run­
ning there.

Neither place is pleased. Today the an­
guish of the eastern cities was voiced by 
A. K. MacLean, of Halifax, and by F. B. 
Carvell and H. R. Emmerson, of New 
Brunswick.

CHIEF JUSTICE OF IRELAND
London, Feb. 9.—The Rt. Hon. Richard 

Robert Cherry, lord justice of appeal, has 
been appointed Lord Chief Justice of Ire­
land. He succeeds Lord Baron O'Brien 
who recently resigned on account of ill- 
health, after occupying the position since 
1889. Richard Robert Cherry was attor­
ney-general for Ireland, 1905-09. He was 
born In 1859. For several years he was 
professor constitutional and criminal law 
in the University of Dublin. He was ap­
pointed Lord Justice of appeal in 1909.

PRESERVE BEflUTY 0Ï FALLS
Washington, Feb. 9. — Richard B. 

Watrous, representing the American 
Civic Association today, appealed to 
Secretary Garrison to oppose any of 
the pending legislation which would 
permit of the importation into the 
United States of a larger amount of 
power than is now admitted from 
Canada at Niagara Falls. He argued 
that there is no way profitably to 
utilize on the Canadian side more 
power than is now produced, and that 
to stop the exportation of surplus 
power to the United States would be 
the most effectual way to preserve the 
scenic beauty of the falls from injury 
by further diversion of water for 
power purposes. _

ARMY AVIATOR PLUNGES 
TO DEATH AT SAN DIEGO

[Canadian Press.]
San Diego, Cal., Feb. 9.—Lieutenant 

Henry B. Post, of the First Aero Corps, 
considered one of the most skillful Unit­
ed States army aviators, plunged to his 
■death In San Diego Bay today, when the 
right wing of his hydro-aeroplane 
crumpled like an eggshell. Post died af­
ter establishing an American altitude 
record of 12,120 feet. He fell 600 feet 
into shallow water, and was dead when 
Francis Wildman, another aviator, 
rached the scene in a flying boat.

Montreal, Feb. ».—J. Lambkin, special 
officer appointed by the Dominion Gov­
ernment to investigate ‘Iwhite slave" 
conditions in Montreal, admitted today 
that he is likely to lose his job as the 
result of criticism of his actions made 
by Recorder Weir and tlie Moral Reform 
Council of the Methodist body.

■Mr. Lambkin was called as a witness 
recently before the license commission, 
which finally decided to cut oft the 
licenses of the cabarets, or night cafes, 
of Montreal. During those sessions the 
recorder, as a member of the commission, 
criticised in caustic terms the tame atti­
tude of Mr. Lambkin, while the police, 
Protestant and Catholic clergymen, and 
even the Licensed Victuallers’ Associa­
tion, in an official resolution, united in 
denouncing the cabarets as immoral re­
sorts.

It Is charged against Lambkin that he 
was too friendly with proprietors of the 
night cafes. Both Recorder Weir and 
the Moral Reform Council have sent re­
ports on Mr. Lambkin's conduct to the 
Minister of Justice at Ottawa. In his 
statement today, the "white slave" in­
spector says he could not honestly sup­
port in his evidence the charges against 
the night cafes.
