Special Cable Letter to the Free Press.
London, Feb. 29. -The question is 

now being asked whether the demon­
stration on the landing here of Dr. 
Jameson and his fellow-raiders was 
a genuine outburst of public feeling, 
or whether it was not largely due to 
plans made by the Government to ex­
cite the country against the Trans­
vaal. It would be, of course, difficult 
to bring any proof against the Gov­
ernment in the matter of authorizing 
the use of provocative agents. Some 
of the members of the present Min­
istry are, however, Past Masters in 
the quiet game of arousing the coun­
try by the work of paid agents. (?) 
If the course followed by the Govern­
ment in bringing Dr. Jameson home 
from Africa is reviewed, it will seem 
that everything was done to keep the 
interest up. Instead of wrapping the 
return of the filibusters in mystery, 
and having them tracked by press re­
presentatives from point to point, the 
Government could, if it had so desir­
ed, have let the affair fizzle out quiet­
ly, and cold have avoided all fuss in 
taking the prisoners to the Bow 
street police court. The Conservative 
papers pretend that the demonstra­
tion attending the arrival of the party 
will embarrass the Government, tend­
ing to adversely affect the negotia­
tions with the Transvaal. A more 
correct point of view is that the de­
monstrations were designed to sup­
port the Government in its impending 
attack on the Transvaal. The Speak­
er says it is impossible to acquit the 
authorities of responsibility for the 
Jameson demonstration. The Govern­
ment, it adds, has done its best to 
give prominence to jingoism and to 
convert the incidents to party pur- 
poses, to the detriment of justice and 
the national repute. London syndi­
cates and other forces are now trying 
to mislead the opinion of the British 
and drag them into the commission of 
a crime worse than the partition of 
the Transvaal. These forces have se­
cured the command of too many pa­
pers, and have the help of too many 
politicians.

The number of secret service men 
has been greatly increased within 
three months. All shipments of muni­
tions of war, which are chiefly sent 
from Antwerp and Hamburg,are duly 
reported here.

For some reason best known to 
themselves the authorities appear to 
have attempted to awaken the Fenian 
bogey.

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MR. DEVLIN WILL SUPPORT THE 
REMEDIAL BILL.

And Many Others of the Party will 
do Likewise.

Ottawa, Feb. 29.—While there is reason 
to believe that the efforts of the concilia­
tory committee appointed at the Conser­
vative caucus yesterday to discuss the 
Remedial Bill will bear fruit, the diffi- 
culties of the Liberal party are increasing. 
To show that the claim made by the To­
ronto organ, that the Quebec Liberals are 
a unit on the school question, is a false 
one, it is only necessary to point to the 
case of Mr. Devlin, member for Ottawa 
county. Last night the Liberal paper in 
this city published a declaration from Mr. 
Devlin, a Quebec Liberal, which exposes 
the duplicity of the Globe. Mr. Devlin 
says:—“I will support and vote for the 
Act, even if I should be alone on the Lib­
eral side to take such a course, and even 
if my friends in the county of Ottawa 
should take from me the party nomina­
tion. It is unnecessary for me to give 
my reasons. Over and over again I have 
repeated them in the House, and may 
have occasion to do so again.”

“But do you consider the bill perfect?” 
asked the reporter.

“No,” answered Mr. Devlin, “I do not 
but those finding fault with it on that 
ground may in committee suggest amend­
ments. I hold that this great difficulty, 
which has provoked such strife and such 
strong religious prejudices in our country, 
should be settled.”

“Can you say what attitude will be 
taken by the Liberal party?"

"I cannot. You have read speeches 
made by Messrs. Davies, Mulock, Martin 
and others. They may throw some light 
upon the subject. Needless for me to add. 
I have no sympathy with, and heartily 
deplore, their utterances. I have nothing 
to add beyond this, that my respect and admiration for my leader are not (im- 
inished, but that I consider it my dutv 
to vote for the Remedial Bill introduced 
by the Government.”

The case of Mr. Devlin is not an isolated 
one. He is simply a sample of many 
other instances. Yet the Liberals would 
have the public understand that there is no defection within their ranks. The fact 
is, that fourteen or fifteen Rouges are 
prepared to vote for the remedial law in 
preference to a commission, if the Gov­
ernment will accede to their views an- 
make it more severe; but the probability is that they will support the bill as it is.
