“Projects for a harbor of refuge in Juan 
de Eues strait and for a fortified anchor­
age in the San Juan archipelago have 
been discussed. ' ■ ■

“It is believed that the conditions of 
the present dsy are unfavorable to any 
such fortified positions exterior to Admir­
alty Inlet. The mercantile marine wiU 
not seek our ports in that region unless 
our naval force prevails, in which case it 
would have no need to seek a harbor of 
refuge. Besides, with the exception of 
Port Discovery, there is no harbor on the 
strait of sufficient extension inwardly to 
shield vessels from the range of modem 
armaments, and no - attempt would be 
made to reach Port Discovery from the 
sea, unless the attainment of Admiralty 
Inlet were equally sure. As to tjie forti­
fied snchorsge in the archipelago, our 
fleet would have use of it only to refit or 
re-supply, er to evade a superior force, in 
all of which esses Admiralty Inlet and 
the interior waters would serve belter be­
cause of the secure and unattackable com­
munications with the interior of the 
country. Under present circumstances 
the following course should be taken in 
reference to coast defense in the north­
west waters of Washington Territory.

“(1) The sites for the second line of 
defense should be chosen; plans for the 
works and for their accessories should be 
prepared, aud the ordnance accumulated 
as soon as the conditions at our more im­
portant ports permit. This ordnance 
would be available for the first line, if 
needed.

“(2) The region of the first line should 
be studied, and the works therefor 
planned.

MFortifications Upon Puget Sound—Letter from 
Gen. Duane—Afraid of Esquimau.

The report relative to fortifications 
upon Puget Sound, called for a resolution 
of the Senate passed some time ago, has 
made its appearance. It is accompanied 
by a letter from Gen. Duane, chief of the 
corps of engineers. He says: “The forti­
fication of the waters of north-western 
Washington Territory assume different 
phases according as a naval station with 
yards and docks be there established or 
not, and if so established, the details of 
that fortification will be influenced by the 
location of the station, and in so far can­
not be determined until the site be de­
cided upon. The naval station aside, 
there are now points of commercial im­
portance upon the waters of Puget Sound 
to be defended, and these points will in­
crease in number and importance. In 
advance of decision by proper authority as 
to the location of a naval station, in can 
only be said here that it will simplify the 
question to have it so located that the de­
fense of the cities and towns on the 
Sound will also defend the station. This 
is stated not as determining the question, 
but as one item worthy of considération in 
that decision. * Nofc-only the location of 
the naval station, but the importance 
which it shall have and the strength of 
the naval establishment connected there­
with and related thereto have influence 
on the fortification of these waters.

“The entrance to Admiralty Inlet is 
some seventy-five miles from the ocean 
most of the distance being through a 
strait twelve miles and less in width, 
the entrance of which is more than 150 
miles from the mouth of the Columbia, 
the nearest harbor of refuge for large ves­
sels exterior to the Strait of Juan deFuca 
in our territory. Great Britain maintains 
a naval establishment at Eaquimalt, on 
Vancouver Island, and a naval force in 
the waters near, and under present con­
ditions this force would prevail over any 
which we could spare to oppose it in that 
region.

“The discussion of this fortification nat­
urally covers the extreme conditions1 of tio 
naval establishment or force on our side, 
and of a strong naval station, with a force 
sufficient to prevail over any to which it 
may probably be opposed in those waters.
In case we possess no naval strength, the 
question narrows down to the protection 
of the towns and cities, to prevent destruc­
tion of property therein; for, unless our 
naval forces can prevail over that of the 
enemy, no commerce will seek our ports 
through such long and narrow passages 
from the sea. Should emergency arise 
the mosq practicable course would be to 
erect earthen batteries for the defense of 
Seattle and the ‘Narrows,’ as this would; 
provide a reasonable defense in the least 
time. Fortitications at these points would 
be of value, too, as forming the second 
line to a more elaborate system.

“ As the interests concerned increase in 
extent their protection should not be 
limited to this second line, but in addition 
a first or principal line should be occupied 
further out. The power of the ordinance 
and the perfection of ths appliances of 
the present day permit the occupation of 
the headlands, Admiralty Head, PoiutWil- ( 
son and Morrowstone Point as first line, , 
and the occupation .of both first and second 
lines should be held in view for the time 
when the extent of the interests to be pro­
tected require it, and other considerations 
permit.

The naval stations aside, then, the 
requirements of defense would be the for­
tification of the second line noted (the 
•occupation of which would be specially 
applicable to emergency), and of the first 
line in addition, when the commercial and 
property interests to defend become great.

“ A naval station being decided upon 
and located the considerations are extend­
ed. The effect would be to hasten the 
occupation of the first line. The naval 
force maintained may be relatively weak 
or sufficient to prevail over that of the 
enemy in the vicinity of Washington 
sound. If no naval force be maintained, 
that of the enemy need be very little to 
paralyze the sea and coastwise commerce 
of the region. As our forces increase 
that of the enemy must increase to main­
tain its control, and he will thus 
have less available force to operate 
elsewhere ; and according as
