M. Casimir-Perier then recounted how
he had expressed to the then premier and
minister of war his astonishment and
indignation at the iuterview_wlnch Capt. -
Lebrun-Renaud gave the Figaro on the
subject of Dreyfus. Witness t]lelx told
of Col. Picquar¥’s visit to the Iuls:see at
the time of the trial in 1894, to inform
him that M. Bertillon’s declarations had
little effect on the judges.

M. Casimir-Perier cpqclude_d
this part of his statement by ralsing his
voice and-speaking very excxt‘:lbly, say-
ing: “For the honor of the chief magis-
tracy ahich I occupied, and for th_e
honor of the Republic, I will not allow it
to be-'said that I exchanged a word
with a captain in the French army ac-
cused of treason.” This statement caus-

Gen. Mercier then enter-
ed into an explanation tending to prove
Schwartzkoppen was at the kead of the
German espionage in France. In the
meantime Dreyfus watched Mercier
through his eye-glasses, but apphrently
quite unmoved. The witness .who dis-
plz}yed the deepest interest was M. Casi-
mir Perier. Seated in the front of a
row of private seats he leaned forward
Wlt}l his hands on his knees, except.when
he became very excited, and he lifteﬁis

fmds up in an expressive gesture of
d}sgust or impatience. Mercier, who had
his back to the former president, saw
nothing of this, but after he had com-
pleted his testimony and reiterated all
the charges contained in_the bill of in-
dictment, Mercier preseénted a document
to be read by the cleik, which proved to
])e the alleged Dreyfus letter concern-
ing the engagement -entered into with
Casimir Perier, which the latter had
so hotly denounced. "The Ilast breath
had hardly left the clerk’s lips when M.
Casimir Périer jumped up and shouted.
“That’s the letter I read in the news-
papers.” Gen. Mercier startled, turned
round and muttered excuses, saying he
did not believe a president of the Repub-
lic would enter into such an engage-
ment. To this M. Casimir Perier re-
torted in a tone of the bitterest sarcasm,
“Thank you, General, for this testi-
monial.”

At the end of his evidence Gen. Mer-
cier said he believed that the only mo-
tive of Dreyfus was that he had no feel-
ing of patriotism. This cruel utterance
brought forth hisses from the audience,
whose blood had been sent up to fever
heat by the witness’'s gavage attacks on
Dreyfus.
