Chlef Commissioner of Lands
and Work Concludes In-
teresiing ’Tour.

Hon. R. F. Green, chief commissioner
of lands and works, returned to the
capital last night, after a month’s tour
of the southern portion of the prov-
ince. Seen by a Colonist reporter
shortly after the arrival of the boat,
Mr. Green expressed himself as yvery
well satisfied with the.progress, made
in the numerous camps, and feels con-
fident that a steady wave of prosperity
is advancing throughout the entire
community. Speaking generally, Mr.
Green remarked ‘that business as a
whole is apparently becoming more
stable and that the progress which is
now being made is of a more perma-
nent character; and he felt sure that
it was only a’question of a short time
when confidence in the country’s re-
sources, which has been so much
shaken in the past, would be com-
pletely restored, and a generous meas-
ure of

Old Time Prosperity
would be experiénced, without the
accompanying element of instability.

Speaking of his own district, the
commissioner was glad to say that
things appeared much brighter in a
mining way than they had for some
Vvears, as considerable prospecting and
development work is going on and

THE BALSAM POPLAR.

Canadian Forestry Journal for October.

The Balsam Poplar (Populus balsam-
ifera, Linm.), is found growing com-
nionly throughout the Northern United
States and Canada, but it reaches its
greatest development in the north,
especially along the Mackenzie river
and its tributaries, where it often
reaches a height of one hundred 'feet

and more, with a diameter of six or

seven feet. Professor Macoun states
that this tree in habit differs very much
from the aspen, but in its range it ex-
tends even farther north, and instead
of being of little value, as the aspen is,
it attains a great size and height as
far north as the Arctic Circle on the
Mackenzie river. West of Manitoba
and northward it is usually found
growing on alluvium in the river val-
leys, and in such situations it is often
nearly 150 feet high and frequently
over seven feet in diameter. On the
Peace river 'and all streams which
unite to form the Mackenzie, it occu-
pies all the islands and low alluvial
banks, During the period of flood
many trees fall into the rivers by the
wearing away of the banks, and a
great number of them in the course of
time reach the Arctic ocean. These are
eventually cast on the islands and
shores. and beécome the chief source
from which is derived the fuel supply
of Arctic travelers. The same may be
said of the Yukon valley, as it is this
tree that occupied the valleys and isl-
ands of that river on all newly formed
lands, but in time_gives place to spruce
as the subsoil becomes cold and moist
from the density of the poplar and
willow growth. The Riviere aux Liards
or Liard river (often erroneously call-
ed Laird river), a tributary of the Mac-
kenzie, is named.from this tree.

The leaves differ from those of the
poplars previously mentioned, by being
narrower in proportion to their length.
They are ovate-lanceolate, acute or ac-
uminate, dark green and lustrous on
the upper surface, pale and often fer-
ruginous on the lower. The usually
broadened base is rounded or cordate.
The color of the bark is cghestnut
brown. The aments or catkins appear
in early spring, before the leaves, and
the sceds are distributed about the end
of May or early June, covering the
ground with their snow-white cottony
envelope. The wood is light, soft and
close-grained, but is not strong. The
heart wood is light brown and the sap-
wood white. Its specific gravity is
0.3635, a. cubic foot weighing 22.65 lbs.
The leaf budé are saturated with a
yellow, balsamic, sticky exudation,
which gives the tree its specific name.

P. balsamifera, variety candicans,
cultivated as a shade tree, differs from
the common form in its more spread-
ing branches, forming a broader and
more open head, in its broader, heart-
shaped leaves, which are more closely
serrate with gland-tipped teeth, more
or less pubescent or hairy when young,
and at maturity paler on the lower sur-
face. It seems to be still uncertain as
to whether this is entirely am intro-
duced variety or is indigenous. The
name Balm of Gilead often applied to
this species is derived from the healing
virtues ascribed to the balsam of its
leaf buds. It was often planted for
this express purpose, and was held in
high esteem by the amateur physicians
of older days. Various preparations of
it were -recommended by the recipe
books, which had such vogue before the
day of the doctor and patent medicines.
One which lies before us at the present
time gives a Balm of Gilead salve pre-
pared with tallow, balm of gilead buds
and other ingredients, which is stated
to have been in use in this country
about forty years with the greatest
success.

Two. other trees which have  also
borne the name P. balsamifera are
western speciés, which are now gener-
ally known as P. angustifolia, James,
the narrow-leaved poplar or black cot-
tonwood, "and P. trichocarpa, Hooker,
also called black cottonwood or-balsam
cottonwood. The former is distingush-
ed by its long narrow leaves, lanceo-
late or ovate-lanceolate and green on
both sides. It is a small tree, not
usually more than fifty or sixty feet in
height, and rarely exceeding eighteen
inches in diameter. The -slender erect
branches form .a narrow and usually
pyramidal head. The bark is light yel-
low green. The wood is light, soft and
weak. Its range is from New Mexico
to Southern Alberta, in which latter it
is found along the Milk and Belly
rivers and their tributaries and also
along the Bow river. .

P. trichocarpa is the most westerly
species, being. found on the Pacific
coast from Alaska to California. In
British Columbia it occurs in the val-
leys of the Columbia and Fraser rivers.
It is stated by Dr. Dawson, that this
tree was used by the Indians of British
Columbia for the manufacture of can-
oes, and the roots were formerly used
by the Indians of Oregon and Northern
California for making hats and baskets.
The leaves are usually broadly ovate,
acuminate, rounded or cordate at the
broad Dase, dark green on the upper
surface, pale, ferrugineous er silvery
on the lower, while the seed pods are
tomentose or woolly: This tree reaches
200 feet in height, with a diameter of
seven or eight feet. The specific grav-
ity of the wood is 0.3814, a cubic foot
weighing 23.77 1bs.

A Letter From the Far North
to the Perth, Ontatio
Jourler.

In a letter vecently published in the
Perth Courier, Sergeant Spalding, of the
Northwest Mounted Police, who is one
of @ party sent out to open up a trail
from Iort St. John’s to Teslaine .Lake,
practically an all<Canadian route to the
Yukon, gives some interesting details
of the work:

“We left . for Saskatchewan,” ' he
writes, “on March 17, .32 men all told,
and G0 head of horses, consisting of 10
four-in-hand teams, 11 saddle horses,
the rest being led. We made splendid
time to Athabasca landing, where we
changed wagons for sleighs and went up
Athabasca river, hoping to be able to get
up Little Slave miver into the lake, but
were disappointed.  In fact, making 70
miles up Athabésca was “touch and go,
a8 in some places ice ‘was very rotten
and would bend under weight of teams
and sleighs. “Dherefore we had to make
& portage of 52 miles across to
Slave Lake, the miver - being open in
many places. This 52 miles of portage
meant hauling our sleighs over the bare
ground, up hill and down, bush all the
way. We had to do considerable cut-
ting, as there was only a poor trail cut
out the spring beforg by a surveyor who
got caught in a similar way by the ice
in Little river 'being gone. However,
we made the lake ail right, and then
two days’ dravel up it (85 miles)
brought us to the police i and. fur
traders’ stores at its hea Here we
rested @ few days and again hit out
with wagons, seven in mumber, for
Peace river crossing, getting there on
April 9, where we had o wait till the
grass was good - emough' to° carry us
through the St. John. We had good
luck with our horses,-and only lost one,
and that was in Peace river. The day
we arrived there we attempted @ cross-
ing on the ice, as we bhad to cross the
river to get the trail to St. John’s
the morth side. Taking the leaders ?)‘A
our four-in-hand we  started to cross,
wihen the finst team and wagon  went
through the ice, and although we got
them out one died. We then camped on
the south side, near where the Hudson’s
Bay Company and Bredin, ‘Cornwall
nnév Robents’ stores are, and the police
department. There has' been a ser-
geant of our forces stationed there for
the last seven years, and he now talks
Cree like a native.

From Dunvegan
on the St. John’s our tfail was through
scrup and in some places heavy bush,
mostly ‘poﬁi'ar, spruce, and jack pine,
none of which  would be of much com-
mercial value as lumber.

It seems that some of the Klondikers
had stolen some of the Indians’ ponies.
To get even the red men came along in
the night ®nd man their carts over the
top of the hill, letting them go as they
pleased to the bottom, with the result
that nearly all of them were smashéd
to pieces, as the hill is about 60Q feet
high and very steep.

“I might add that 18 of our pa.rti
have gone ahead from there on the wor
of cutting out and making a pack trail
to Fort Graham, en route to Teslaine
lake. I am of the opinion that thewe
will be very little difficulty met with by
the party, as already . there is an In-
dian pack trail from here to that place.
Only we, in cutting out the trail, have
to choose a route that would be suit-
able for a wagon trail if necessary to
make it later oh. When Graham is
reached the party are to return here for
the winter, where at present I am get-
ting buildings put up for their use. Sup-
erintendent Constantine is here in com-
mand, and ‘Sergeant Richards is in
charge of the trail gamg. It ds hoped,
if all goes well, to reach Teslaine lake
next autumn, but as for further ar-
rangements I cannot say. However, 1
expect to be up here for a couple of
zdeamhmﬁnmay. I am &tl bor]ry I c;me

t it is going to be lonely up here
during the winter months. Reading mat-
ter is at a premium, and the latest news
is quite old when .it reaches us. There
is a monthly mail to Peace niver cross-
ing, “due there about the 29th of each
month, and, of course, as lJong as the
steamers are running, we will get it
very shortly after. It takes the boat
about five days to make the trip up. In
winter time we may not be so lonely,
butdl,thi'uk some arrangements will be
made.” ’
