The Colonist some weeks, ago direct-: 
ed: attention to the probable danger of a 
holy war in northern Africa, and ; yes­
terday’s despatches indicate that one is 
about to break out.

not. Much will depend upon how the 
matter is dealt with at the outset. If 
fanatical outbreaks occur on the 
French Algerian frontier, and are

'upon hostilities; but if, on the other 
hand, any considerable measure of suc­
cess crowns the movement at the begin­
ning, no one can tell where It will end. 
There is great unrest all over the Mos­
lem world, and a general belief on the 
part of the masses that the time has 
come, when the Christians are to be 
driven ont of the lands once absolutely 
controlled by the followers of the 
Prophet. Egypt to one of those coun­
tries, and although at present there are 
no open sighs of discontent there, it will 
only require a little success in some other 
locality to lead to a very troublesome 
demonstration there.
