New Brunswick Finances

Provincial Seorstary MoLallan's
Budget Spesch

Delivered in the House of Assembly

Last Wednesday Afternoon.

On the House resssembling last
Wednesday sfternoon, Provincial See-

'retary MoLellan proceeded to deliver

his budget speech, speaking as fol-
lows :—It becomes my duty now to
give to the House a full and complete
statement of the financial position of
this Province, comprising a glance at
the year that has passed and a fore-
oast of the year that is upon us. In
doing 80, I will try to be as brief as
possible.  Members generally are
pretty well acquainted with the fig-
ures as they apply to the various sere
vioes, but as there are a fow new mem-
bers who may not be so well acquaint-
ed with the statements laid on the
table of the House, it may be in order
for me to make some few explana
tions with regard to the manner in
which these amounts have been ex-
pended. I think the showing we are
able to make, will, and ought to com-
mend itself to the approval of the
House. I feel satisfied the exhibit
made will bear the closest scrutiny
from nnr bon. members who may de.
sire to indulge in fair criticiem. In
ocertain services, it is true, we have
over expended, but it will appear, I
thiok, that those amounts are very
small snd can be defended in every
instance by the requirements of the
case. In the past, the members of
tbe House have treated me with no
small courtesy in listening to my an-
nual remarks upon the ¥inances, which
as I am not an orator, have been, and
will in this instance also be, of a more
E‘rlclicll than ornamental cbaracter.

ent solicitations of their friends that
sometimes shoved the balance to the
wrong side of the ledger. By refer-
ence to the statements submitted it
would be seen that tho estimated re-
ceipts $662,506.86 were excoeded by
$3,810.48, while

LUNATIC ASYLUM MAINTENANCE.
