(To the Editor of The World.)

Sir,—A former letter in your columns on
¢ Legal Force vs. Moral force” has elicited
some - comments from the editor of the
Citizen. He fully endorses the views ex-
pressed upon the need for maintaining per-
sonal freedom as gnaranteed by the habeas
corpus act, but adds that the *‘raids” ob-
jected to do not infringe such liberty. He
says ‘‘the offence against the law is not
the act of fornication, but the organization
of and trading in an admitted cause of vice
and social disorder.” This may be sound
law, but it seems ridiculous—does it not ?
to advocate personal freedom and at the
same time advocate thac law sheuld inter-
fere to prevent any trade, since the
very iunherent idea of trade is free
exchange or barter by mutual con-
sent. If an exchange to which one
party is not willing is forced upon him by
the other, it ceases to be trade, and takes
on the most prominent characteristics of
highway robbery or the more subtle re-
finements of ‘“falshood, fraud and wilful
imposition.”

The high
price of beef may turn attention to
vegetarianism, and its votaries. may
grow 7so -powerful as - to attain a
majority : which  will. prohibit. indul-
gence in animal food. And  as irtel-
ligence gtows—if it can grow under such
conditions—we may find editors and others
prohibited working from midnight onwards
abd business men sent to the penitentiary
for permitting overwork, worry, and con-
tinued . mental strain in the pursuit of
wealth, to break down and shatter their
constitutions, because these practices are,
in their results, hurtfu!l to the community.
To all these and many other abuses of
Jiberty, the arguments of the editor of the
Citizen powerfully apply. We will no
longer attempt to convince a pestilent min-
ority, by religious reason or intellectual
and moral light, in the exericse of their
freedom, to correct the evil and choose the
good. 1 No! we the majority will simply
aud effectively, by law, deprive them of
their freedom in the required direction.
Why should we stop the application of the
pri?ciple at the liquor traffic or the social
evil.

That such a course will stimulate any
real growth in morality is much to be
doubted, but the Citizen is at liberty to
advocate it. Nay more, th¢ vast majority
inimical to such false principles, are so in
love with freedom 1n this comparatively iree
land, that no one will attempt tc bhave a law
passed to suppress its misguided efforts. It
would be unnecessary. The Citizens effort
will suppress itself.

The light of a merely legal morality
which streams forth from human enact-
ments will not readily be preferred before
the light fronr the ‘*Sun of Righteousness "
whose rays are warm with life giving love
and mercy towards all humanity, towards
the evil as well as the (comparatively) good.

THE EXTENSION OF THE FRAN-
CHISE,

(To the Editor of The World.)

Sir,—Your eqrrespondent ‘‘ Boomerany,”
in The World, touches upon a question of
immense importance, especially to the
young men of this country. 'I'he present
laws governing the franchise exclude thou-
sands of young men competent and anxious
to have a voice in the direction of public
affairs, and whose exclusion since the
passing of the Farmers’ sons act a few
years ago is a positive injustice. If the
sons of farmers are deemed worthy of a
vote, what lurking disability is there in the
sons of mechanics, tradesmen, lawyers,
manufacturers? Tcke, for example, a
class of young men who are very numer-
ous in this city, as well as in other cities
and towns, and who, from the nature of
things, are quite as capable of giving an
intelligent vote as the average farmer’s
son—] mean the law students. -Asa rule
no class in the community take a greater
interest in polities than they do, and no
one will say that they are not as likely to
form as correct an estimate of public men
and pubiic affairs as the artisan or day-
laborer, who happens to‘be s#he tenant of
a cottage worth $400; yef with rare ex-
ceptions they are entirely denied the right
to vote. A law student, unless he has a
degree, must put in at least five years at the
study of ' his profession, 2ud during all this
time he counts himself lucky if he earns
enough to pay for his board, to say nothing
whatever of enough to qualify him as an
income. voter. The consequence is that
until he passes Lis final examination, and
perhaps for some time after, he is without
a vote, which the twenty-one-year-old son
of the farmer whoselegal affairs he conducts
take a practical part in gniding the affairs
of the country. Again, there are the
medical, university and other students—
why shounld they not be enfranchised as
well as the favored farmer’s son? The old
stock argument is that they have no stake
in the country and pay no taxes. Every
man has  a stuke in the country
who lives here, and no man
especially under the N. P. ean
av oid paying taxes if he wounid. Do
the young men, the classes I have men-
tioned, pay no share of the duties levied
by the government on foreign goods im-
ported into Canada ? Every consumer pays
his share, and they certainly do not escape.
‘*‘There should be no taxation” is a max-
ium as true to-day as it was when the
thirteen American colonies fought for their
rights and obtained them. No one grudges
the farmer’s son his vote, but let Mr. Mow-
at do equal justice to all, and give every
Canadian 21 years of age and able to read
and write, a voice in the management of
Canadian affairs. EQUALITY.

; Theatres. ..

A correspondent writes : The Japanese
are a theatre going people, aud theif taste
are catered unto continually, Whether the
managers accumulate upto themsel ves
riches I know not, but theatrical amuse-
ments are provided for the wants and means
of all classes. Af the first-class establish-

ments is a revolving stage, npon which is
placed the scenery and propﬂ'ﬁ“ devoted
to the play on the” boards. The' orchestra
occupy the left hand side of the stage, or
rather they are placed in an elevated ]')en
at the left of the stage door. The revolving
part of the’ busipess is abont fifteen feet
from the fopt-lights, the intervening space
being permanent. The wings are not elabo-
rate and not much machinery is OMPIOYB‘d
to work up effects, The inevitable trap is
utilized on this stage, it being the only
place that boasts of this improvement. The
actors of this theatre are of the first rank,
and their dresses are gorgeous in the ex-
treme, G

Tae Japanese are patriotic in their in-
stincts, and do not run after strange repre-
sentations with which to amuse themselves.
Everything on the board is intensely Japan-
ese—descriptive of their fables und romances
as well as reproducing actual episodes in
the history of the empire. It costs thirty
cents to enter.the temple of dramatic art—
that is, to be in the place of the upper ten-
dom, the gallery—or dress circle it mnay be
callei—which runs on both sides of the
house, as well as on the end fronting the
stage. The gallery is about five feet wide
and is euntered from the passageway run-
ning along it through openings in the par-
tition without doors.. It is divided into
spaces of five feet or more by placing a
round piece of timber, of say two inches in
{iameter from the gallery front and the
back of it. The front is elevated
above the floor about ' fifteen inches
only, as the occupants are expected to sit
upon their haunches on the matted floor.
Between acts tea is served to any who will
buy, and smoking is allowed all over the
house during the play. The body of the
theatre is supplied with benches wnthoqt
backs for the accommodation of the audi-
ence.

There is no sharp practice in the way of
reserved seats in Japanese theatres.
Neither is there necessity to go outside for
aclove or browned coffee. When once
seated you are at ease, not having to draw
yourself up for any other fellow. The sec-
ond grade places are of cheaper order, where
one can sit on the floor, there being no seats,
or stand upon the ground, there being no
floor, the earth doiug duty in that regard.
One cent and a half and two and
one-half cents give the grades of
the establishments. They are all
best as wel! as inferior, lighted with the
domestic made candle, and when the origi-
nal dips of our grandmothers are remem
bered, the kind of a candle. used is
described. The candles smoke as well as
the audience. There is a large stgck of
amusement to be had in a one and a-half
cent concern, that is, if you are not partie-
lar about the wsthetic nature of the sur-
roundings, and do not carry with youa
cultivated musical ear. These places do
not carry on their payroll any large num-
ber of star actors, or a numerous stock
company, and from what I have seen they
do net devote much time to the rehearsal
of parts, es it is the duty of the prompter
to flit from ome actor to another with the
lines of the dialogwe in one hand and in the
other a stiff paper laatern.

Bending low, he reads in a tone readily
caught by the actor the lines, which are
duly repeated, while the prompter ‘¢ is
doing his duty” by the next ome. It is
one of the most interesting features of a
play, this constant flitting of the prompter.
If any fellow about the establishmeént earns
his pay, the prompter is the man. There
are very many side shows to attract pleas-
ure seckers, all of them being within the
compass of the humblest, the charge being
from one-half cent to one and one-third
cents, In these places are witnessed jug-
gling tricks of real merit, and top-spinning
that is  a bewilderment to the looker on.
Tops of all sizes are spun with the aid ofa
string, and made to revolve by the
action of the hands only. An expert will
throw his top from him, and by the action
of the string as it unwinds draw it back
so that it is caught in his hand, of course,
without it having touched the ground. An
unopenod fan is then taken in the other
hand, and thetop is placed upon one of its
sides and spun alongit. Then the fan is
opened, and the top continues to spin along
it until the handis reached, when up it
runson the arm fo the shoulder, and
across the back and down the other arm on
the fan again. Then it will be tossed into
the air and canght upon one of the - corners
of the opened fan, from which it is tossed
again and again into the air and caught as
it descends.

It is wonderful the way they can manip-
ulate atop. I have seen them take a
large sized one, having a tpindle by which
it was made to rotate, and’ by simply
placing the spindle between the palm of
the bands. and drawing one hand back
wkile advancing the other a number of
times it attaived sufficient velocity, when
it was taken from the table on which it
was spinning, and a turn taken around the
spindle with a string that ‘was pendant
from a paper lantern, hanging high up
agdinst the ceiling of the building. Up
went the top 1ato the lantern, which
opened into the shape ot an umbrella, and a
wealth of festoons of bright colored tissue
paper descended from it all about the
stage. Those who witnessed Little All
Right and the troupe ot Japanese acrobats
that exhibited their tiicks yearsago in the
United States will remember the many
surprising feats done by them. What they
paid $1 for sceing can be witnegsed here in
the open air for just what one is pleased to
contribute or under cover for from one to
three cents.
