The annual meeting was held at the offices 

of the company, 32 Church-street, Toronto, 
on Monday, 27th February, 1893, the 1 Presi­
dent, Frederick Wyld, in the chair, the man­
ager acting os secretary, when the following 
report was submitted;

York Township Council Spends Another 
Day Discussing the Richmond Bill 
Railway-Speeches Pro and vou—What 
Will the Verdict Be?—To-<lay May De­
cide the Fate of the Project.

Compared with Monday, yesterday was a 
mild day for the York Township Council in 
Egiinton Town Hall There was a dimin­
ished attendance, the speeches were more 
temperate, and there was an absence of the 
yelling and hooting which disfigured the 
first day’s discussion of the relation of the 
township council to the Toronto and Rich­
mond Hill Street Railway Company. Still 
there was excitement enough to make, the 
proceedings very interesting. Reeve Hura- 
berstone is acting with fairness and impar­
tiality, and haa declared that the coun­
cil will not give its decision 
till all who wish to take part 
in the discussion and are affecte 1 bene­
ficially or prejudicially have hod their say. 
On the first day all the speeches were from 
petitioners against the passing of the bylaw 
and agreement favoring the proposed rail­
way. Yesterday several speeches were made 
in favor of the company, the chief orator 
being Mr. M. C. Ellis, one of the directors of 
the Richmond Hill Railway, who brought 
the day’s discussion to a close by a speech 
which occupied an hour and a half. The 
flow of oratory will commence again at 11 
o’clock this morning.

Reeve Humberstone presided, and the 
other four members of the council. 
Messrs. Welsh, Macdonald, Peterman and 
Fogg, were in tbeir places when the council 
was called to order at 11 

The proceedings commenced by the read­
ing of a number of petitions against the 
passage of the bylaw and agreement between 
the township council and the Toronto and 
Richmond Hill Railway Company, 
number of names attached to the petitions 
was 509.
Thé RapaclouS" Monster’s Death Struggle.

Mr. McLeish, Deer Park, made a temper­
ate speech against the company and its pro­
ject. It was inimical to the interests of the 
township. He likened the agreement to a 
rapacious monster, but rejoiced that it was 
in its death struggle. The origin of the 
railway was a desire to develop Bedford 
Park; its motive was to help the lot-owners. 
Running to Richmond Hill was a secondary 
consideration.

The money privilege of holding so many 
roads to prevent competition was, the speak­
er argued, worth much more than any 
bonus. Let the township council rectify 
the wrong done. If the company had to 
proceed de novo he was sure, with the infor­
mation the ratepayers now nad, they could 
not procure a single bonus.

“From letters received I have reason to be­
lieve that the Toronto street railway would 
come up to Egiinton for a single fare.

The Reeve disputed this and demanded the 
proofs.

Mr. McLeish said they would be produced 
at the proper time. In conclàsion, he said: 
“If the council’s bands are tied let them re­
sign and others take their places.”

The Reeve: Carried.
Toronto’s Joe Speaks. •

Mr, Joseph Tait, M.L.A., commented on 
the willingness of the company to withdraw 
some objectionable features. “Let them be 
wiped out and have the agreement modified 
so that it may be carried. [Applause.] These 
bonuses cannot be claimed if the agreement 
be not carried, and they never could be got 
again. People voted for the bonuses not 
^knowing what they were doing. Th 
it now, and to pass the agreement would be 
to take money out ot people’s pockets which 
0oidd not be got now.

“Mr. Reeve; vou have the opportunity of 
setting yourself right Let the company 
bring in another agreement [Applause.] 
You could refuse to pass this bylaw and test 
the matter by resigning. I was glad when 
you stated yesterday that you would do so 
if the council did not sustain you.”

Mr. Tait pointed ontbow the value of pro- 
>erty would be depreciated by a dozen roads 
>ein"g tied up for 20 years against any street 
railway accommodation.

I How Will the Legislature Act? 
“When the township council come to the 

Ontario Legislature to have this agreement, 
if carried here, ratified, and 2000 petitioners 
appear and say that the township council 
paid no attention to their representations, 
what chance would there be of the members 
of the province ratifying such agreement?” 
[Cheers.]

In conclusion, Mr. Tait said that after the 
lawsuit already it was inexcusable to have 
such objectionable provisions in the agree­
ment. Law suits are inevitable if the bylaw 
and agieement pass. This is a purely business 
matter. Tbere is no objection to a straight 
road, but to a blanket mortgage rendering 
property unsaleable for years. The will of the 
people had been unmistakeably shown to be 
against tbe agreement, and he felt convinced 
that the Reeve and council would do right 
and carry out the wishes of their constitu­
ents.

REPORT.
The directors beg to submit to the share­

1-Tbe Health Uepartment.
The removal oi the chief officer ot the 

Health Department on the sole ground that 
he, a physician, whose duties are scientific, 
placed confidence in a subordinate who 
kept the accounts of the department imper­
fectly is such a striking contrast to the 
treatment of his predecessor as to suggest 
the inquiry why one was treated with such 
indulgence and the other with such severity.

Prior to Dr. Allen’s appointment the 
health office was in the worst possible state 
of disorder, as regards its most 
important functions. Since his ap­
pointment these functions have been 
discharged with the highest efficiency and, 
we fear, with only too much zeal for the 
public welfare. But as negligence created ■ 
no personal grievance amongst the aider- 
men, the general welfare of the city was 
regarded as of trifling moment. Immedi­
ately the new broom began to sweep clean, 
its operations disturbed certain city officials 
and they resented its activity, the general 
welfare of the city being again made subor­
dinate to aldermanio interests.

This suggests that an officer charged with 
duties that bring him into conflict with 
aldermen ought to be independent of them 
so that they could not avenge themselves 
upgn him for doing his duty.

The very fact that the necessity for any 
care being shown for the sanitary condi­
tions of the city was ridiculed in the 
Council Chamber proves that the alder- 
manic mind is not cultured enough to have 
control of a health department. The citi­
zens need to give this matter their earnest 
consideration, as the sanitation of this city 
is too serious an affair to be left in the 
hands of men who regard scientific protec­
tions against disease a matter for jest.

Mr. George Banton spoke briefly in favor 
ot the railway.

He 
wished the bylaw to be made law, as his pro­
perty was of very little use without a rail­
way. Farming land around Bedford Park, 
he said, would increase 100 per cent, if the 
ra lway were built. [Applause.] He justified 
tbe tying up of the roads, for he thought it 
better to have one good company than half 
a dozen in the township. • The object ot the 
railway was to enable property-owners to 
dispose of their land. This would induce 
the company "to give a good service. He did 
not believe that the Toronto Strfeet Railway 
would be out to that district within 20 
years. Therefore, he asked the council to 
encourage the Richmond Hill Railway.

The First to Sign, And Sorry.
Mr. W. H. Moore spoke in opposition to 

the bylaw. He said he was the first man to 
sign the petition for a bonus of $25,000 for 
the company.

The New York Tribune has a noticeable 
article on the relation of Cuba and Hawaii 
to the States, with a highly significant 
allusion to Canada.

It affirms chat “the Reciprocity Treaty 
has strengthened American interests in 
Hawaii, and enabled the United States to 
control their destiny.” Reciprocity has en­
abled the States to take possession of the 
key of the North Pacific, and to establish 
its supremacy on the line of commercial in­
tercourse with Australia, China and Japan. 
Thus, reciprocity is regarded as having pre­
pared the way for the annexation of 
a country hitherto independent.

An analogy is drawn between the posi­
tion of Cuba and Hawaii.

He Analyzed the Speeches.
Having gone through all tbe clauses Mr. 

Ellis took up the speeches of the previous 
day seriatim, and replied to all the argu­
ments and allegations.

Next he dealt with the statements of the 
“Inflammatory Pamphlet” He held that 
many of the statements were slanderous and 
untrue, and said that there would be a differ­
ent feeling on the part ot the farmers when 
they knew the true inwardness of the agita­
tion against tbe railway.

Mr. Ellis spoke for an hour and a half, and 
concluded by saying that the Toronto and 
Richmond Hill Railway Company are 
honestly desirous to develop the County ot 
York.

On motion of Councillor Welsh, seconded 
by Councillor Peterman, the further discus 
sion of this thorny topic was at 7 p.m. 
adjourned till 11 o’clock this morning.

Reciprocity his placed the 
American Government in control of the 
political and commercial affairs and 
destinies of both Cuba and Hawaii.

The article declares that there is a 
steadily growing feeling in the Canadian 
Provinces in favor of annexation, as the 
attractive power of the American market is 
doing for Canada what it has done, and is 
likely soon to do, for one of the possessions 
of the Crown of Spain.

‘ That is a plain intimation of the purpose 
the American Government would have in 
view in making a treaty of reciprocity with 
Canada. It would be only granted with an 
ulterior object, that object being declared 
to be the securing control of the political 
and. commercial affairs and destinées of the 
Dominion.

Allusion is made to the refusal of the 
States in 1852 to jçin in a treaty guaran­
teeing to Spain the undisturbed possession 
of Cuba, which arose from strategic reasons, 
as the island is regarded as necessary to the 
States, “from a military point of view.”

This “military point of view” is one 
■which is taken in looking at Canada, and 
the analogy is drawn between Cub* and 
this country in this respect, both being re­
garded as essential to the American system. 
Desirable then as some form of reciprocity 
■with the States may be, it will be necessary 
to bear in mind what it is desired for, what 
its ultimate results are expected to be.

Reciprocity is plainly declared to be 
preparation for our destinies being con­
trolled by the States. In vain is the net 
spread in sight of any bird. Wo want re­
ciprocity with the States in certain natural 
products, but if it can only be had by a 
ti eaty that threatens our national existence, 
«hat treaty will never be approved by Cana­
dians.

The Jury Gave Him $190, But Judge 
Armour Set It Aside.

John Tracey, at one time in tbe employ of 
Michael Maloney, sued that gentleman at 
the Assize Court yesterday for $5000 dam­
ages for false arrest. Witnesses for the de­
fendant swore that Tracey had been in­
structed to take a horse to Grand’s to be sold, 
but that Tracey brought back another horse 
in exchange.

Judge Armour, however, decided that 
Maloney was justified in his conduct and or­
dered a verdict to be recorded in favor of 
Maloney.

The Queen’s counsel case is on the per­
emptory list for argument before the Court 
of Appeal to-morrow. The question is as 
to whether the Ontario or the Dominion or 
both Governments should appoint Q.C/e.

Serving Two Masters.
Mr. St. Germain spoke independently. He 

justified the construction of a railway from 
Toronto to Richmond Hill, and praised the 
energy cf the Bedford Park Company. He 
did not approve of taking hold of so many 
streets.--He had confidence that the council 
would nôt Çe influenced by any outside in­
terests, but would do their duty indepen­
dently. He regretted the personalities in all 
the speeches ot the previous day save those 
of Dr. Bryce and Mr. Dunbar. Ho described 
Monday’s meeting as the most disgraceful 
one in the township for 30 years. The 
opposition came from districts not 
concerned. It was much ado about 
very little; it was a mountain out of 
a mole hill, and it would end in a 
tempest in a teapot. “There is only one of 
tbe attributes of Old Nick about it, abd 
that is selfishness.”

Mr. St Germain said he was on the fence 
and serving two masters. When he began 
to criticize Mr. Moore’s speech there were 
interruptions.

He Had Had Impudence Knough.
The Reeve would not allow explanations, 

stating that he baa had impudence enough 
to put up with the day before.

lu conclusion Mr. St. Germain said he was 
not in favor of this railway unless the clauses 
as to obtaining roads on which the Richmond 
Hill railway would not be built were 
dropped out of the agreement.

As to bonuses, he objected to them him­
self, but said that the people who contributed 
did so with their eyes open. [Applause ami 
cries of “No.”] All who voted for the bonus 
did so from a selfish interest. Let them tben 
suffer. [Applause and dissent.] A little 
sympathy should be shown to this railway 
company, which had done nothing which 
other corporations such as the Belt Line had 
not done.

Mr. J. T. Moore ; Mr. Reeve, will you al­
low me to reply?

The Reeve: No, sir, you are out of court 
Oppoeetl to Monopoly.

Mr. Joseph Watson made a good speech 
against monopoly. He also pointed oat ob­
jectionable features in the agreement.

Further, Mr. Watson said the name of the 
company was deceptive. They did not in­
tend* to run to Ricumond Hill.

The Reeve: The Government is respon­
sible for the name of the company.

Mr. Watson said tbe railway was primarily 
for the benefit of the Bed tord Park residents. 
Tbere a number of ladies had been comfort­
ably settled. [Laughter, and cries of “Ob, 
oh!”] “I know what I am talking about,” 
ac'.dod Mr. Watson, “for they roped one of 
my daughters iu. But thçy don’t forget to 
briug them down in cabs to vote.” [Re­
newed laughter.]

Why Not Extend the Metropolitan ?
Mr. Gibson asked if a railway were wanted, 

why not extend the Metropolitan? A rail­
way was not needed to go by lone farms 
where every farmer had his team ami al­
ways required to carry goods to and from 
the farm.
