CAN A MINORITY RULE ?

The Meredith-Patron Platform
Has Carried the Praovince.

*And Will Probably Sweep the Bye-Kieo

tions—In That Case Sir Oliver Must Go

.and a New Eiection i Be Held—The
Patrons and s;p;mte schools—Political
Intelligence From Algoma—Oonmee
NMay Be COounted In,

Upoa the information torthcoming on
slection aight, Tuesday, June 26, The
World was jnstified in saying the morning
thereafter vhat Sir Oliver was stronger than
wer. But more recent developments would
indicate that many Conservatives and others
xre in great doubt of Sir Oliver holding the
government of the province. According to
them all depends upon the svhidity of the
Patron vove—on the refusal of each and
svery Patron to be led into Sir Oliver’s
wamp. If the Patrons are true to their
platform Sir Oliver must concede it in its
sntirety, and then it is doubtful if he can
go on.

i The most significant fact is the triumph of
the Meredatth-Patron platform. half of the
members-elect being committed thereto.
The Globe in a labored article on Saturday
sndeavored to show, and showed as far as
it went clearly enough, that the Conserva-
tives were in a big minority. —~Therefore
that they could not carry on the govern-
ment or vote out Sir Oliver's. Next it tried
}o show that Conservatives would not sup-
port the Patron platform in the forthcoming
Dominionelections. Perhaps they won’s. But
that is not the point. The real point is

"... that the Meredithite-Patron platform has

sarried half the seats, and that this pla:-
form was opposed by Sir Oliver. For the
present and.to avoid-confusion we propose
to call Mr. Meredith’s supporters Mere-
dithites. They may mot be Conservatives
in the Dominion sense at all. Mr. Mere-
dith is much more radical than Sir John
Thompson, for instance.

What, then, was and is the Meredithite-
Patron plattorm, opposed as it was by The
Blobe and Sir Oliver?% For the present
moment we ignore the Separate school issue
and take up the'others:

' Patron Platform,

1. The reservation of the public lands for
the actual settler.

2, Parity of Administration and absolate
Independence of Parliament. .

3. Rigid economy in every department of
the public service,

4.- Simplifieation of the laws and a gen-
eral reduction in the machinery of govern-
ment. ¢

5. Prohibitior of vhe bonusing of rail-
ways by Government grants as contrary to
the public interest. :

6. A system of Civil Service reform that
will give each county power to appoint or
plect all county officials paid by them, ex-
gept county judges. i

Other seven planks that follow belong to
Dominion politics, with which the Mere-
githites have nothing to do.

The Meredithite Platform,

1. No sale of the timber on crown lands
without the authority of the Legislature.

2. Reform ot the fee system in so far as
It applies to the payment of officials collect-
ing them.

3. No allowance for the maintenance of
Bovernment House:

4. Biennial sessions.

5. Non-partisan administration of the
License law, of the Education Department.

6. Restoration to the municipality of the
power of appointment of certain officers,
wrested from them by the Liberal Govern-
ment.

7. A substantial and complete subserip-
tion to the first six planks of the Patron

latform, as above set out, but which ‘are

n portions involved in the foregoing six
plaaks of the Meredithite party.

8. State regulation of Separate schools.

Now this Meredithite (barring the Sepa-
rate ‘School question) and this Patron
platform have carried in half the seats and
they are likely to carry in the majority of
the bye elections. Sir Oliver’s party ison
record as violating all of these planks and
directly opposing many of them. He has
voted over and over for the maintenance
of the fee system. He opposed biennial
pessions. He upheld the maintenance of
Governmeny House. He -has refused to
allow the Legislature to first approve of the
sale of timber limits. He has repeatedly
violated the Patrons’ second plank by pur-
chasing the suppott of members by their
appointment to office. TLook at Waters
and McMahon, who went to their rewards
the day after the efpctions. Clause 5 of
the Patron platform, though vague, is es-
pecially directed against the mass of class
legislation enjoyed for instance by doctors,
lawyersand others. Sir Oliver created allthis
class Jaw and privilege. Sir Oliver’s govern-
ment has been a most extravagant one, and
Sir Oliver has been a perfect pirategdn rob-
bing the municipalities of powers once en-
joyed by them.

For all practical purposes the Meredith-
unit in uphold-
ing their joint platform. Sir Oliver and
his followers have opposed it. But The

Globe says Sir Oliver can yet concede the
legislation which he has hitherto refused.
But as to the men who shall govern the
province as between the three parties,
Patrons, Meredithites and Liberals, a ma-
jority ot the people, 8o The Globe thinks,
have declared for the Liberals. As to the
Jegislation to be passed, why Sir Oliver
will give the Patrons most anything they
ask. So says The Globe. Sir Oliver, then,
according to 'The Globe, is for office first,
and will give almost any legislation for it.
Mr. Meredith is not for office, but for
principle. And the Patrons are the same.

But our constitution does not ruh that
way. When a government has been beaten
on its record and on its platform it resigns.
It should not seek to hold office by swal-
Jowing its record and accepting anything
in the way of legislation that may have
4een opposed by it heretofore. Sir Oliver
has run counter of the Meredithite and
Patron platform and ought to resiga if that
combined platform has triumphed. :

And now we come to discuss the solidity
of the Patron vote. Tie Globe pretends
that maay of the Patrons are Liberals.
Perhaps they were. Bdt the Patron rule is
to imsist that once they | are Patrons they
must cease to be Grits or Tories. The
Patrons are iu their jown hands.

All depends on the Patrons
themselves, If they have an object in
view they will form their caucus at once,
define their position, elect a. leader and
take an aggressive stand in the bye-elec-
tions that will result from the election
trials. The Patron-Meredithite platform
will carry in many of these bye-elections
where the Liberal candidate was returned
the other day. Neither party will care to
protest the Patron seats. It all de-
pends on the solidity of the Patrons, their
devotion to principle and their political
sagacity in- taking advantage of the
bye‘elections. If three or four of them go
over to Mowat or abandon their principie
Sir Oliver will remain in office. But if they
do then the Patron movement will have
sustained a black eye.

And now a word as- to the Separate
school question. The Patrons are nearer to
the Meredith platform than they are to the
Liberal. A prominent man in the Patron
movement said on Saturday that The
Catholic Record had advised its friends to
vote against the Patron candidate every
time and for Sir Oliver. So that when an
issue arises again on this point the Patrons
will be in favor of state/regulation of the
schools rather than of Sir Oliver’s proposal.
Many of the Patrons are' P.P.A.’s.

But no one can say anything more de-
finite. All depends on a mesting of the
Patron members. If they begin negotia-
ting with Sir Oliver one by one he will
persuade several to come into -his camp.
Severai of them have been pronounced

rits. But if they keep apart, with a dis-
cipline like the Irish party, then Sir Oliver
has a bhard roadfto travel. The 'bye-elec-
tions will ulso have an important bearing.
We can only repeat that the Patrons will
be the object of much care, attention and
watching on the part of the politicians for
the next few weeks.

Also thatit Sir Oliver has not a clear
majority of the House sufficient to carry
on the government the constitutional duty
devolving on him is to resign,and not to fur-
ther prostitute himself for the pleasuré and
sweets ot office.

House Will Not Prorogue Until §ep-
tember—Many Bitls Thought To' Be

Loxpox, June 30.—The Government, en-
couraged by the increase of their majorities
in the recent divisfons in the House of
Commons, now intimate their intention to
include in the business of the present session
several bills which it had been semi-official-
ly announced would be abandoned. This
program will add a number of important
measures to those which the Government is
already pledged to put through before the
close of the session, namely: The Evicted
Tenants’ bill, the Miners’| Eight Hour bill,
the Registration bill and the London
Equalization of Rates bill, which bills will
be expedited as much. as possible. This
change of position implies a prolonged ses-
gsion. All idea of the prorogation of Parlia-
ment in August is' now out of the
question. The House will certainly sit un-
til September and possibly later.

May Postpone Dissolution JFor a Year,

What is more important still is the fact

The Government readily gave their assent
to this proposition without the slightest
fear as to the result, and they are turther
trying to make an arrangement with the
Unionist leaders to recast the Evicted
Tenants bill so as to curtail the debates on
that measure. With this view Mr.
John Morley, Chief Secretary for Ireland,
has re-drafted the bill, limiting it to three
clauses. Mr. Chamberlain and Mr. Thomas
W. Russell and several other Unionists
have accepted the compromise, and _this
fact makes it possible “that the Evicted
Tenants' bill may even| be successful in
passing the House of Lords.

Réirs of Peers sitting in the Commons,

A committee has been appointed to con-
sider ths position of heirs to peerages
sitting in the House of Commons. The
question has been raised by the case of
Hon, Bernard Coleridge, M.P. for Atter-
cliffe division of Sheffield, who, by the
death of his father, Lord Chief Justice
Coleridge, becomes the gecond Baron Cole-
ridge. The Governmens have silently at-
tempted an innovation by ' proposing that
Bernard Coleridge apply for the steward-
ship of the Chiltern Hundreds, making it
appear that he voluntarily retired from the
House'ot Commons. Mg, Chamberlain in
the committee showed that if Parliament
should permit such a proceeding it would
be a formal negation of the principle that
accession to the peerage was an ipso facto
vacation of a seat in the House of Commons.
Sir William Harcourt contended that antil
the crown under a writ of summons called
a man to the Upper House he did not lose
his right to sit in jthe House of Commons.
Lord- Wolmer called attention to the fact
that Carmichael, the héir to the dormant
peerage of Hyndford, retained his seat 1n
the Hduse of Commons without challenge.

A curious issue of the debate is the fact
that the legality of a peer sitting in the
House of Commons until he is called to the
House of Lords has been established.
Hon. William St. John Broderick, M.P.;
Hon. George Nathaniel,Curson and Viscount
Wolmer, M.P., all heirs to peerages, claim
that the principle laid down in their con-
tention that it is optional. with a peer
whether or not he shall sit in the House ot
Lords has obtained parliamentary recogni-
tion.

Lord Rosebery’s latest correspondence
with the Anti-Gambling League has stirred
up a veritable hornets’ nest among the
unco guid, and the Premier has positively
declined to discuss the matter further.

Cnicaco, July 1.—With the stroke o
midnight will hegin the fith day of the
greatest cessation of labor that so far not
only the New but the Old World has ever
seen or experiénced. Both sides claim the
advantagefof the pituation.

The strike fever was apparently upon the
railroads of the west. Only a suspicion of
a plague in the air was sufficient to create
a general stampede. A labor dispute that
those responsible for all hostilities proposed
to confine between the Ohio and Mis-
sissippi spread like a prairie fire across
the continent to the Pacific Slope. To-
morrow, so say the leaders at strike head-
quarters, the fire will cross the Ohio and
continue eastward until not a State or
territory has ‘escaped its ravages. To-
night the leaders of the  union are
confidentially predicting that within a week
unless a settlement of the trouble at
issue has been effected, every railroad
in the United States, east as well
as west, will be placed under as much of an
cmbargo as are: the roads leading out of
Chicago at present, It is upon vhese con-
ditions that the officers of the union claim
thas they have achieved a substantial vic-
tory.

The Railways Are Satisfied.

The representatives of the railways, on
the other hand, are equally emphatic in
their declarations that they .are satisfied
with the situation. Both sides promise
important developments to-morrow. There
have been no very serious instances of dis-
order and no riots thus far, in spite of
rumors to the contrary.# /

Reports Fiom the Various Roads,

The following is a summary of the re-
ports at the general managers’ head quar-
ters to-day from the various roads affected
by the strike: The Rock Island announces
all trains abandoned until further notice.

The Michigan Centrals switchmen at
Kensington Junction were driven from
their posts this morning by the mobs. The
Baltimore and Ohio passenger trains since
last report have made fair time.

This morning the yard force of the
Wabash at East St. Louis and the switch,
enginemen and firemen at Chicago also quit-
work. The engineers and firemen on through
passenger trains running into Decatar, 1lls.,
refused to run their trains through and they
are now held at that point.

The Chicago, Burlington aed Quincy has
hired 30 new freiilip switch engineers and
firemen in Chicagé'and expects a number ot
old men to’Eedors for duty to-morfow. Pas-
senger sewyice in Chicago is intact. “The
Atchisory Lopeka and Santa Fe system is
ahout as yesterday. Passenger trains have
departed and sgrived on time.

There is now no obstruction to moving
trains, freight or passenger, on the Atlantic
and Pacific. The Bouthern California
road is still tied tmp. About 50 or 60 men
employed in the Baltimore ‘and Ohio shops
at Chicago Junction have struck.

Grand Trunk Men Go Out,

The 1llinois Central trains have been
coming through without interference, but
about 3.30 p.m. one of the trains was stop-
‘ped near  Harvey and held up about ar
hour. The Chicago and Erie is not doing
any freight business west of Hammond.
The Chicago and Grand Truok firemen,
frqight conductors and brakemen went out
last night at midnight.

The Chicago & Northwestern succeeded
in moving everything regularly. This
morning the Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul switchmen in the Western-avenue
yards received mstructions to go out. The
men at Milwaukee have not gone out and
say they do not propose to.

Chicago and Great Western . trains are
leaving practically  on time. The Chi-
cago and Northern Pacific service
continued to-day uninterrupted. The Wis-
consin Central had no trouble south of
Chippewa Falls. Between Chippewa Falls
and St. Paul trouble was had with switch-
men and brakemen.

Illinois Certral passenger trains have
been getting out on time with" a full equip-
ment. . There is no trouble on the mainline
between Chicago and New Orleans with the
exception of Cairo. The Monon car re-
pairers went out, but have agreed to go to
work if they can be protected.

The Northwestern passenger train, which

left at 6.30 o’clock to-night, was compelled
to leave the Pullman car behind, the firemen
refusing to work if it was left on. All the
employes 1 the Chicago and Alton yards at
Roodhouse, Ill., an important division
point, struck to-day. The employes of the
Santa Fe at Atchison,”Kan., have been or-
dered to strike at noon to-morrow.
(Grensed The Tracks To Stop The  Trains,
Saxn Francisco, July 1.—The railroad
situation was worse to-day than at any
time since the inauguration of the strike.
The Oregon express which left Oakland, at
8 o’clock last night was tied up at Red
Bluff early this morning, the strikers stop-
ping the train by greasing the tracks and
detaching the Pullmans from the day
coaches.

A LIFE OR DEATH STRUGGLE.

Defeat by Either Side Means Death to
the Several Interests,

Cuicaco, June 30.—The name of
George M. Pullman will go down in history
as the central figare of the greatest strike,
inaugurating the most tremendous as well
as most disastrous labor agitation ot the
pineteenth century.: The fame of notoriety
of Eugene V. Debs and George W. Howard
will be familiar in later years as the leaders
ot laboring -classes in the fiercest, most
stupendous battle ever waged between
capital and labor. The Pullman boycott
and the union of 27 railroad managers in a
defensite aliiance against what uatil now
has appeared to be a mushroom organizs-
tion originated by professional agitators
marks the beginning of a combat which, be
the'results what they may, cannot fail to
mark the beginning of a new era, both
politically and financially. Defeat by
either side means death fto the
several interests involved. This much and
more was demonstrated to:day, when
in the heat of passion, spurred on by
speeches calculated to arouse the utmost
enthusiasm among laboring men. the many
trade and labor unions of the city and
state through representatives voted to sus-
tain the American Railway Union in its
fight against the Pullman Co. and the rail-
roads now represented in the General Man-
agers’ Association. »

“At a meoting of the Trades and Labor
Assembly a committee was appointed to
wait upon the officials of the American
Railway Union and offer the united
strength of every trade and labor organiza-
tion in the city. The tender was made at
headquarters Saturday afternoon, and the
proposition made and accepted was that in

case the trouble between the union and
the railroads was not settled within
the next day or swo every union
man -in the city of Chicago
would be called out in sympathy with the
railroad men. This will mean a strike
among the labor unions all over of 150,000
men. Added to this will be the map

thousands who will be thrown out of wor

by the force in the shut-down of all indus-
tries affected by the labor agitation. It
will mean for Chicago alone the enforced
idleness of at least 20,000 men, not count-
ing the railroad men who are now out of
work. It will mean crippling and great
financial loss to hundreds of factories and

or strike cannot be estimated correctly at
present time, and the ultimate disaster
which is bound to follow is sufficient in ap-
pearance to cause the most courageous to
shudder. President Debs pted the
offer of the union on condition that they
would not strike until called upon to do so
by the union. Wheuher this call is 1ssued
depends on the action of the railroads who
are now fighting the union. The news of
the action of trades unions was not believed
at first, but when fully authenticated the
result among business men was plainly
noticeable. 7

With the issuing of boycott and strike
orders to-day the American Railway Union
added several more roads to those already
affected. Orders to tie up the Rock Island
roads were issued yesterday and went into
effect this morning. All the yard men
struck. The shop men will go ont Monday,
and the union has directed a general tie-up
of the line from Chicago to Texas. The
strike on the Nebraska division was order-
ed late this evening. Oh the Northwest-
ern the full strength of the union was
shown when an order to the road men on
Galena division was issued and promptly
obeyed® The firemen, trainmen, operators
and clerks were all reported out to-day on
the division mentioned, and further orders
were issued to tie up the Wisconsin division
as soon as possible. ;

Faoctories Have to Close Down,

The most important tie-up to-day of a
new line was the strike ordered on the
Chicago and Calumet Terminal. The men
were out at 6 o'clock to-night, and the
walk-out has resulted in the closing down
of a number of factories using oil as fuel.
It was reported at headquarters that the
Calumet strike would result in- the closing
of the Standard Oil Company’s plant and
the Chicago Sugar Refinery. About 5000
men are employed by the oil com-
pany here and about 3000 at the refinery
who will be affected.

1200 Specials Sworn In. N

Twelve hundred citizens were sworn in
as special deputies by United States
Marshal Arnold to-day and were heavily
armed.

He
was 30 years of age and appeared to be
flush of money. He renewed friendsbip
with Miss McKechnie and they were shortly
affianced. It is now discovered thas the
man has not a cent of money and owes for
four weeks’ board and numerous other bills.

Thompson Supplied the Poison, R

It was also learned at the inquest thab
the poison used by Miss McKechnie was 7
furnished by Thompson, and upon this fact
is based the suspicion of premeditated
double suioide, The young couple had
been down the river i the cagoe the pre-
vious evening, and after seeing her home
Thomsou had returned to the boat. It is
believed that the man is not what he
represented himself to be, and after disclos-
ing his ’ circumstances vo his betrothed it
was mutally arranged. that they strould
each commit suicide in the manner de-
scribed.
