Direct News of Stanley.

IN GOOD HEALTE AND ABLE TU REACH HIS
DESTINATION. o .

Zixndimaw, Nov, 2; 1888.— Oduriers trom
Tabora bring direct news from the Stanley
expedltion, a portion of which was met
at the end of November, 1887, by Arabs
tradiog between Liakes Victoria Nyaoza and
Naige, and Tabora. These Arabs met
Nianley’s rearguard at » point west of Al
Lert Nyangs, southeast of Sanga, just es
r?cﬁtﬁ‘bie wal preparing to.'cross
anipa catsed by the radiation; froth the
streams that abound in that country. The
Arabs did not see Stanley. The detach-
ment seun consisted of 30 men. They
stated that Stanley was two days ahead,
The expedition bad;suffered greatly on the
tnarch through a thick forest, where it was
Inpoitlble to advance more than & nile
and one-guarter daily. They had aleo
guffered in the marsbes, where many bad
disappeared or died. Forfy were drowned
10 crossing a greatriver flowing from east
10 west, One white man had died, Stanley
was obliged to fight some tribes that re-
fused to supply him with provisions. The
expedition had often halted in the expecta-
tation of irecqiyiog: reenforcements from
the Congo. The rear guard, at the time
met, bad only been on the march five days
after a balt of threé wieks, due'to the' Hl-
iels 6f Sfavley aud & great: part of the
escort, who had been attacked with fever.
The Arabs estimate the ‘{otal “strength of
the expedition, after all losses, at 250
men. The health of Stanley was tbhéo
zopd. The rear guard, which consisted of
patives of Zapzbar, stated that Stanley
had decided that be would no longer ad-
vance in a nortbeasterly direction, but
would strike toward the north, hoping to
avoid the swamps, After getting & c?nnln
distance north, he intended to take an
obligue live to the enstward and go straight
to Wadelsi, where it was thought he would
arrive 50 days later—about the middle of
Jenuarty, 1888, The Arabs were of the
opinion that the expedition was still strong
enongh to reach Wadelai,

It will be remembered that oo Aug. 5,
information was received from Zabgibar
that two messeogers bad arrived there who
had left the interior about the beginning
of April;and who reported that Stanley
bad pot arrived at Wadelai up to that time
The messengers stated that in the month
of March Emin Basha 'did ' receive som¢
vaguo aod indecisive news of the explorer,
which bad filtered torough from tribe to
tribe, but that the veports were conflicting.
Some declared that Stanley, sfter losing “a
number of men and a large portion of bis
supplies, was hemmed in by boatile tribes
between the Maboda country and the Al
bert Nyanza, while other rumors were 10
the effect that he had been attacked by the
tribes in the Matongora-Mino district, and
after several conflicts, had diverted his
course in an unknown direction.
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English Plum Pudding.

Now is the time to make the Christmas
puddings and aleo the fruit cakes for the
winter, Housckeepers will find it a great
convenience to have on hlndbeight or ten
»mall puddings, that only require re-heat-
ing to be ready for serving. The following
recipe will fill one three-pint mold, If
your family is small it is best 1o pack . and
beil the . puddings in small round tin
kettlea, with lids. Then when they are
done the lids can be put on, the puddings
hung in the cellar until waated.

Shred and chop fine one pound of euet,
scald and stone one pound of raisins,
wash and cleas one pound of currants. If
you buy those already cleaned, and it raves
a deal of trouble, use one and a quarter
pounds. Cut into very thin slices a half
pound of orange peel, Mix the fruit to-
gether and flour it well, u-ing about one
onp of flour. Thén add the suet, & half
putmeg grated, & qoarter pound brown
sugar, the grated yellow rind of one good»

" gized lemon and three- quarters of a pound
of bread crumbs, Beat four eggs without
separatiog,'add to them over the dry in-
grediénts and thoromghly mix. Pack
tightly into well-buttered molds or ku"'lca,
stand in boiling water and boil continously
for ten bhours, and then one hour at time
of serving. Serve with them a nice bard
ssuce.

HARD BAUCE.

Beat to a cream & quarter pound of good
butter, add gradoally a balf pound of pow-
: dered sugar, beating all the while. When
light aud white add one unbeaten white of
egg and beat again, then another and beat
tbrooghly, add a quarter teaspoonful of
cinbamen and one tablerpoonful of brandy.
Puot on ice to harden. When you turn out
the pudding dust it with powdered rugar.
Dip four or five lumps ot loaf sugar in
rum, pour about three tablespooniuls
around the digh, place the lumps aronnd
the pudding, set fire to them and rend to
the table burning. Alcobol will answer if
rum is not at band.

Assorting Fruit.

Pick applesat the right time, assorting
them as youn pick, and put all the soued
ones in bushel boxes. . Take these boxes
| to some ceutral and convenient place for
| packing in good clean barrels, Make a
'Ilbh: fay six or eight feet long and three

feet wide at one end, ancd narrowed to
eight or ten_inches wide at the  other,
Piace boards six inches wide aronnd the
top. Have the talfle hivh enough so that an
apple barrel will just go under the narrow
end, Make the other end of the table
four inches higher, ro that the apples will
gently roll to the end toward the barrel.
Empty the bushel boxes in this barrel, and
you cen see all the imperfect fruit, which
can be readily picked out and the good
| fruit placed carefully in the barrel, In
this _way assorting can be done very
rapigly. Proper assorting of fruit has
been talked and written about for years,
yet many fruit growers will not learn that
the practise is money in their pockets,
Certainly it does not pay to put a peck of
small applea into a barrel of larger ones,
They do not measure any more and only
lower the price upon the whole . product.
If possible, select 8 good dealer n frujt
and sell to him, If you can guarantee
your fruit, you will have no trouble in
selling. I make all my small "sound ap-
ples into cider, using a power press.with a
capacity of eighty barrels per day. Addiog
three pounds of grapes to each bushel of
apples improves the quality of the cider.
