has lately made some researches upon the 
microscopic organisms that inhabit cheese. 
From an examination of Emmenthal, a soft 
variety of Cruyere cheese, he has obtained 
the following results : In each gramme of 
the cheese, when fresh, from 90,000 to 140,- 
000 microbes are found. This number in­
creases with time. Thus a cheese seventy- 
five days old contains 800,000 bacteria per 
gramme. But the population of a cheese 
is not everywhere distributed 
it. The centre is but moderately inhabited 
with respect to the exterior portion. The 
population of a soft cheese, near the per­
iphery, is from 3,600,000 to 5,600,000 
microbes. According to the mean of these 
two figures there are as many living organ­
isms in 360 grammes of such cheese as 
there are people upon the earth.

—A farmer of Joanna, near Reading, in 
digging an excavation the other day, un­
earthed a largo iron plate three feet square, 
bearing date April 4, 1570. Two Indians 
are represented on one side of the plate and 
a pair of anchors on the reverse aide. The 
plate also bears this inscription in German :

et for a better time, as all 
cease. Hope to see that bles­

sed beam of peace, when hatred, war and 
strife shall cease. ” Farmer Moore’s barn 
was built on property secured from the ori­
ginal proprietaries, Thomas and Richard 
Penn, sons of old William Penn, then 
governor-in-chief of Pennsylvania. The 
old quaker settlers in the county lived side 
by side with religious refugees from Holland 
and Germany, and had intimate business 
dealings together, and it is believed there­
fore that the iron plate just found was part 
of a stove made in Germany or Holland 
320 years ago.
