Tlîcy miglht as îvelli
have argued witb a boit charging a vtrinilion.hîîed
lîlanket. 'l The zoo mible miust go, if it is in me
to make it." At 4 O'elock bie wvas given thec word,

tUicnaoon slîining brigbîly ; scarce a leaf stirred,
s0 quiet %vas tlie wind. Ifle covcred 25 miles in
1.28. 10, the trip, 50 miles, in 2.59 50.2-5, Slower
by about four miinutcs tlîan tlîc first 50 at the
fornmer trial ; rested 2,49.3-5; wvas off again on
tlie other 25 mile stretcli ; finisled 75 mîiles in
4.36, and z00 miles in 6.oi. YS,

After riding the fastest 100 miiles ever riddcn oral
tîze roanl, bie sprnng off lus wlîccl and ran unaideci
to the tent, wlîere lic 'vas w'ell rulîbcd down and
given plenty of nourisbment. lie rcstcd 42.45,
and startedl to break Illc 24 lînur record. Finisbed
12> miles i 8.23.35, and 150 miles in 10.28.52.

Sprang off %wlieel alonc and ran to lus tent, whlere
the rubbing and fecding aet %vas repceated. Aftcr
reStiflg 40.38 he stirted as fresb as ev'er, 175 "aîiles
being covered in 12,59.20 ; 200 miles in 15. 13.34
1-5, %î"hen lie received hais third rota clown and
food. Rcsted but 20.55 4-5 ; made 225 Miles in
1718.0o6 ; 250 tuliles in 19.20. 50, anut again ran
unaided to bais lent, wîcrc 1h2 wvas rubbecl clwn
and given tvhat hc wislied ta cal and tlloved te,
rcSt 27.50. Ag-ain he started, tinishing 275 miles
ira 2 1.37.27, antI the 300 miles aillid ihe wildest
kind of ccring, in 23.46.
