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unity and dcvotion, pe'rvaded and sanctified even the proverbially
-dry details of the "Busine-ss .Meetiner" This feeling reachied its
-culmnination when on Sabbatli afternoon, after listening to a plain,
practical and powerful inissionary address from the Rev. R. M.
Mateer, of Shan Tung, China, t~he memnbers of the Alliance bowed
îheir heads around the table of thieir cominon Lord, and partook of
-the svmbols of His body and blood, broken and shed for the remis-
sion of the sins of the world-that world wvhich is to believe in Hii
throgh seeing,, the unity of His followers. Oh, that the Church
Universal would inscribe on hier banners the inotto suggested as the
watchword of the Alliance-".ý One ini Christ for a world out of
-Christ!"

Ail the papers presented evinced, on the part of their authors,
-mucli careful study and a comprehiensive grasp of missionary prob-
lerns, while the discussions whichi followed the readingr of thein wcere
animated and profitable.

It is beyond the spherc of this brief sketchi to, atteinpt anythinjg
like a synopsis of those papers. I must content niyself with the
bare enumeration of thecir titles which ivili -3uffice te indicate the
natuire and varicty of the subjects treated. ,My regret at being coin-
pelied thus sunimarily te dismniss so inucli valuabcý. missionary
literature is greatly diininished, by the fact that the officiai report
now being prepared wvill contain ail the papers in full, and those
intercsted rnay procure copies of tliat, report at a price whiich mercly
-covers the expense of publication.

±hese pa&sed hurriedly in revicw. A glance at the past of those
,nations enabled us te « thank (3od and take courage;-'and by a con-
,cise statement of their present condition and future possibilities, the
Macedonian cry for help w&-. borne honie to us by the irresistible
logic of human need.
