ANOT HER SCARE.

ALLIONSD PLOT To sBiZE BALLINcOLLIG PowDR
MILLI.

The Cork Constitution of Saturday morning
péblisbes the following :--' The publo wili
be astonished te learn that within the last
ew days the Fenian Brotherhood lu these

parts had conceived a gigantic project of et-
taoking the cavalry garrison at Ballincollig,
and aise the robbery of the, powder tmille at
the same place. The attack was admirably
planned, and would, in all probability, have
been put into execution before now but for the
fact that all the eworn band-of desperadoes
wre not faithfsl to one another, or true to
the cause they bad espoused, as le invariably
the case in organizations of the kind, com-
posed, as they are, of the most worthless
menbers of society. There was a Judas in
the company, who was very glad to part with
the. information so obtained for a considera-
tion. This was actually done, and the Gov-
ement wuvas apprised of the intended raid.
Instructions .were at once forwarded to the
local military and police authorities, and
precautions were taken and plans adopt-
ed for givilg the attacking party a
warm reception. The object of the
attack on the barracks was the rob-
bery of arma, and the ammunition was, of
course, to be taken from the powder mille in
auficient quantities to afford the 'rebels' an
ample supply for the approaching winter
ampaign.

STORIY SUENES IN PARLlA-
MENT,

Excited Proceedings,.

From the moment when the Bouse went
into Committee of Supply on the Irish Fsti-
mates, it became manifest that the Home
Riule mensmbers meant to protract the siting
to an inordinate length. The proceedings ou
the vote for the Irish Constabulary com-
menced with a long and an cloquent speech
by Mr. T. P. O'Connor, in which teastrongest
point was an appeal to MUr. Forster to give
Ireland even such a smali modicum of liberty
as the Czar allowed Russia. Thn therec-
curred a long dreary palaver, in the course of
which Mr. Forster made a violent attempt to
be concilfatory, and Mr. Bright a passionate
appeal to the Irish members to be forbearing
-- an appeal ha backed up with vague pro-
mises to the affect that if the government
were ouly let alone and allowed to get the
monay they asked the House to vote they
would "reorganise the Irish land system " so
as to please the Irish tenant. Mr. O'Connor
Power, in that tone of statesmanlike delibera-
tien rasich csaractelzes bis most receht
utîcrancas, sausibi>' pointi out lsat lise
government were, by the conditions of thelr
existence, obliged to enforce a law which
those for whom he hld a brief considered to
be utterly bai and oppressive, and hence it
was no use trying to quench the fire of Irish
discontent with fair-seeming promises. Ulti-
mately Mr. Biggar, who.is most adroit among
the obstructives at s drawing" a minister,
contrived to tempt Lord Hartingtonto make1
a statement, the toue of which was at once
declared to be offensive, and Mr. Gray ii-
mediately rose to denounce the leader of the
House.

Then 'the fun of the fair" beganinearnest.
At tan minutes past two The O'Donoghue
moved that the Chairman do leave the chair,
A division was taken, with the result that 107
votedt or the government and 25 against
tham. MUr. Sexton then moved to report pro-
gress, and ha based his speech upon the theory
that Lord Hartington, saying that police-
men were necessary lu ireland.

Labouchere rose to order. In déprecatory
tones ha called the attention of Dr. Playfair
to the fact that Mr. Sullivan was taking a
inean advantage of the committee, for he "as
providedhimselfwith a palpable supper" in
the shape of three Bath huns, a few puff.,
and a tartletor two. "Was it in orderto
tur tle Heouse into a restaurant for the use
of obatructive members?"
