which stave us in the face. These are calcu-
lated to cause the greatest alarm, and the
story told by Arohbishop Taché is, of course,
not to be questioned in accuracy. He con-
firms the dark rumors of ar Indian uprising,
and his confirmation makes vhe rumors
darker than before, It is periectly clear that
trouble is growing, Father Lacombe tells of
% gecret meotings” and an apparent distrost
of the priests which ought to delight the
hearts of the new Orange friends of the red
mexn. Ammunition is}heing cackéd, and worse
than all, the moral effect of Col. Otter’s un.
wise excess of zeal hos borne fruit. It is
known that Poundmaker refused to surrender
to that officer, as he claimed to
have  defeated him, and natarally
an Indian would not weigh the strategical
value of a ¢ viotory ” followed by a hasty re-
treat of fifteen miles.

THE CHURCH WASTING AWAY IN
THE UNITED STATES.

Our readers will remember that last week
we undertook to diagmose a brief editorial
paragraph which appeared in the Montreal
Daily Wilness. The operation revealed, not-
withstarding the brevity of the Wiiness
paragraph, that it contained nine distinct
statements which were directly opposed to
facts and truth, We admit it was a bad
tearing to pleces of our ‘‘only religions

ignorance or . wilful, deception,’ In the
diagnosed paragraph which was, supposed to
deal ‘with the: North-West -Rebellion, - the.

away in the United States,” and which con-
stituted - *Lie No, IV.” We proved this
assertion of the Daily Wiiness to have
as little foundation .in faot as any
of the other **pine,” Qur contemporary, be-
ing unable to explain or suppert ita position
on eight of the points, contenta itsslf with an
answer to No. IV. and maintaing that it was
right when it said that the church wastes
awny in the United States,”

How does the *“ only religicus daily ” prove
it? By quoting largely from ancient history !
The sayings ‘and opiniona of two or threo
bishops, uttered thirty and fifty years ago,
and of a few newspapers of more recent Gate,
are thrown at us as proof that the Church is
dying out in the American Republic. The
Witness quotes these opinions, but it takes
very good care not to say under what circum-
stances they were delivered. The fact
that Archbishop Hughes once said *“the
¢s people at home do not fully understand the
st position of the emigrants, thousands being
¢¢]1ost in the large cities, whils in the conntry
s¢the faith has died cut of multitndes,” is no
corroboration of the Witness contention that
the church is wasting away. These words of
Archbishop Hughes only prove that in the
immense territory of the Union the spiritua
and reflgious wants of the people werg not
and could not be attended to by the ministers
of their religion, for the very good reason that
the supply of priests and churches were not
adequate to the demand, We have known
Catholio families to have lived In the States
without seeing priest or church for decades of
years, for there was neither one nor the other
within reach of them for miles often reaching
np to the hundred. Then as to the large
cities, the fact that Catholics, like Protestants
and Jews and Gentiles, fall a prey to sin and
abandon the practice of their religion is no
argument that the Church is wasting away.
1f it wera there would be mighty little of any
charch left.

All this is negative proof that the conten.
tion of the Daily Witness is falss, A little
affirmative atgnment will show the strength
and truth of our positien.

I the Church is wasting away it certainly
could not be improving ; its present condition
ought to be worse than its past. That isa
plain proposition and clear enough for the
only religious daily to see throungh.

Now, who is bold or idiot enough, outside
of our contemporary, to assert that the condi-
tion of the Church is worse to-day than il
was yestarday or fifty years ago? In 1830
the total population of the Republic was
12,866,020. Oat of that number the Catho-
Yics could scarcely claim one million, or all
the other denominations together out-
numbered them by 13 .,to 1. Mark that.
To-day the total population is about
fifty-two milllon. Of these millions no
less than 12 or 13 are Cathelica and acknowl.
edged a3 such by their diocesans. Thus all
the other denominations put together only
outnumber Cathelics by 4 te 1.

But if the Church was wasting away, as
alleged, this enormous gain should have becn
an eaormous loss ; that is, instead of number-
ing 1 to 4, the Catholice should be in smaller
proportion to the combined population than
they were in 1830, when they were only 1 to.
18, The Witness tries to get out of the cor-
ner by saying that the Catholic Church gains
enormonsly through immigration, but that
is no explanation for the wasting away state-
ment, for the other denominations gain much
more largely through the same source.

As a matter of fact there has only been
emigration from one Catholic Europesan coun-
try, worth connting, and that is from Ireland,
The emigration from Spain, Italy and France
is nothing compared to the hordes that leave
and have left Protestant Germany, Great
Britain, Norway, Sweeder, and non.-Catholic
Ruesia, If anything, the other combined
dencminations should to-day outnumber
Catholica by 20 to 1 instead of 4 to 1.

But if the Church is strong in the numbers
of its rank and file, what shall we say of the
strength it has gained in its hierarchy and
its eccclesiastical, religious, charitable and
scholastio inatitutions. No country in the
world, nor since the Christian era, can show
such a development of Catholicism in all its
aspects as that which has occurred under the
Amerioan Republic during the past few de-
cades, The Republic has had its Cardinal, a
dignitary which but privileged nations could
claim, .

The Church, which was represented fifty
years ago by a few Bishops and Priests in the
United States, can now point to an episcopate,
a clergy and a body of religious which haveno
superiors in the entire Christian world. Let
the Daily Witness count the twelve Arch.
bishops in the United States, and see what
eminence of intellect, and of sanctity, charac-
terizes them ; let it run over the names of the
62 Bishops and sec the piety, the ability and
zeal of which these pastors are the personi.
fioation ; let it look at that army of 7,296
priests, 1,621 ecclesiastical students 51ways
in the breach and ready to defend their flocks,
and say if the Church is wasting away ; let it
gaze upon the 6,655 churches, the 1,071
chapels and the 1,733 stations which dot the
entire country, and say if the grandeur and
the number of these eacred edifices are an
evidence of weaknezs and of wasting away,
Why the Church is spreading so rapidly that
the colieges and seminaries oannot educate
and form priests sufficient to attend to the
10,650 places of divine worship. The supply
of priests is short by 3,454,

Then lot the Daily Witness take a glance
