he Attorney-General refuses to allow the
Counse) for Parncll to sce & Mysterious
Missive—The Debate on the Ashe
bourne Act.
————

Loxpo¥, Nov, 2),—The examination of
witnesssa was resumod before the Parnell
Commission t --day.,

Farmer Culloly, of Oastleisland, county
Kerry, testifisd that because he had served
notices on tenants in 1852, two men visited
bim and one of them strock him with a epade
and the other shot him In the leg. The leg
had to bo amputated. He was afterwarde
boycotted. Qa crosi-examination he aald the
quearters of the nearest bransh of the Lengue
was eix miles distant from his farm. He con-
sidered that the rents throughont Kerry wore
too high. Hea cenled that the two men who
attacked him were relatives of a servant girl
whom he had wronged.

Oanatpble M.Curthy testified that he
pearched the hange of a man named MoMahon,
who was Yreasurer o1 « hranch of the lesgue,
and found a number of papsrs.

A letter was hero produced and haned to
the clerk to be marked for the parposo of
Identification, but was nut pat in evidence.

Sir Charles Russell askod to see the letter.

Attornsy-General Webster objected, tay-
ing that counsel was not entitled to see it
untll it was read,

Sir Charlas Russell maintained that he wae
entitled to see it on its way to the witnosa.
He said there was no such thing as marking
documents behind connsels’ back.

Justice Hannen observed that it was tko
asual custom to allow the opposing couasel
to see documents in order that they may say
whether they object to them or not.

The Attorney-General said he would per-
sist in his refusal to allow Sir Charlss Russell
to see the document unless the court raled
otherwlias.

There was a short coneultation between the
judger, and Justice Hannen sald the court
were of opinlon that it was a matter ol
courtesy.

The Attorney-General adhered to his re-
fusal, romarkiog that there were reasons why
Sir Charies Russell should not see the letier
until it was put in as evidence.

TRYING TO BLAME THE LEAGUE,

Other witnesses from Kerry were then ex-
amined, all of whom attributed outrages in
that county to the inetigation of the league.
A laborer named Williams testifiad that he
had been fired at by a captain of Moonlight-
er?, and said that a placard had been posted
in varlous places offering £500 to any one
who would shoot him and Lia employer who
had taken an evicted farm. Oa cross-examin-
ation, howover, none of the witnessos suo-
ceeded in conneoting the league with any of
the ontrages they had referred to, Sir Charles
Russell then read an article from the Kerry
Santinel denouncing outrages.

Lydla Curtain was next called and describ-
ed the boycetting of her family and the mur-
der of her father,

Counsel for the Parpollites vead a circular
issued by tho Loeague denouncing the treat.
ment of the Curtaius,

Near the hour of adjournment, Mr, Reld,
in the absence of Sir Charles Russell, appeal-
ed to the opposing counsel to bulk the out-
ragea to which they wished to refer and to
senso giving such evidemce in detall. The
iquiry threatened to last long enongh to
‘nin anybody if the present methods were
ontioued.

Sir Henry James declared that the Times
was equally anxious to limit time and expen-
diture.

Juatice Hancen sald there must bo an
earnoet effort to shorten the work of the com-
misslon. He conaidered that thers had been
already enough detail of outrages and othor
branches of the enquiry ought to be procoedsd
with,

THE ASHBOURNE ACT DEDBATE.

Oa motizn of M. Smith, the Government
Jeader in tho House of Commona, thisoven-
ing, ths rule requirlng ths acjrurameat st
midnight was suspendad in order that the de-
bate on the lani purchaee bill extending the
operatfons of tho Ashbourne act should pro.
ceed until a divislon was reached.

Jobn Dillion said he thought the time huc
como to take & broad view of the Ashbsurac
act and ehow tho Britlth taxpayer what e
vancss might be asked ned the natara of ths
gecurily of them  He hoped the dobate hac
resulted in wakiog up tha taxpaver to tha
imminencs of the dapger of fiadiaz tham.
pelves commiitted to a socheme of lanilord
purchase without dus guarantse. I$ wae
astonishing to hear the Tories epank with
fever about the creation of a peaiant proprie-
tary, at the eame tima charging the peasants
withtrying to frustratethe monsure whioh was
direoted to that end, Among the first princl-
ples of the Lasgus stood poasaat proprietary.
The League almed at procuring such altera.
tion in the law a3y would enable every oocu-
pler of the land to bocome an owner. He
sald that he had formerly spoken In favor of
the Ashbourno aof, but it was when no
coercion exieted, With ooercion the aot
was aesisting the landlords to raise the
vrice of land while It was breaking up the
sombination of the tenants, He must warn
the English people that the day migh

wwme when the natlonsl programmos would
nolude the repudiation oP liabillties under
the aot. This position had been forced upon
sae Irish- people at the polnt of the bayonet.
Mr. Gosohen had tried to
.how that there was adequate seourity for
advanoes, becanse the terms of purchase in-
oluded both the landlords’ and the tenants’
- interest, ‘The truth was that In-hundreds of
oages the land commisplon :had reported that
the landlorde’ and tenanta’ Intereita’ together
wonld not afford suffiolent security for the
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prices at which it was proposed to purchase,
(Hear, hear.) It was absard to say that the
existenoe of arreara was not used to ralse the
price of land, and it was equally untrue to
deny that coeroion tended to ralse the price
by craehiag the power ot the tenantis ta com-
bine. The Government were trying to re-
duce the tenants to the unprotscted position
held by them in 1879. Such a oourse was
ornel, dastardly, mean, It might ixflict more
misery upon the people, but they were wedded
to liberty and were prepared to make saorl-
fices to achieve it. (Cheers.)

GLADSTONE'S MOTION REJZCIED,

Lord George Hamllton (Conservative),
asaailed the Parnellites as opposlog the bill
because they were conscious that it would
enabls the people to forsake the league yoke,
The landlords’ yoke might be heavy, but it
was nothing compared to the tyranny of the
league, Mr, Gladetone’s amendment was re-
jected by 330 to 246. The motion to fntro-
duce the bill was agreed to.

Bafore the vote on Mr, Gladstone’s amend-
ment, Major Saunderson (Conservative) sald
that Mr. Gladstone excelled in making the
beat of a bad cause and in skating on thin
foe. The members below the gangway knew
that thie bill was most popular in Ireland.
It was hardly fair in Mr, Gladstone to advo-
cate the relief of arrears without telling them
that those arrears had occurred since the
paseage of the act of 1862, which act Mr,
Gladstone pronounced the final settlement of
the land question.

Lord Hartloglon eald he thought Mr.
Di'lon’s argument was not very cegent againat
the bill, but was very cogent In favor of
coerolon, because he not only cont sied but
boasted that the yalue of land had been re-
duced from twenty to fifteen years purchage
by & combination which rendered it imposaible
for a tenant with tafety to taks a vacant
farm,

Mr. Dillon denied that ue used tha words
* with safety.”

Lord Hartington roterted that nobody ever
followed Mr. D.llen without receiving a con-
tradiotion,

Mr. Dilion hotly protosted, i

Lord Hartington, amid great cx:itemeat,
resumed his speech. He said he had not
intended to make any imputatier, but Mr,
Dillon fosisted npon exacin2es in r-producing
his argnmente, which would be difiizult to at-
taln. He proceeded to argue that Mr.
D.llen's lapguage justiied everytbiog that
the Governmcat had been forced to do in
order to uphold the law In Ireland. The land
purchease and arrears questicns were qulite
distinct. The rijectirn of the bill would not
facllitate dealing with arrcare, the necessity
for which, he thought, was much overrated.
Tha Government never refused to deal with
tho arrears qnuestion, The delsy a o2e from
the difficulty in deciding as to how to deal
with theo subj:ct. Tho Ashbourre act had
baen o wiest euccessful experimeont. Why
abandon it now? The expericnce (hius gainad
wichont loss would bs luvalusble whea Par-
liamen$ embarked on a mora amhitious echeme
of land purchasze.

MORLEY DEFENDS DILLON.

Mr. Morley made a spirited defence of Mr.
Dillon agaiost the remarks of Lord Harting-
ton. He said that Mr. Dlllon’s character
stood as bigh o3 that of any ether membar
of the Houee, As far asthe taking of vacaut
farms was concerned, Mr, Dillion relled upon
the creation of an eaplrit du corps among the
tenants, not upon iatimidation, Mr. Morley
folly supported Mr, Gladatone's contention
that the arrears question was more urgent
than the Ashbourne bill, which, he
gaid, ought to be postponed, Ha quoted ar-
tiolea from the Birmingham Guarstte to show
that the Chamberlain party considered the
extension of the Ashbourne act as dangerom
us Mr. Gladstone’s scheme. Yet they pre-
forred to support it rather than to injure the
position of the Goverament, and this is the
party that stomps the conntry saying that a
great moral gulf divides ua, (Chaeera) Yes,
it is a great gulf and your morality lies at the
bottom. (R:newed cheers.)

Mc., Smith, in defending the Government
against the chargo of a bLreach of faith, re-
ruinded the house that he in July laat inform.
ed them that this bill would be introduced
at the antumn session.

The second reading was tixed for Thursday.
The Ualonists voted solidly with the Goverxn-
ment. Two Gladatonisna voted agalnst the
amendment, and two others abatained from
voting,

THE PARNELLITES DISSATISFIED.

LoxpoN, Nov, 21.—The Parnellites are
discontented with the manner In which the
debate on the Ashbourne Extension Bill Is
conducted. They declare that the bill is not
fought with euffislent spirit and tenacly, snd
that the attitnde of the Liberal leader is
wanting in hostility, Mr. Parnell, rerpond-
fng to the desires of his party, has declded to
fight every atage of the bill,

Ta the House of Commons, this afterroon,
Mr. Madden, solicitor-general for Ireland,’
moved the second reading of the Irish Laund
Purchase Bill, Mr, Labouchere moved that
the bill be rejected. He ocomplsinad of the
undone haste with which ths msasure wae
being pressed forward, and sald there was an
obvious desirs on the part of the Govern-
ment to prevent the country from consider-
ing their proposals on the question of land
purchase, He denied that Parliament
had obtalned at the laat elention s&ny
anthority to legislate upon this question,
the Immense Importance of which requires
the special senction of the country. As the
bill stood it was a gross ipjestice upon the
Britieh taxpayer, Besides that, It was in-
jurious to Ireland, as it wonld encourage a
glgantic eystem of sbeenteelsm. Uatll a
Heme Rale measure wew carried, nothing
ought to be done towards land purchase,

Sir George Otto Trevelyag, Liberal, warned
the house that if it assented to the bill it
would not be uble to stop further grants, and
it would soon bs called upon and ccmpelled
to aivance millions, Among the dangers of
tho A:hbourne act not the leart was that it
coma.itted the Brltlsh taxpayer to a system
of landlord purchase which gave no good
eecurity for advances and which left the
tensnt in a position to repudiate if bad years
randered him unable to pay hia instalmenta,

IRISH COAL,

Although Ireland does not possess the
wealth of coal pozsessed by Great Britian
there ls no reason that the extraction and
utilization of the coal she does possess shonld
be negleoted. Very few persons are aware
that there are 76 collieries in Ireland—9 in
Ulster, 7 in Connaught, 31 In Leinstsr, and 29
in Munster, of which only a emall proporticn
are being worked, QOae of the best of these
{s tho Kilkenny and Castlecomer coalfield, an
irregul- 'y ova' Daslo, running sonth-west
from Qurivw ueatly to Cashel, and roughly
daacribed a3 occupying the elevated tahle
.land between the Nare aud the Barrow. Tae
‘Ryal Commiusion nppointed by the present
Government roon sf:er taking office iavestl-
gated, among oth .r Irish industries, the min-
iog of the coal-fiulds in the conntles Kilkenny
and Q iven's, and thoy arrived at the conclu-
slon that the iadustry was placed at a great
disadvantsge by waat of srffizlent railway
cowmmunicaiion with the colllery district, and
they expcessed ¢urpriae that a wealthy body
like the Great Suuthern and Westsrn Ratl-
way Company had nct establi-hel a vounes-
tion with their | n~, seving that iv raps with-
In seven miles of tha mlnes. S nce these o-m-
musications wers made wita the company by
the colliery proprietors, but no pructical siep
kaa heon inltiated by the laticr,

There are at Cloncen six eghafts, which
give employment to absat 500 hasda. At ono
colliery wages to the umouat of £300 a fcrt-
n'ght is paid, and owing to the want of fac-
ilitiea for sendipg the coal to market, the
pumber of waorklog days Is reduced to four a
week, The hours of labor are from seven to
five, and the average dally wages 33. 7T3d.
If the demsnl were in proporticn. double
the present number of handz ccald be em-
ployed aix days in the week, Thne amoannt of
coal is practically inhexhaustible, it haviog
bern the practice hitherto to work orly the
highcat seama ou: of a great number.

The Irish coal, as far as quaslity is con-
cerned is well akle to compete with the
Welsb, Therois in Cloneen a stock of 20,-
000 tons lying ut the pit’s mouth, deterior-
a'ing for want of a msarket, The coal Ia an-
thrac.te. I% is solely the cost of transpor-
tatfon that deprivea it of a good market.
Similiarly with rcepect to the quarries in the
neighborbcod of Ballingarry, These facts
speak trumpet tongued in favor of opening up
the Qistricts by meens of rallway communica-
tion. If such a s*ate of affairs exieted in
Eoglind a railvey of seven or eight miles
would bo ready fur troffic in a month, There
capltal ig forthcoming for every useful and
often for useless anterprises. Bat Ireland
has been g0 draiced by cver taxatior, by the
exportstion of absentoe rents and of the best
of the rent producers, and cf the braia and
muzcle of tke countiy that it is tha hardest
thing in the worldto get tho moet insigni-
ficant progress maje in sell-development,
Moreover, the individuals «nd corporations
who do possess what romains of the capital
of the country are fossile, without enterprise,
and animated with a hatred and suspicion of
the people among whom they live. Hence
tha difficulty in pushing torward any Irish en-
terprise, however useful. \Wo are hampered
by a Lostile garrison wko, while endeavcricg
to grab evergthing good or worth having,
have at the same time the short-sight:dness
to kill the goosc with the goldenegg., Ev-
idently the only remedy for this amomalouna
state of uffiirs {s the taking the management
of our rescurces out of the hands of those who
botch our affairs i1 London snd place it in
the hands of thoia really inierested in the
welfare of tho country.—Datlin Freeman,

TARIFF AND WAGES,

In the Novembsr Forum Hon. W. C. P.
Breckenridge discusses this question In o
diepassionate way. He says that as thinge
stand now no fair man will deny that in all
the great ** protected” industriea there csn
ba but seven months’ of laber, or at loaat
s3ven monthe’ pay for twelve monthe’ labor ;
for in seven months when these factories run
at their full capaoity, they tura out twelve
monthe’ supply for the market they have, so
that they give to their operatives the option
of seven months’ labor, at falr prices for the
1abor, to secure twelve month’s living, or lst
them work the whole twclve months, but only
at such rates as would In the aggregute
amount toseven months’ pay,

A protective tariff does pot, and in the
pature of the case cannot fix the wages of
laber. Labor, llke all commodities, ' will,
under the opsration of supply and demand,
command ita worth in the market where it is
for snle ; and all that legislation oan possibly
accomplish ie to interfere with the natural
operation of this law, snd so far as it does
this ooly harm can ensue. Canads, the
United Stater, and Mexico bavo protective
tasiffs, but the price of labor is not aniform
ta sny section of the continent; it diffsrain
every Provioce of Canada, in almost every
State of the United Stater, and in the variona
parts of Mexico.
