The intelligence is used
by Canadian business in deci-
sions regarding manufacturing,
product development, market-
ing, and market expansion. The
information includes values, vol-
ume ond unit price of imports,
characteristics of specific
imports (e.g. material, grade,
price, range, eifc.), names of
importers, major countries of
export, identification of foreign
exporters to Canada, Canadian
production, Canadian exports,
and U.S. imports. Two-hirds of
the clientele for this service are
small business.
