(b) The Government of the United Xingdom likewise waive ail c
their own behaif or on behaif of British nationals arising out of debts so
and, due from the Goverament of Yugoslavia or froni Yugoslav i
(includinig juridical persons).

ARTICLE IV

(a) For the purposes of the present Agreemient, "British properi
mean ail property, riglits and interests affected by various Yugoslav
which, on the date of the relevant measure or measures, were owned
or indirectly, in whole or in part, by British nationals, to the extent
they were so owned.

(b) For the purposes of the present Agreement, "British nations8
mean-

(i) Physical persons who are British subjects or British protected
belonging to any of the territories mentîoned in sub-paragraf
this paragrapli, and their heirs and legal representatives; and

(à1) Companies, firms and associations incorporated or constitutf
the laws in force in the territory of thue United Kingdonu (
