“The plan:accepted by the-commi ttee was
drafred in a'sub-commi ttee: under- the chai man-
ship of:L.B.. Pearson, Under Secretary of State
for External:Affairs. It provides for the
creation of an interim:committee:made up ofone
representative from each member nation, which
would have' the power to:censider and report
to- the -General -Assembly on:any dispute or
situation not on the agenda of the Security
Council, if the matter were deemed important
and requiring prelimjnary study by two-th:.rdl
of the members.

“The interim committee:also' would have: the
power. to sppoint commissions of inquiry by a
two-thirds vote; -to advise- the secretary-
general if it deemed that. a special session of
the General Assembly was required; and-would
be charged with reporting to the next:General
Assembly on the adv:.sab:.hty of : egstablishing
a permanent: commi ttee: to perform' the duties
experimentally given to it.
