FTJRTRER RECALLING that Article 908(6) of the NAFTA encourages

NAFTA Parties to negotiate agreements for the mutual recognition of resuits of

REAFFIRMTNG the coxmnitment the Parties made in Annex 913.5.a-2 of the

NAFI'A to work tlirough the NAFTA Telecommunicatiols Standards

Subcomznittee ("TSSC") to develop a work program, including a timetable, for

making compatible to the greatest extent practicable, the standards-related

measures of the NAFTA Parties, including technical regulations and conformity

assessment procedures, for authorized telecommunications equipment;
