Chilten; and the Secretary to the Prime Minister's Depart-
ment, Mr. A.S. Brown. “hile in Ottawa, Mr. and Mrs. Menzies
will stay at Government House.

This will be Mr. Menzies' fourth visit to Ottawa.
His previous visits were in [ay 1941 and August 1950 when he
was Prime Minister, and in October 1948 when he was the
Leader of the Opposition. Nr. ienzies left Australia on
May 14, spent a week in tashington, left for London on May 21
and returned to Vashington on June 17. He will leave Ottawa
at 9.30 a.m. Thursday, June 26, for Hew York, and will then
fly back to Australia.
