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Mr. Broadbent, seconded by Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg
North Centre), moved in amendment to the proposed
amendment,—That the amendment be amended by chang-
ing the period at the end thereof to a semi-colon, and by
adding immediately thereafter the following words:

“this House also regrets the gross injustice of the
disguised and regressive tax on every working man
and woman in Canada involved in higher premiums
for unemployment insurance, as well as the serious
injustice of the Federal Government’s unilateral de-
cision to renege on its commitments to the Provinces
in respect of the cost of hospital and medical ser-
vices.”.
