5. (a) With reference to the embankment
ai)proach at the Peterborougli ft lock, where
the leaks occurreti, the commissioner states
in his report that $2,000 shoulti caver the
expenditure ln connection witb the repairs
ta be made. The concrete walls approaches
ut Kirkfield leaketi badly andi were sub-
sequently plastereti wlth ceinent mortar, re-
ducing the leaks materially, but it is impos-
sible to say ut the present time wbat the
cost will be to insure permanent tightness.
(b). No repairs are required ta the lift lock
ut Peterborough, and the lift lock ut Kirk-
field Is under construction.

6. Yes, specifications bave been prepared;
the necessary materials are being provided,
andi as soan as the weather permits, the
work of repairs wlill be proceeded with
under the afficer of the tiepartment.
