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Mr. FIELDING. There were four minis-

ters on the Tariff Commission-the Minis-
ter of Customs, (Mr. Paterson), the then
MintFter of Iniand Revenue (Mr. Brodeur),
the Minister of Trade and Commerce (Sir
Richrard Cartwright) and myseif. The Min-
ister of Trade and Commerce was flot able
to go rnuch with us, but in various portions
of the country we bad the assistance ol'
other ministers in their respective regioan.
For instance, iu the west we bad the pre-
sent Minister of Inland Revenue (Mr. Tem-
pleman). The expenditures I have given
Inelude the charges for ail ministers who
were ini any way connected with the investi-
gation.

Mr. LAKE. Is the evidence being printeri?
Mr. FIELDING. It was brougbt down to

the House, but rny recoIlection is that the
Printilig ýCommîttee did not advise the
printing of it. I think that the House
would flot care to bave it printed. It is
very voluminous and there is a great deal
of repetition lu it. However, we submitted
it f0 the Huse, sud the decisioa was on
the judgment of the cômmittee.

Mr. SPROULE. Did the commissionj
make a brief or summary of it?

Mr. FIELDING. I think there is no
brief that couid be produced in the House.
0f course, we have taken our own notes,
each for his own guidance.

Mr. SPROULE. It is xiot being gone over
with a view of making a summary of it?

Mr. FIELDING. Not to maire an officiai
brief As 1 say, we have taken our own
notes, so as to assist our judgment iu the
futu're.

Mr. SPROULE. It wouid be very valua-
bie f0 have a brief of that kmnd. I suppose
the report is ail typewritten ?

Mr. FIELDING. Yes.
Mr. SPROULE. Does the minister know

bow many. pages It covers ? It Is very
voluminous, I suppose ?

LXV. FIELDING. Very voluminous. My
bon. friead the Minister of Customs (mi-
Paterson) is more familiar witb it than I
arn. I kuow tbat the evidence made ,i
nuniber of volumes. I think the House
wouid flot find it profitable to print It.
However, we have no objection If the Housc
wishies it.

Mr. SPROULE. Have you oniy one copy?
Mr. FIELDING. There was onIy one

copy laid on the table. I thInk eacb min-
ister was furnlshed with a copy.

Some resolutions reported.
Mr. FIELDING moved the adjournment

of the House.
Mr. SPROULE. What business wili be

taken ou Monday?

Mr. riIELDING. At the present stage
we would like to be free f0 take up any
items whlch remain. There are scattered
items in ail the departments. We wiil taire
the remaining Bills on the order paper,
and then Supply, begînning with the Min-
ister of Railways.

Mr. SPROULE. Have the government any
idea when they wlll be able ho prorogue ?
The Sunday Bill being 110w out 0f the way
s0 far ns this House is concerned, we miglit
miaie an estimate.

Mr. FIELDING. 0f course much wiil
depend upon the progress wbicb the other
branch of parliament may maire on the busi-
ness before It. After we have some infor-
mnation as f0 wbat is the disposition of the
Senate on that and other mensures, we wîill
be beffer able to fix a day for prorogation.

SMotion agreed f0, and bouse adjourned at
10.45 p.m.

However, If there Is any likelihood of delay
and bon. gentlemen attacb importance to
immediate action, I bave no objection to
tbe motion. Tbe reports contain witbin
tbemiseives tbe recommeudation ho print,
so that wben we adopt tbem, we tbereby
order the printlng.

Mr. Wm. ROCHE moved that tbe 7th,
8tb, lOth, lltb, l2tb, l3th and l4th re-
ports of the Select ýStanding Committee
on Public Accounts be concurred In.
