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one per cent for collection. There are the
provisions of the Bill. We give the minis-
ter the right to make an agreemnent with the
bank to advance inoney and then we give
the minister the right to pay one per cent.
Clause 5 cornes along and gives the minis-
ter the right to do what the Government
have been doing and what we have been
protesting against for the last few years.
This means that you shall again rule by
Order in Council; that you shall determine
how the application shall be made by
Order in Council, that you shahl determine
what the form of the note and security shall
be by Order in Council; that you shahl
determine what guarantee you shahl give to
the bank by Order in Council. In
fact everything is to be determined
L)y Order in Council. Furthermore,
we are asked to swallow Order in
Council P.C. 2472. 1 do not know what
Order in Council P.C. 2472 is and I do not
hehieve there is a man in this House, aven
the minister hirnself, who la able to follow
the Orders in Council that have been
passed. I think that in deference to this
House Ibis Order in Council should have
been distributed amongst the membars so
that they would have an opportunity of
looking il over. When an Order in Coun-
cil is mentioned in a Bill notice ougbt to
be given to the clark so that he could go
througb the mass of Orders in Council that
have been passed and pick ouI the one that
ia referred to so that we should have an
opportunity of seing wbaî we were approv-
ing. I shall not detain the House any
longer than to repeat the protest which I
made hast session against government by
Order in Council. Il la tbe worst kind of
camouflage to say that the Govçrnor in
Council shahl have power to make regula-
lions to carry out the provisions of the Act.
Wbat are the provisions of the Act? Ouf,-
aide o! the interpretation clause they
authorize the payment> of one per cent to
the bank and tbey give the minister the
rigbt to make an agreernent witb tbe bank
bo borrow money provided tbe rate o! inter-
est does not exceed seven per cent. I would
like to know wheîber or not thase reguha-
lions and ordars are going to be general and
whather or not, when the entrant makes ap-
plication and when he conforrns to the gen-
eral regulations and orders, ha shahl be
entitled to gel bis money from the bank.
The way the Bill reads now not only. are
regulations and orders to be adopted by the
Governor in Council to carry out the pro-
visions o! the Act,' but special cases which
are not provided for by tbe Act may also

be deîermined, setîled and regulated bv
Order in Council. We flnd that section 5
says that the Governor in Council may make
sucb ordars and ragulations as are neces-
sary «« t meet any cases whicb may arise
and for wbich no provision bas been made
in Ibis Act." For my part, I think you
might as well adopt the old and more con-
venient metbod of leaving it to the Minis-
ter of, Interior. Il is more agreeabhe to bis
temperarnent and more in conformity with
bis waýr of acting with the House. Take an
Ordar in Council, go on and use il and do
not corne b tbe House witb a Bill, wbicb
as a matter of fact la no Bihl at ail, and say:
Gentlemen, we are going bo ask your per-
mission bo pass a law. Tbere la notbing
in the provision o! the law Ibat bas an3l
reterence whatever bo tbe main matter wbich
is tbe obtaining o! the money by tbe en-
trant f romn the bank or wbicb guaranlees
tbat avery man who la golng to apply bo tbe
bank for rnoney -wihl be Ireaîed fairly and
equally. Thal is whaî I want put mbt the
law. I bave reasons, as other people bave,
to suspect that ail entrants wilh not be
treated in the same way.a

Mr. McCREA: Tbe Bihl provides that the
parîy wbo gets tbe seed grain shall pay
intere-st not to exceed seven per cent.
Banks are 'also to be allowed one per cent
commission on collections, rnaking a total
of eight per cent, 'which tbe banks are to
recaive for the charitable assistance that
is to be afforded to the farmer. Now a
great rnany people in tbis country are af
tbe opinion that banks are tbe most f av-
oured clasa of institution in Canada to-day.
We hear a lot about the Governrnent
stretcbing out a helping hand to the hab-
ouring classes, and tbe advocacy of shorlez
bours and more pay for Ibose classes is
very, popular. When it cornes to deahing
witb the farmers, lt la desired to do evary-
Ihing for the agricullural community, but
the Government is not very generous to tbe
farmer wben It asks hlm Ihrough the
medium of Ibis Bill, to pay eigbt per cent
for the seed grain which ha bas got to bave.
LaI me lake- up a lîttle of tbe lime of the
House by explaining what I bave in mind.
1 Ibink it la about lime tbat Ibis Parlia.
ment sbouhd give soma attention bo an
intarest that doas noI«seam to bave received
rnucb consideration, preaumabhy under the
beliaf Ihat it is rnaking big profite. For
the purposa o! my argument I will provide
the industries of the country into four
groupa: Firat, transportation by land and
and water; second, the farming industry;
third, thea manufacturera; and fourth, the
