If we are paying
too mucb for our g-asoline, the commaittee
reckoned that somehody, either our refiners
or our distributors, must ho getýting tOO much
for their services, and that is what they under-
took to investigato.

LAND SETTLEMENT

Hon. W. A. GORDON (Acting Minister of
Imsmigration and Colonization): I desire, Mr.
Speaker, to lay on the table of the bouse
the information asked for by the bon. member
for South Perth (Mr. Sanderson) witli respect
to land placements in the province of Ontario
by counties. Accompanying the return are
letters from the commissioners of colonization
of' the Canadian Pacific Railway and the
Canadian National Railways. These letters
indicate that the railways, not having kept
the information in the f orm desired hy the
hon. member, are not in a position to furnish
it. With respect to the departmnent, tbey
have not kept the information in a way that
would mnake it easily available by counties,
but it is only fair to the bion. member to say
that I showed bim the Iist as kept hy the
department, giving thse name of the mndi-
vîdual, the wages and the address, and I bo-
lieve that after roviewing it bis fears in a
general way a,ý t the accuracy of the state-
msonts ïvhicls have been made have been
dîssipated. The rcturn whieh bias been pro-
pare(1, so fair as the department is concerned,
after a good deal of labour and time, wiIl,
I think, check out to within a very few in
number of those contained in the information
I bave beretofore given to the house. There
îs a slig-ht increase because the return covers
a period a, littie longer than up to the first
of May whcn the matter was raised in the
bouse.
