COMMITTEES 0F THE HOUSE
PROCEDURE-SIXTH AND SEVENTH REPORTS 0F

SPECIAL COMMITTEE-CONCURRENCE IN
SEVENTH REPORT

Mr. Speaker: I have the honour to present,
in English and in French, the sixth report
o! the special committee on procedure and
organization. This report outlines a major
reorganization of the staff and services of
the House of Commons.

1 have the honour to present in English
and in French the seventh report of the
spe cial committee on procedure and organiza-
tion. Later it is my intention to cail upon
the hon. member for Edmonton West to ex-
plain this report under the heading of mo-
tions.

Hon. Marcel Lambert (Edmonton West):
Mr. Speaker, seconded by the hon. member
for Lapointe and with the unanimous con-
sent of the house I should like to move con-
currence in the seventh report of the special
committee on procedure and organization.

It will be recalled that during the last ses-
sion the committee on debates of which I
had the honour to be a member presented
a report which was flot concurred in. Therein
was contained the following paragraph:

That satisfactory electronlo recording apparatus
as referred to in the abovementioned report
be Installed at the earllest possible date to be
used on a trial basis in selected committee rooms.

Hon. members will be aware that about
two weeks ago a somewhat awkward situa-
tion arose with regard to the recording of the
debates and proceedings of one of the house
committees, that on privileges and elections,
in the French language. Despite every effort
it has been found very difficuit to obtain
additional reportorial staff, especially on a
permanent basis. It was through the gener-
osity of the other place and of one of the
government agencies that trained reportorial
staff able to record the proceedings ini
French were obtained.

In the past two years at least, primarily
as a resuit of the introduction of simultaneous
interpretation, considerably more French has
been used in this chamber, with the resuit
that an undue burden has been placed on
the shoulders of our French Hansard staff
who are thus not available for French com-
mittee hearings. It is in order to alleviate
this difficulty, as well as to examine, rather
with experience than in haste, the use of
electronic recording equipment, that your
committee would recommend to this house
that electronic recording apparatus be intro-
duced into selected committee proceedings in
order to assist in overcoming the difficulty
caused by the shortage of French reporters
and in order that the value 0f this equipment
may be assessed.

Your committee was unanimous in this
recommendation, Mr. Speaker, and I would
ask members of the house to concur in this
report.
